PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING

FEBRUARY 20, 2003


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the meeting of the Town of West Point Planning Commission was convened at the Town Hall on February 20, 2003 at 8:04 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places.  Fred Madison called the meeting to order.  Planning Commission members present were Gordon Carncross, Kevin Kessler, Scott King, Fred Madison and Doug Richmond (Town Board Member).      


Agenda Item 2:  Roll Call and State of Public Notice  Members present were noted and the meeting was posted at the Town of  West Point Town Hall, Lake Wisconsin Boat Launch (next to Fish Tales) and the Pine Vista Club House.

Agenda Item 3:  Approve Minutes – February 6,  2003  Gordon Carncross made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Doug Richmond.  Motion carried.


Agenda Item 4:  Correspondence  Columbia County Planning and  Zoning will have a Comprehensive Planning meeting on March 18.  Doug Richmond indicated that he was at the Dane County Garden Expo and picked up information on rain gardens.  Doug Richmond also updated the Committee members on the February 13, Town Board Meeting.


Agenda Item 5:  CSM  - Kathy Ballweg – Highway 60  Jim Grothman indicated that Ms. Ballweg is requesting only 4 sites on a shared driveway.  Will deed restrict additional land.  Kathy’s brother, who is an engineer, shot the driveway.  There is only one spot that is over 12% grade.  The Lodi Fire Chief has been up the driveway and the only concern expressed was that the road might become slippery if water is spilled going up the hill.  Fire numbers for each residence was also requested.  Fire numbers are at the bottom of the road at highway 60 but will also be posted at each driveway at the top of the hill.  The driveway is still the question.  They were told to check with the Town Engineer to see if the driveway will meet the Town’s requirements.  


Agenda Item 6:  Rezoning – Neil Schoepp – Schoepp Road  Mr. Schoepp would like to sell around 2 to 5 acres to his son to build a home on Barta road.  He was directed to have a CSM done on the requested parcel, the 35 acres that would be deed restricted and submit a request for rural residential zoning on the small parcel.  Item has been set for a public hearing on March 6, 2003.  


Agenda Item 7:  Variance – Will Sadek – Pleasant View Park Road  Mr. Grothman noted that the builder indicated that the County has indicated that the item did not have to come before the planning Commission.  A public hearing has been set for March 6, 2003.  Town Clerk, Edie Eberle, will confirm that the County does not require a variance.  
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Agenda Item 8:  Variance – Richard Eckstein – Sunset Harbor Marina – Highway 188  Mr. Eckstein indicated that he is going to be redoing the shoreline and would like to move the gas tanks.  He has all necessary DNR approvals but needs a variance as he is too close to the shoreline.  The item has been scheduled for a public hearing on March 6, 2003.  Mr. Eckstein was directed to bring along all permits issued for review. 

Agenda Item 9:  Amendment – Town’s Erosion Control and Storm Water Runoff Ordinance  Gordon Carncross made a motion to postpone the item until the March 6, 2003, meeting, seconded by Scott King.  Motion carried.

Agenda Item 10:  Smart Growth/Land Use Plan  Doug Richmond indicated that a number of individuals have shown an interest in being on the Smart Growth Planning Committee.  


Agenda Item 11:  Next Meeting Agenda – March 6, 2003  Storm Water Ordinance Revision, Trails End, Sand Hill Ridge Final Plat, Smart/Growth, Neil Schoepp, Will Sadek, Richard Eckstein, 20% slope discussion and any other item noted by the Town Clerk.
