TOWN OF WEST POINT

PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING

MARCH 06, 2003


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the meeting of the Town of West Point Planning Commission was convened at the Town Hall on March 6, 2003 at 8:09 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places.  Fred Madison called the meeting to order.  Planning Commission members present were Gordon Carncross, Kevin Kessler, Scott King, Fred Madison, Dick O’Connor and Doug Richmond (Town Board Member).      


Agenda Item 2:  Roll Call and State of Public Notice  Members present were noted and the meeting was posted at the Town of  West Point Town Hall, Lake Wisconsin Boat Launch (next to Fish Tales) and the Pine Vista Club House.    


Agenda Item 3:  Public Hearing – Rezoning – Neil Schoepp – Schoepp Road  Mr. Schoepp was not present.  No comments were made from the public.  


Agenda Item 4:  Public Hearing – Variance – Will Sadek – Pleasant View Park Road  This item was cancelled as it was determined at the County level that a variance was not needed.  


Agenda Item 5:  Public Hearing – Variance - Richard Eckstein – Sunset Harbor Marina – Highway 188  Mr. Eckstein indicated that he is going to be doing some shoreline improvements and that the DNR suggested that he move the gas tanks.  A variance is needed because the gas tanks are considered a structure and are within 75 feet of the shoreline.  No comments from the public.

Agenda Item 6:  Approve Minutes – February 20,  2003  Kevin Kessler made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Scott King.  Motion carried.


Agenda Item 7 :  Correspondence  Doug Richmond and Dick O’Connor updated the members on the second public hearing held regarding the building of a new town hall.  


Agenda Item 8:  Rezoning – Neil Schoepp – Schoepp Road  Doug Richmond made a motion to postpone the item until the March 20, 2003, meeting seconded by Scott King.  Motion carried.  


Agenda Item 9:  Variance – Will Sadek – Pleasant View Park Road  No variance required.  Item was cancelled.
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Agenda Item 10:  Variance – Richard Eckstein – Sunset Harbor Marina – Highway 188  Mr. Eckstein indicated that he is going to be redoing the shoreline and would like to move the gas tanks.  He has all necessary DNR approvals but needs a variance as he is too close to the shoreline and the gas tanks are considered a structure.  Kevin Kessler made a motion to recommend approval, seconded by Dick O’Connor.  Motion carried.

Agenda Item 11:  CSM – Zeman/Heffron – Trails End  Commission Member, Kevin Kessler, removed himself from the Commission on this item.  Attorney Clark updated the members on the results of the meeting between himself, the Town’s Engineer, Mr. Zeman, Mr. Heffron, their attorney and Kevin Kessler, a resident on Trail’s End.  Items discussed were extending the pipe another 50 feet instead of 100 feet which would result in three foot deep ditches instead of four; each building will be required to divert runoff into a rain garden, there would a buffer zone around each home and outside storage areas were outlined in the Development Agreement.  Dick O’Connor recommended approval contingent on final approval and review of the map outlining the buffer area, copy of the Development Agreement, Permanent Drainage and Stormwater Easement Agreement and  Declaration of Covenants, Restricts and Conditions, exhibit of a fully executed Irrevocable Letter of Credit for Public Improvements, final review and approval of the stormwater and soil erosion control Plans and payment of the Park Land fees, seconded by Gordon Carncross.  For – Carncross, King, Madison, O’Connor, Richmond.  Abstain – Kessler.  

Agenda Item 12:  Sand Hill Ridge Subdivision (Tom & Nancy Bannon) – Final Plat  Attorney Clark outlined what was necessary to complete the plat, which has been submitted.  Scott King made a motion to recommend approval contingent on the developers entering into all required documents including the Joint Access Agreement, Development Agreement, Declaration of Covenants, Restrictions, and Conditions, Irrevocable Letter of Credit, Boundary and Hold Harmless Agreements with Campbells, Boehmer and Beerkircher, construction of public improvements according to plans and specifications upon review and approval by the Town’s Engineer and payment of Park Land Fees, seconded by Dick O’Connor.  Motion carried.  

Agenda Item 13:  Discussion – 20% Slope  Discussion was held on the 20% slope restriction for building.  The ordinance regarding 20% slope was reviewed.  Building can be allowed on slopes greater than 20% if certain restrictions outlined in the ordinance are met.  
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Agenda Item 14:  Amendment – Town’s Erosion Control and Storm Water Runoff Ordinance  Changes to the Erosion Control and Storm Water Runoff Ordinance were discussed.  Changes pertain to the use of rain gardens and outlines where and when they should be required.  Doug Richmond made a motion to recommend approval of the changes, seconded by Dick O’Connor.  Further discussion followed after which Doug Richmond withdrew his motion.  Doug Richmond made a motion to postpone the item until the March 20, 2003, meeting, so that Town Engineer, Joe Costanza, can review make clarification of some items discussed, seconded by Dick O’Connor.  Motion carried.

Agenda Item 15:  Smart Growth/Land Use Plan  Doug Richmond noted that the subcommittee on Smart Growth would be appointed at the next Town Board Meeting.


Agenda Item 16:  Next Meeting Agenda – March 6, 2003  Storm Water Ordinance Revision, Smart/Growth, Neil Schoepp and any other item noted by the Town Clerk.


Agenda Item 17: Adjourn Meeting  Motion to adjourn by Dick O’Connor, seconded by Gordon Carncross.  Motion carried at 9:50 p.m.
