PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING

JUNE 19, 2003


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the meeting of the Town of West Point Planning Commission was convened at the Town Hall on June 19, 2003 at 8:10 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places.  Doug Richmond called the meeting to order.  Planning Commission members present were Gordon Carncross, Kevin Kessler, Cliff Lawton, Dick O’Connor and Doug Richmond (Town Board Member).      


Agenda Item 2:  Roll Call and State of Public Notice  Members present were noted and the meeting was posted at the Town of  West Point Town Hall, Lake Wisconsin Boat Launch (next to Fish Tales) and the Pine Vista Club House.    


Agenda Item 3:   Approve Minutes – June 5, 2003  A copy of the minutes had been distributed by e-mail to each Planning Commission member prior to the meeting.  Cliff Lawton made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Gordon Carncross.  Motion carried.


Agenda Item 4:  Correspondence  None.  


Agenda Item 5:  Citizens Input  None


Agenda Item 6:  4 Lot CSM – Paul and Diane Abley – Rausch Road  A copy of an updated survey was distributed for review.  Discussion was held regarding the Covenants. Minor change noted in Item 3.  Kevin Kessler made a motion to recommend approval, seconded by Dick O’Connor.  For – Carncross, Kessler, O’Connor, Richmond Against – Cliff Lawton was opposed because he did not approve of the removal of the land from ag zoning.  

 Agenda Item 7:  CSM (2) – Darlene Ballweg – Highway J and Highway 188 – Discuss Clustering Concepts  Jim Grothman presented a new plan for the Commission Members to review.  The new proposal leaves approximately 167 acres in ag zoning, would request a 35 acres lot which would be restricted to 1 house and remaining acreage to remain in ag production and 6 lots clustered around the two existing homes.  Further discussion followed covering the length of driveway to the 35 acre lot, whether the two proposed new driveways are located appropriately and if the 6 lots are acceptable.  It was noted that Darlene Ballweg may want to bring her proposal before the Town Board in order to see if there would be any other concerns noted by the Town Board.  They will get on the July 10 meeting agenda.  Kevin Kessler made a motion to postpone the item to the July 17, 2003, meeting, seconded by Cliff Lawton.  Motion carried.
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Agenda Item 8:  CSM – Kathy Ballweg – Highway 60  Discussion centered on the driveway and conforming to existing ordinances, flag lots and waiver to access requirement.  Transfer of development rights was also discussed.  The flag lot concept should be discussed with the Town Board in order to determine in which direction to proceed.  Dick O’Connor made a motion to postpone to the July 17, 2003, meeting, seconded by Cliff Lawton.  Motion carried.


Agenda Item 9:   Chris Hanes/Rick Lane – Lots in Pleasant View Park  Mr. Lane was inquiring whether the three lots could be divided into two lots.  Commission indicated that the slope on the proposed second lot would make it unbuildable.  


Agenda Item 10:  Smart Growth/Land Use Plan – Committee Update  No update from the Smart Growth Committee.  Discussion was held regarding the length of private driveways and whether the Town should consider limiting the length.  It was noted that a land owner on Highway 113 near Okee is considering developing some of the 100 acres he owns.  The Commission may consider requiring the property be hooked up to the Okee Sanitary District.  

Agenda Item 11:  Commission Members Matters  Discussion noted under Smart Growth/Land Use Plan.  

Agenda Item 12:  Town Board Report  Doug Richmond did not attend the last Board meeting and will bring an update from both the June 12 and July 10 meetings to the July 17, 2003, meeting.  Kevin Kessler noted that he updated the  Town Board at the June 12th meeting as to the request from the Commission on the Smart Growth Committee reviewing transition areas by September 2003.  The Commission would like this review so that Amendments to the Land Use Plan can be presented to the Town Board in January of 2004.  


Agenda Item 13:  Next Meeting Agenda – June 19, 2003  CSM (2) for Darlene Ballweg – clustering, Kathy Ballweg and any other item noted by the Town Clerk.


Agenda Item 14: Adjourn Meeting  Motion to adjourn by Gordon Carncross, seconded by Kevin Kessler.  Motion carried at 10:45 p.m.
