 TOWN OF WEST POINT

PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING

JULY 17, 2003


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the meeting of the Town of West Point Planning Commission was convened at the Town Hall on July 17, 2003 at 8:08 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places.  Doug Richmond called the meeting to order.  Planning Commission members present were Gordon Carncross, Kevin Kessler, Dick O’Connor, Doug Richmond (Town Board Member) and Scott King.      


Agenda Item 2:  Roll Call and State of Public Notice  Members present were noted and the meeting was posted at the West Point Town Hall, Lake Wisconsin Boat Launch (next to Fish Tales) and the Pine Vista Club House.    


Agenda Item 3:   Approve Minutes – June 19, 2003  A copy of the minutes had been distributed by e-mail to each Planning Commission member prior to the meeting.  Kevin Kessler made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Scott King.  Motion carried.


Agenda Item 4:  Correspondence  None.  


Agenda Item 5:  Citizens Input  None


 Agenda Item 6:  CSM (2) – Darlene Ballweg – Highway J and Highway 188 – Discuss Clustering Concepts  It was noted that the Town Board was comfortable with the current proposal versus seeing the land divided into 40 acre parcels and sold in that fashion.  Discussion continued on whether the Planning Commission would approve the 35 acre parcel or would rather see it a 40 acre parcel.  Each member expressed their concerns.  If Ms. Ballweg and Mr. Grothman would like to continue the process, they need to request the rezoning and a public hearing needs to be scheduled.  It was decided that the public hearing would be scheduled for August 21, 2003.  Joe Costanza, the Town Engineer, would need to see a stormwater plan, covenants, driveway agreement, proposed CSM and the proposed driveway for the 35 acre parcel.  Scott King made a motion to postpone the agenda item until August 21, 2003, seconded by Dick O’Connor.  Motion carried.  


Agenda Item 7:  CSM – Kathy Ballweg – Highway 60  Discussion continues to center on the driveway and whether it can meet Town of West Point requirements.  The Town Engineer again expressed his desire that everyone take time to travel the driveway in question.  He also noted that he has not received driveway elevation information that was gathered.  It was also requested that Mark Wickham be at a meeting to discuss the safety of the driveway.  
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Agenda Item 8:  Larry Lenerz – Reduce Size of Preservation area in Site 1 – Selwood  Mr. Lenerz has requested that the size of the preservation area be reduced.  He is having trouble selling the lots where the special grasses are required.  Some people like natural grasses and some people consider them weeds.  The Town Engineer will discuss the area with Brad Boettcher, the engineer who worked on the design for Mr. Lenerz, and discuss what can be done.  The Town Engineer will bring revised language to the next meeting.  Dick O’Connor made a motion to postpone the agenda item to the August 7, 2003, meeting, seconded by Scott King.  Motion carried.  

Agenda Item 9:  Jerry Keller – Mini Warehouses on Ag Land  Jerry Keller is interested in building mini warehouses on land he owns at the corner of Pulvermacher and Highway 60.  It would need to be rezoned commercial and then a conditional use permit would have to be issued.  The Planning Commission directed Mr. Keller to appear before the Smart Growth Committee and request they consider commercial areas in their planning.  Concerns would be spot zoning and whether that location is where a commercial setting should be placed.  

Agenda Item 10:  Rick & Barb Kaja – Conditional Use Permit for Bed & Breakfast  Mr. And Mrs. Kaja indicated they are interested in pursing a bed and breakfast in the next couple of years and are researching what they would need to do in order to operate one out of their home.  They are to research the zoning needed to operate a bed  and breakfast and whether their home has the correct zoning, whether it just needs a conditional use permit issued, amount of parking needed, change in driveway use and what State Laws would need to be followed.  

Agenda Item 11  Gabe Miller – Review of Newspaper Article on Smart Growth Committee’s Action Plan  No article to review.  


Agenda Item 12  Smart Growth/Land Use Plan – Committee Update  It was noted that the Smart Growth Committee has posted their agenda for the remainder of 2003.  Their first meeting was held in July.  A member from the Planning Commission should plan on attending the meeting to report back the direction they are taking.  Items the Planning Commission would like discussed would be the transitional area, commercial zoning (bed and breakfast and mini warehouses).  Let the Smart Growth Committee know that the Planning Commission would like to review their minutes.  

Agenda Item 13  Commission Members Matters  Trails End Development.  Nothing has happened yet.  Trees have been cleared, but no building has started.  
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Agenda Item 14:  Town Board Report  Doug Richmond noted that playground equipment is in use in the new park in Selwood.  An offer has been made for land for the new Town Hall.  Waiting for a counter offer.  


Agenda Item 15:  Next Meeting Agenda – August 7, 2003  Kathy Ballweg, Larry Lenerz, Mark Wickham regarding Ballweg’s road, July Smart Growth Committee minutes and any other item noted by the Town Clerk.


Agenda Item 16: Adjourn Meeting  Motion to adjourn by Kevin Kessler, seconded by Dick O’Connor.  Motion carried at 10:30 p.m.
