 TOWN OF WEST POINT

PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING

AUGUST 21, 2003


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the meeting of the Town of West Point Planning Commission was convened at the Town Hall on August 21, 2003 at 8:10 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places.  Doug Richmond called the meeting to order.  Planning Commission members present were Gordon Carncross, Kevin Kessler, Dick O’Connor, Doug Richmond (Town Board Member) and Scott King.      


Agenda Item 2:  Roll Call and State of Public Notice  Members present were noted and the meeting was posted at the West Point Town Hall, Lake Wisconsin Boat Launch (next to Fish Tales), the Pine Vista Club House and on the Town of West Point’s website.   

 Agenda Item 3:   Public Hearing on Rezoning from Agricultural to Rural Residential – Darlene Ballweg – Highway J  Gordon Carncross, Planning Commission Member, removed himself from the Planning Commission for the public hearing.  Jim Grothman presented the plan for the farm.  Six lots will be created clustered around the two existing homes and the remaining 167 acres will be deed restricted to Ag.  Gordon Carncross inquired about stormwater management and it was indicated a storm water management plan would be presented for the six lots and the 35 acre parcel.  A question was asked about the size of outbuildings.  They are limited to 10% of the lot size.  No other comments were made for or against the proposed rezoning.  


Agenda Item 4   Approve Minutes – August 7, 2003  A copy of the minutes had been distributed by e-mail to each Planning Commission member prior to the meeting.  Scott King made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Gordon Carncross.  Motion carried.


Agenda Item 5:  Correspondence  Doug Richmond noted that Town has received the new valuation figures and the Town of West Point has increased in value by 4.73%.  


Agenda Item 6:  Citizens Input  None.


 Agenda Item 7:  Rezoning from Agricultural to Rural Residential – Darlene Ballweg – Highway J  Dick O’Connor gave a brief outline of the process that was followed that led to the presentation for the Ballweg farm.  The clustering of lots around the two existing homes, instead of dividing the farm into 35 acres parcels, is a new concept.  Mrs. Ballweg was complimented on working with the Town to preserve the ag land and in considering the clustering concept.  Gordon Carncross expressed his concerns on the driveway for the 35 acres parcel that will be across ag land and along wetland.  He is also concerned about runoff from the parcel.  Kevin Kessler indicated he had the same concerns.  
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Dick O’Connor made a motion to recommend approval of the rezoning contingent on final review of the plat and that final review must be completed by September 1, 2004, seconded by Scott King.  Motion – For – Kessler, King, O’Connor and Richmond.  Carncross was opposed.  Motion carried.


Agenda Item 7:  Information on Rezoning/Subdivision for Ken & Lois Foss on Highway 113  Mr. Foss indicated that 23 of the 91 acres he owns along Highway 113 are already zoned residential.  They are interested in pursuing a rezoning for the remaining acreage in order to develop it into residential lots ranging in ¾ to 2 acres in size.  It was indicated that the land in question is not in the transitional area.  Consideration of hooking up to the Okee Harmony Grove Sanitary District must be explored.  Mr.  Foss was informed that the Planning Commission is currently reviewing the transitional area and expects to have the review completed by the first of 2004.  He was also requested to speak to the West Point Growth Planning Committee at their next meeting so that they may consider his plans in their planning process.  Mr. Foss will pursue hooking up with the Okee Harmony Grove Sanitary District, how to bring the system to his land, how many lots would be in the proposal and check with the railroad about bringing the sewer system under the railroad and bring his request back in early 2004.  


Agenda Item 8:  Request for Rezoning From Agricultural to Commercial – Jerry Keller – Golf Road and Highway 188  Jerry Keller handed out a map showing where he would like to rezone approximately 5 acres to commercial for the construction of storage warehouses.  It was noted that the ag land is not in a transitional area.  The West Point Growth Planning Committee has been asked to review commercial areas and have this review completed by the first of 2004.  Mr. Keller was requested to speak to this Committee so they may consider his plans in their planning process.  Dick O’Connor made a motion to postpone the item until Mr. Keller requests to be placed back on the Agenda, seconded by Scott King.  Motion carried.


Agenda Item 9:  Town Board Meeting Update  Doug Richmond gave an update from the last Town Board Meeting.  He noted that all agendas are posted on the Town’s website.  The State has approved the removal of the language prohibiting building on the lot owned in Woodland Hills and that the Town will proceed with selling the lot after obtaining an appraisal.  
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Agenda Item 10:  Smart Growth/Land Use Plan – Committee Update  Discussion was held on the West Point Growth Planning Committee Meeting held on August 11.  The committee is still trying to organize themselves and settle on a procedure for proceeding.  Concern was expressed as to whether the Committee would be able to complete a review of the transitional and commercial areas before the first of the year.  

Agenda Item 11:  Commission Members Matters   The purchase of the land for the new Town Hall is proceeding.  It was noted that the County would like the Town to rezone the land to residential instead of leaving it zoned as ag.  


Agenda Item 12:  Next Meeting Agenda – September 4, 2003  It was noted that the public hearing for the rezoning for Jerry Keller was already posted in the newspaper.  Next meeting agenda will included the public hearing for Jerry Keller, request for rezone for Jerry Keller, discussion on land use, and any other item noted by the Town Clerk.


Agenda Item 13: Adjourn Meeting  Motion to adjourn by Kevin Kessler, seconded by Dick O’Connor.  Motion carried at 10:25 p.m.
