PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING

OCTOBER 16, 2003

Need a variance from the center of the road.  Have enough room from the lake to meet the required set back.  It was suggested that members drive by to review the property.  Item is scheduled for a public hearing on November 6, 2003.    
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Agenda Item 8:  Smart Growth/Land Use Plan   Discussion of Amendment to Transitional Area – Discussion on what area should be considered for addition to the transitional area, if any changes should be made at this time, what criteria would be used to add area to transitional area and when a public hearing should be held.
