 TOWN OF WEST POINT

PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING

NOVEMBER 6, 2003


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the meeting of the Town of West Point Planning Commission was convened at the Town Hall on November 6, 2003 at 8:05 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places.  Fred Madison called the meeting to order.  Planning Commission members present were Gordon Carncross, Fred Madison, Kevin Kessler, Cliff Lawton, Doug Richmond (Town Board Member) and Sharon Richmond, Deputy Clerk.  


Agenda Item 2:  Public Hearing – Cedar Ridge Construction, Inc. (Owner Patricia Logan Anderson) – Variance from Road – N2235 Highway 188   John Davis from Cedar Ridge Construction indicated that Ms. Anderson wants to tear down the existing home and rebuild in the approximately the same footprint.  The house would be 69 feet from the center of the road.  The existing house is 38 x 24 and would be replaced by a house measuring 48 x 26.  There were no public comments.  


Agenda Item 3:  Public Hearing – Kathy Ballweg – CSM – Highway 60  Jim Grothman presented the CSM.  The CSM would create two lots, one dividing Kathy Ballweg’s home from the farm and one would create a new building site.  This would leave four homes on the driveway.  Rural residential zoning would be requested, also waiver of the flag lots and allowance of access by easement.  Kathy would also deed restrict 70 acres on the farm along Highway 60.  Sheila and Ron Hunt, owners of one of the homes on the driveway, expressed concern about access during the winter.  They indicated that the school bus won’t travel the driveway to pick up their children.  They also indicated that there are no shoulders, which poses a safety concern when their child has to walk up the driveway during the winter from Highway 60 after being dropped off by the bus.  No other comments noted.


Agenda Item 4:  Roll Call and State of Public Notice  Members present were noted and the meeting was posted at the West Point Town Hall, Lake Wisconsin Boat Launch (next to Fish Tales), the Pine Vista Club House and on the Town of West Point’s website.   


Agenda Item 5:   Approve Minutes – October 16, 2003  A copy of the minutes had been distributed by e-mail to each Planning Commission member prior to the meeting.  Gordon Carncross made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Kevin Kessler.  Motion carried.

Agenda Item 7:  Citizens Input  None
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Agenda Item 8:  Cedar Ridge Construction, Inc. – Variance from Road – N2235 Highway 188 (Property Owner – Patricia Logan Anderson)  After a short discussion, Kevin Kessler made a motion to recommend approval of the variance for a 48 X 26 single story house to be built 69 feet from the center of Highway 188, seconded by Cliff Lawton.  Motion carried.


Agenda Item 9:  Kathy Ballweg – CSM – Highway 60  Further discussion noted the following items would need to be met before approval of the request would be recommended: 1) deed restricting a minimum of 80 acres; 2) waiver access be approved; 3) rural residential zoning be requested in order to restrict animal units on the lots and 4) driveway meets shared driveway requirements.  Kevin Kessler made a motion to postpone the item pending an opinion from the Town Attorney and Columbia County Zoning on the wavered access requirements, approval of the Town Engineer on the shared driveway requirements and receipt of a final CSM for review, seconded by Doug Richmond.  Motion carried.  


Agenda Item 10:  Cy Dombeck – Future 8 Lot Subdivision – Rausch Road – Informational  Discussion centered on moving Rausch Lane and requiring a Town Road.  A meeting of the Landowners concerned will be set up to discuss the possibility of a Town Road.  


Agenda Item 11:  Richard & Sue Ballweg – Condo Layout – Theresa Lane – Informational  Purchased 3.6 acre parcel on Theresa Lane.  Would like to do a condo overlay on the parcel.  It was noted that access is by a private driveway easement.  Would not meet the driveway requirements as there are more than four homes on the driveway.  


Agenda Item 12:  Smart Growth/Land Use Plan   A.  Approval of History for Comprehensive Plan – Another version will be presented as the County is requesting a very brief description.  Any comments on the versions presented should be directed to Town Clerk, Edie Eberle.  B.  Approval of Resolution for Comprehensive Planning Commission – The resolution was drafted by the County.  Gordon Carncross recommended that the Town Board approve and sign the Resolution, seconded by Cliff Lawton.  Motion carried.  C.  Discussion of Amendment to Transitional Area – Discussion was held on the amount of land suggested for inclusion in the transitional area and what criteria would be used for including this land.  D.  Discussion on Public Hearing for Amendment to Transitional Area – No discussion held.
