PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING

NOVEMBER 20, 2003


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the meeting of the Town of West Point Planning Commission was convened at the Town Hall on November 20, 2003 at 8:04 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places.  Doug Richmond called the meeting to order.  Planning Commission members present were Gordon Carncross, Scott King, Cliff Lawton, Dick O’Connor, Doug Richmond (Town Board Member) and Sharon Richmond, Deputy Clerk.  


Agenda Item 2:  Roll Call and State of Public Notice  Members present were noted and the meeting was posted at the West Point Town Hall, Lake Wisconsin Boat Launch (next to Fish Tales), the Pine Vista Club House and on the Town of West Point’s website.   


Agenda Item 3:   Approve Minutes – November 16, 2003  A copy of the minutes had been distributed by e-mail to each Planning Commission member prior to the meeting.  Scott King made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Cliff Lawton.  Motion carried.


Agenda Item 4:  Correspondence  None


Agenda Item 5:  Citizens Input  None


Agenda Item 6:  Inglewood Prairie 7 Lots – Susan Sykes – Golf Road – Informational  Jim Grothman explained the proposal.  The family has decided to divide the property.  The intention is to use the existing easement to build a town road ending in a cul-de-sac.  Lot seven is a stand alone lot and would access the road by using the cul-de-sac.   In the future possibly looking at a condo overlay on lot seven.  Comments by the Planning Commission noted were the length of town road ending in a cul-de-sac, storm water management, use of rain gardens and the density proposed.  Mr. Grothman and the family will discuss the concerns noted and then bring a finalized proposal for review at a later date.  

Agenda Item 7:  Town Board Meeting of November 13, 2003, Update  No update at this time.  Will bring information for next meeting.  One of the items was the sale of the Woodland Hills Lot.  


Agenda Item 8:  Smart Growth/Land Use Plan   A.  Comprehensive Planning Meeting of November 10, 2003, Update – No update available.  
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B.  Discussion of Amendment to Transitional Area –  Gordon brought the group up to date on the last meeting’s discussion.  Discussion centered on whether an Amendment should be made to the Land Use Plan at this time or wait until the Comprehensive Plan is complete.  Concern was expressed about the need to always amend the Land Use Plan if the new proposal is not in the transitional area.  After a lengthy discussion it was decided that each member would come to the December 4, 2003, meeting ready to outline a new transitional area.  

C. Discussion on Public Hearing for Amendment to Transitional Area -  Dick O’Connor made a motion to held a fact gathering public hearing on January 7, 2004, with a Town wide mailing of a Notice, seconded by Scott King.  Motion carried.  

Agenda Item 9:  Commission Members Matters   Scott King expressed concern with the aesthetics of the vertical caged stone drainage system on the north edge of the detention area in Sand Hill Ridge Subdivision created along Fjord Road.  The end result was not clearly indicated on the storm water management plan presented to the Commission.  Just mentioned so that the next time the Commission is reviewing storm water management plans, the details of the construction and aesthetics should be more completely reviewed.  


Agenda Item 10:  Next Meeting Agenda – December 4, 2003  Smart Growth/Land Use with a discussion item regarding Amendment to Transitional Zone, draft Public Hearing Notice regarding Transitional Zone, and any other item noted by the Town Clerk.
