TOWN OF WEST POINT

PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statues 19.84 the Planning Commission of the Town of West Point held their semi-monthly meeting on Thursday, August 18, 2005 at the West Point Town Hall, N2114 Rausch Road, Lodi, Wisconsin.  The meeting was posted in three places as required by law and on the web.  Fred Madison called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m...  Members present were: Fred Madison, Kevin Kessler, Nathan Sawyer, Sheila Landsverk, Robert Ham, Ron Schoepp and Gordon Carncross (town board representative).  Members of the Town Board members that were present: Dean Schwarz, John Miller, and Scott King. Also present were Edith Eberle-Town Clerk, Jeff Clark-Town Attorney and Joe Costanza-Town Engineer.  
Agenda #3 – Approve Minutes from August 4, 2005 – The minutes were emailed to all Planning Commissioners prior to the meeting.   A motion was made by Sheila Landsverk approve the August 4th minutes with corrections italicized, 2nd by Ron Schoepp - motion carried.  

Agenda #4 – Correspondence – Sheila Landsverk shared two summer newsletters (The Lake Connection and The Commissioner) that will be put in the Historical Office for anyone that is interested in looking at them.  There was an email and phone calls from residents related to item #12, see below.
Agenda #5 – Citizens Input – Three persons requested and were recognized to speak under agenda items #9, #11 & #12.

Agenda #6 – Report on Town Board Meeting - was given by Gordon Carrncross
Agenda #7 – Report on Smart Growth Meeting – was given by Ron Grasshoff.   There will be a open house on the elements that are completed on Tuesday, September 27th from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.
Agenda #8 – Information from David Padley – 120 dairy farm on O'Connor Road – David Padley introduced Jim Uebersetzig who is interested in buying 156 acres on O'Connor Road for an organic dairy operation.  Mr. Uebersetzig explained that he has 2 younger sons who are interested in farming and will some day take the operation over.  There was concern were the buildings would be located.  Chairman Fred Madison welcomed Mr. Uebersetzig to the Town of West Point.
Agenda # 9 – 4 lot CSM for Savanna Ridge LLC – Gene Harbort – Jim Grothman presented the Planning Commission with copies of Certified Survey Map Review and Approval Submittal for their information.  Mr. Grothman went over each of the following sections:

· Preliminary Plan Set

· Storm Water Management Report

· Pavement Design Reports/Soils Report

· Environmental Assessment

· Legal Documents (Developer's Agreement, and Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions

· The Title Commitment will be faxed to Attorney Clark and the Town Clerk on Friday morning.

Jim Grothman stated that the road will be built to town road standards and will be named Wildwood Way.  Mike Zitnick, town resident on No Name Bay, presented the Planning Commission with 2 pictures of the storm water runoff from the site and asked that the Planning Commission to view the area.  Attorney Jeff Clark and Town Engineer Joe Costanza agreed that the submittal is complete and the time clock begins.  There will be a public hearing scheduled on September 15th, the Planning Commission will recommend approval or disapproval of the 4 lot CSM on October 6th and the to the town board will vote on October 13th.  The Planning Commission needs to decide if there should be a park fee in lieu of park land.

Agenda #10 – Anchor Ridge Estates – State Highway 188 – Town Engineer Joe Costanza stated that he has problems with the storm water management plan for Anchor Ridge Estates.  No action – will be on September 1st agenda.

Agenda #11 – Rezoning for Dr. Maurice Murphy – w12102 Slack road – Tax Parcel #71 – Dr. Maurice Murphy presented the Planning Commission with an application for rezoning 1 acre of land of a total of 78 acres.  Dr. Murphy stated that he has a hardship case as he needs money. He noted that he owes less than $30,000.00 on the property mortgage, and there is not a second mortgage. He said his children had met and wanted him to sell the one acre as their preferred option.  The Town of West Point has a resolution not to rezone any agricultural land to residential.  Tim Mulzhan representing the Ice Age Park and Trail Foundation stated that he would like to meet with Dr. Murphy as the Foundation is very interested in his land.  It adjoins other property the Foundation owns near the Ferry. Tim Mulzhan and Dr. Murphy will get together and talk about the land to see if something can be worked out.  A public hearing is schedule at the September 1st Planning Commission meeting.  No action taken.
Agenda #12 – 2 lot CSM for Longboat Properties LLC (Angela Spahn) at W12230 Hillcrest Drive – Tax Parcel #864 - Jim Grothman explained the proposed split of lot 6 into 2 lots (2.67 acres and 2.62 acres).  The pole barn that is shown on the CSM has been removed. Town Engineer Joe Costanza has given the Spahn's a letter with the following 5 concerns:
1. Draft of Restrictive Covenants

2. Use Statement

3. Zoning Change Request
4. Erosion Control and Storm Water Management Plan

5. Environmental Assessment

John Kosierck spoke opposed to the split of Lot 6; an email from Bob Daehling and telephone calls have been received opposing the splitting of the lot.  The neighbors concerns included that larger lots were the intent of the subdivision, and that lot divisions set precedents whereby other lots could be split and the overall character, aesthetic and intrinsic value of their properties would diminish. A public hearing will be schedule for September 15th.  No action taken.
Agenda #13 – Ordinance creating a Moratorium of Residential – Sub Divisions – Sheila Landsverk gave each member of the Commissioner a list of main discussion items for discussion based on research she had done.  The four areas were:  purpose, scope, duration, and exceptions/exclusions.  The Commissioners all agreed that the Bristol moratorium was a good starting point.  For purpose they agreed some cross between the Bristol purpose and those on Landsverk's list.   For duration, after discussion, most concurred that 18 months was probably the maximum duration they could begin with.  For scope, the Commissioners thought the moratorium should encompass the entire town.  Regarding cutoff rules, the Planning Commission was unclear.  There were different opinions as to where in the pipeline a subdivision currently would be considered not bound to the moratorium.  The Planning Commission asked Attorney Jeff Clark to work on a draft ordinance utilizing the Bristol ordinance and the discussion tonight.  The Planning Commission realized that time was of the essence, and Attorney Clark agreed to the following timeline presented by Landsverk:

· August 18 – West Point Planning Commission makes recommendations on Moratorium
· August 26 – Town Attorney drafts Ordinance, based on Bristol moratorium, with West Point recommendations.  Town Attorney emails town clerk whom forwards by email to West Point Planning Commission and Town Board members the proposed draft of ordinance for review

· August 26 – August 31 – Commissioners and Town Board review ordinance

· September 1 – West Point Planning Commission makes a decision on the Moratorium Ordinance and forwards to Town Board
· September 8 – Town Board holds a public hearing on Moratorium Ordinance

· September 8 – the Town Board approves or rejects the Moratorium Ordinance after public hearing input.

Kevin Kessler requested that if necessary the Planning Commission schedule a special meeting on September 6th to review the Moratorium Ordinance.

Agenda #17 – Next Meeting Agenda – 4 CSM for Savanna Ridge LLC - Gene Harbort (former Cy Dombeck), Anchor Ridge Estates, Public Hearing Rezoning for Dr. Maurice Murphy, Rezoning for Dr. Maurice Murphy, 2 lot CSM for Longboat Properties LLC (Angela Spahn), Ordinance creating a Moratorium of Residential/Sub Divisions and any other agenda items that may legally added by the town clerk. 
Agenda #18 - Adjourn Meeting – A motion was made by Robert Ham to adjourn the meeting at 10:15 p.m., 2nd by  Kevin Kessler – motion carried.
