TOWN OF WEST POINT

PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING
Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town of West Point Planning Commission held their regular bimonthly meeting on Thursday, August 19, 2004 at the West Point town hall at 7:35 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places as required by law and posted on the town’s website.   Doug Richmond called the meeting to order.  A motion was made by Cliff Lawton to nominate Kevin Kessler to chair the meeting, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.  The members present were: Kevin Kessler, Gordon Carncross, Cliff Lawton, Scott King, Doug Richmond (town board member), and Edith Eberle – Town Clerk.  Absent were Dick O’Connor and Fred Madison.

Agenda Item #3 – Public Hearing for Marcel and Sally Kjorlie from Agricultural to Agricultural II – Attorney Douglas Kammer explained that the property is a stand along piece of property that was owned prior to November of 1984. The Kjorlie is asking to rezone 20 acres from property from agricultural and agricultural II.  Questions were answered.     

Agenda Item #4 – Approval of the Minutes from August 5, 2004 – The minutes were emailed to all planning commission members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Scott King to approve the minutes, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.

Agenda Item #5 – Correspondence – 2004 Preliminary Estimated Population is 1,750 and the Equalized Assessment for the Town of West Point is 233,770,100 and increase of +5.41.
Agenda Item # 6 - Citizens Input – John Ferris concerned of more water running in the bay.

Agenda Item # 7 – Rezoning of 20 acres for Marcel and Trecella (Sally) Kjorlie from Agricultural to Agricultural II on County Highway J – Tax Parcel 271.A & 101.A in Section 13 and Section 24 – the planning commission members questioned why the Brisky property was turned down in September, 1998 to rezone 19 + acres.  The land was connected with other land owned by Brisky’s.  The Kjorlie’s 20 acres is a stand alone piece of property. A motion was made by Scott King approve the rezoning for Marcel and Trecella (Sally) Kjorlie from Agricultural to Agricultural II, 2nd by Doug Richmond – yes 5; no 0 – motion carried.

Agenda Item #8 – Discussion of topics regarding adequacy of existing Subdivision Ordinance – Gordon asked to have the possible moratorium on major subdivisions that require rezoning put on the October town board agenda. Kevin Kessler feels that there needs to be criteria for approving or disapproving by case to case bases.  There may be an analysis on Transportation study done on the impact on the town roads.  

Agenda Item #9 Environmental Assessment comparison presented by Cliff Lawton and Fred Madison – Cliff did review the City of Middleton Environmental Assessment and discussed it with Joe Costanza and the Town of West Point and the City of Middleton are very similar.  The only difference is our ordinance has the slope requirement.  The Town of West Point’s Ordinance is better than the City of Middleton.  Cliff and Joe both feel our Ordinance is good but needs to be followed.   
Agenda Item #10 - Review of existing Planning Commission Ordinance –  Each planning commission member is to look at the Planning Commission Ordinance and Section #5 on Officers.
