PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING
Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town of West Point Planning Commission held their regular bimonthly meeting on Thursday, August 5, 2004 at the West Point town hall at 7:45 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places as required by law.   Doug Richmond called the meeting to order.  Dick O’Connor was appointed Chairman of the Planning Commission for this meeting.  The members present were Dick O’Connor,  Kevin Kessler, Gordon Carncross, Cliff Lawton, Doug Richmond (town board member), and Edith Eberle – Town Clerk.  

Agenda Item #3 – Approval of the Minutes from July 15, 2004 – The minutes were emailed to all planning commission members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Kevin Kessler to approve the minutes with the correction on Agenda Item #7 which was incomplete that should have read as follows (a motion was made by Kevin Kessler to approve the variance for Steve Britt that is 24 ft short of minimum lot area, 2nd by Cliff Lawton – motion carried), 2nd by Cliff Lawton – motion carried.

Agenda Item #4 – Correspondence – None
Agenda Item # 5 - Citizens Input – There is a vision problem with the Corn Field going off Highway 188 to Rausch Road – Doug Richmond will talk to the landowner see anything can be done.
Agenda Item #6 – Town Board Report was given by Doug Richmond. 

Agenda Item # 7 – Rezoning of 20 acres for Marcel and Trecella (Sally) Kjorlie from Agricultural to Agricultural II on County Highway J – Tax Parcel 271.A & 101.A in Section 13 and Section 24 – Attorney Doug Krammer explained that Marcel and Trecella Kjorlie would like to rezone 20 acres of land from agricultural to agricultural II which would allow his son to build a house on that land. The only lands which qualify to be placed in Agricultural II is land that was recorded prior to November 1984.  A public hearing will be held on the rezoning Thursday, August 19, 2004.

Agenda Item #8 – Discussion of topics/concerns regarding Maple Crest/Moratorium on Rezoning – Each Planning Commission member gave their opinions on a moratorium on rezoning.  Gordon Carncross would like to proceed with a moratorium on rezoning; Cliff Lawton has no problem with a moratorium but not a long term moratorium – 6 months to a year; Kevin Kessler thought that the planning commission should keep working on the outline; Doug Richmond stated that the town attorney stated that a moratorium is to protect ourselves from ourselves.  Cliff Lawton would like to ask the town board if the Planning Commission should continue with a discussion on a moratorium.  A motion was made by Kevin Kessler to ask the town board at their next meeting what is their feeling on a moratorium, 2nd by Gordon Carncross   - withdrawn motion.  A motion was made by Cliff Lawton to see if it is the sense of the town board that the planning commission should be discussing a possible moratorium on major subdivisions that require rezoning, 2nd by Kevin Kessler - Yes 4 – no 0 – motion carried.
