TOWN OF WEST POINT
PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statues 19.84 the Planning Commission of Town of West Point held their semi-monthly meeting on Thursday, DECEMBER 16, 2004 AT 7:30 p.m., at the West Point Town Hall, N2114 Rausch Road, Lodi, Wisconsin.  The meeting was posted in three places as required by law and posted on the town’s website.  Fred Madison called the meeting to order.  The members present were: Fred Madison, Doug Richmond, Scott King, Gordon Carncross, Sheila Landsverk and Kevin Kessler.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk. Absent was Cliff Lawton.  The following members were present from the Comprehensive Planning Committee:  Ron Grasshoff and Dean Schwarz.

Agenda #3 – Approve Minutes – December 2, 2004 – The minutes were emailed to all planning commission members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross, to approve the minutes as corrected, 2nd by Sheila Landsverk – motion carried.

Agenda #4 – Correspondence -   There was no correspondence
Agenda #5 – Citizens Input – It was stated that the Smart Growth would be done in 2008.
Agenda #6 – Mr. George Osipoff – guest Speaker from Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources – Wastewater Engineer – Ron Grasshoff introduced George Osipoff to the audience of 36 residents of the Town of West Point.  Mr. Osipoff explained that all sewerage system is subject to administrative rules of the Department of Natural Resources.  A sewerage system is a collection of all structures, conduits and pipes by which sewage is collected, treated and disposed of with the exception of building plumbing and service pipes from buildings to municipally owned sewers.  To provide local sanitary sewer service, the town board is empowered to create Sanitary Districts and Utility Districts by State Statues.  The Town of West Point has two privately owner Wastewater Treatment facilities (WWTF):
1. Crystal Lake Campground – consists of 3 wastewater stabilization lagoons with annual treated effluent discharge in the summer via spray irrigation on adjacent approved farm land.

2.  Selwood Property Owners Association – has a large septic tank with recirculating sand filter system to remove nitrogen.  Mr. Larry Lenerz stated that the system is for 85 homes – has 2 drainage fields and that 5 to 6 homes are on one well. 
There are 4 WWTF facilities near the Town of West Point which are:
1. Harmony Grove/Okee Sewerage Commission

2. City of Lodi

3. Merrimac and Devils Head

4. Sauk- Prairie

Chairman Fred Madison stated that a standard septic system removes 10% of nitrogen and a Sand Filter System removes 90% of nitrogen.  Chairman Fred Madison also told the residents present that on January 20th, 2005 the speakers will be Dave Wernecke-Exec. Direction of the Baraboo Range Preservation Association and Jim Welsh-National Heritage Foundation.
Agenda #7 Presentation by Wayne Sadek for Anchor Ridge - John Belken from Belken Engineering, Inc. out of Sun Prairie presented the Planning Commission members with proposed plans on 34.51 acres with 17 lots and 2 cul du sac – each lot would have rain garden.  This property was previous owned by Myron Sharkey, then Jeff Wickline and present owners are Jeff Zersen and Wayne Sadek.  The property is zoning Residential.  Joe Costanza – town engineer stated that he has a problem with the Density and Stormwater.  The Planning Commission also has concerns on detention area, density and runoff.  Joe Costanza would like to have a copy of the report of the soil borings that have been done.  Doug Richmond felt that this would be a good conservation subdivision.  The Planning Commission would like Mr. Sadek to do a revised lot layout and infilteration design that would made this a conservation subdivision with a conservation easement and an environment corridor.  The proposed subdivision would have to comply with the Town of West Point Erosion Control Ordinance and the New NR151 ordinance.  Attorney Jeff Clark will have to draw up a pre-development agreement for Sadek/Zerson to sign which will cover all the costs of the attorney and engineer.  On Monday, December 20 at 10:00 a.m. the Joe Costanza - town engineer, Sheila Landsverk, Gordon Carncross, and Scott King will walk the proposed subdivision property.
Agenda #8 Discussion and Possible Action on Revisions of Existing Subdivision Ordinance - The Planning Commission is in the final stages of revisions.  Sheila Landsverk had some terms (she would do the definitions) that she would like added to Subdivision Ordinance.  There was discussion on the terms that was presented – there were some terms that were eliminated from the list.  When the terms are done – Scott King will email the final revisions of the Subdivision Ordinance to Jeff Clark for his review.  The Planning Commission will review the Subdivision Ordinance at the January 6th meeting.  There was a question on who would hold a public hearing on the changes – the town board or the Planning commission.  Doug Richmond is to ask the town board about the public hearing at the January town board meeting. 
Agenda #12 – Next meeting agenda – January 6, 2005 – Revisions of Existing Subdivision Ordinance, Presentation by Wayne Sadek/Jeff Zersen for Anchor Ridge, Revision of Storm water Management Ordinance to conform to the new adopted ordinance NR#151 and Resolution of a Policy Statement on Rezoning of Agricultural Land. Variance for Anthony Pratt for a boat house, Larry Lenerz/Jerry Keller proposed subdivision, and any other items that can legally added by the town clerk.  
Agenda #13 – Adjourn the meeting – A motion was made by Scott King                       to adjourn the meeting at 10:10 p.m., 2nd by Doug Richmond - motion carried.
