Agenda Item #3 – Approval of the Minutes from June 17, 2004 – The minutes were emailed to all planning commission members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Kevin Kessler to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.

Agenda Item #6 – Discussion of separate by CSM for their house from proposed CSM of 4 lots for Cy Dombeck on Rausch Road  -  Cy & Shahana Dombeck presented a  CSM that separates the house and buildings (approximately 3.24 acres which is zoned agricultural) from the remaining 10.39 acres.  Columbia County Zoning allows a person to separate the homestead from the remaining land.  No Planning Commission Member has a problem with the proposed CSM.  The owners need to officially pay the fees and present the CSM to the Planning Commission when they are ready.


Agenda Item # 7 –CSM for Keith & Barbara Brisky (Marie Brisky owner) – corner of Chrisler Road and County Highway J   - This CSM has been withdrawn- as they will purchase 40 acres.


Agenda Item #8 – Create an Outline for discussion on moratorium for Rezoning –  Residents in attendance gave their opinion on a moratorium – due to a lot of rain the water runoff has large amount of settlement has drained into Lake Wisconsin-Mike Zitnick a resident on Lake Drive stated that he has high amounts of nitrates in is water from his well due to runoff – Doug Richmond stated that Attorney Clark stated a moratorium needs to go to the Town Board with a public hearing held and done as an Ordinance.  Dick O’Connor passed out discussion questions to be considered by the planning commission.  

Agenda Item #9 - Planning Commission items on Maple Crest that need to be discussed before rezoning public hearing – Gordon Carncross handed out discussion topics regarding Maple Crest (Foss – Highway 113).
