Agenda Item #3 – Approval of the Minutes from July 1, 2004 – The minutes were emailed to all planning commission members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Kevin Kessler to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.

Agenda Item #4 – Correspondence – letter from Columbia County Emergency Management and Columbia Sheriff Department in conjunction with the Lodi High School, Lodi Fire Department, and Lodi EMS will be holding a disaster exercise on  July 20th at the Lodi High School from 11:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.,  there will be meeting on July 26th  with Lodi School Board and town boards members, Letter from Town Attorney on Open Meeting Law, Seminar on protecting Wet Lands, Benefit being held for the Lake District at Schoepp’s – Dick O’Connor has 2 tickets if available if anyone is interested, Doug Richmond gave the following report from the town board meeting:  Pavilion is completed in Selwood Park, meeting with Okee/Harmoney Grove Sanitary Committee which the town attorney will attend is on July 21st, Marcel Kjorlie attorney came before the town board asking for rezoning from Agricultural to Agricultural 2, moved a ½ acre that was  rezoned in 1974 for a lot on Van Ness Road to better accommodate the lot, possible abandoning a section of East Harmon Road to Davis Road,  public hearing notices will be discussed – town attorney and town clerk will be looking at distance that notices will be sent out.
