TOWN OF WEST POINT

PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statues 19.84 the Planning Commission of the Town of West Point held their semi-monthly meeting on Thursday, June 16, 2005 at the West Point Town Hall, N2114 Rausch Road, Lodi, Wisconsin.  The meeting was posted in three places as required by law and on the web.  Fred Madison called the meeting to order at 7:40 p.m.  Members present were: Fred Madison Kevin Kessler, Nathan Sawyer, Sheila Landsverk, Robert Ham, Ron Schoepp (late) and Gordon Carncross (town board representative).  Members of the Comprehensive Planning Committee present were: Gabe Miller and Fred Madison. Also present were Edith Eberle-Town Clerk, and Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman.  
Agenda #2 – Approve Minutes from May 19, 2005 – The minutes were emailed to all Planning Commissioners prior to the meeting.   A motion was made by Sheila Landsverk to approve the May 19th minutes, 2nd by Kevin Kessler - motion carried.  


Agenda #3 – Swear in Planning Commission member - Town Clerk Edith Eberle swear in Robert Ham –term expiring April 30, 2007 and Ron Schoepp (late) – term expiring April 30, 2008 as a new Planning Commission members. 

Agenda #4 – Correspondence – Chairman Fred Madison read a letter from Cliff Lawton thanking the planning commission members for his time on the Planning Commission.   Chairman Fred Madison thanked Cliff Lawton on behalf of the Planning Commission for his 11 years of service.  Sheila Landsverk has received a newsletter from the Wisconsin Lake Association.
Agenda #5 – Citizens Input – None

Agenda #6 – Town Board Report – Gordon Carncross gave the town board report from the June 9th meeting. 
Agenda #7 – Gene Harbourt Information on the former Dombeck Land on Rausch Road – Jim Grothman from Grothman and Associates and Gene Harbourt landowner presented the Planning Commissioners copies of Savanna Ridge – phase I and II. This was an information only item.  Phase I has 1-4 lots each a little over ½ acre (zoned residential), a proposed out lot 1 for future road, lots 5 and 6 (each 1/2 acre) are zoned agricultural and a shed located on those lots will be torn down and lot 7 (1.86 acres) is the current house and buildings.   Jim Grothman stated that lots 1 – 4 is the same as was presented to the Planning Commissioners earlier this year with each lot having a rain garden and a trench along each lot for storm water control. Mr. Dan Heffron (formerly the Mike Ryan property) has the adjacent land which has a 66 foot agreement for a future road.  Sheila Landsverk stated she concerns were on sedimentation, on density (lots too small) because of the storm water runoff issue into the nearby bay and could the engineer include something to minimize runoff such as rain gardens on each lot.  Jim Grothman said they could have a rain garden and a trench on each lot for storm water control.  Kevin Kessler stated that the town has a resolution not to rezone agricultural land to residential until January 2006, and he concurred the lots are small for any comprehensive storm water control and private septics.  Jim Grothman stated that Mr. Harbourt has no immediate plans of developing phase 2 – it is shown on the map for the Planning Commissioners information only.  Chairman Fred Madison thanked them for the information and stated that Mr. Grothman and Gene Harbourt could proceed with phase I and to address storm water, lot size and not in favor of rezoning lots 5 and 6 from agricultural.

Agenda #8 CSM for Marcel Kjorlie on wording on fence cost – parts of tax parcel #271.A and 101.A on County Highway J – On October 14, 2004 Mr. Marcel Kjorlie rezoned 5 acres from agricultural to agricultural II.  In the developers agreement that Attorney Jeff Clark drew up for Mr. Kjorlie it stated that the full cost of the fence is on the sub divider.  Mr. Kjorlie feels that he should only pay half the cost of the fence.  During the rezoning process no fence was ever discussed, at issue is if this is an unnecessary hardship.  No information was presented on whether the current neighbors desire or are willing to co-fund a fence. The town clerk is to research how the Planning Commission wording of a fence that was done for the Bannan's – the commissioners felt that the Bannan's were allowed to put markers up not a fence. The fence for Marcel Kjorlie will be on the July 7th meeting.
Agenda #9 – Contents for Planning Commission members packets – Sheila Landsverk read a list of 15 items that she felt would be helpful for each Planning Commissioner to have for reference.  Edith Eberle town clerk had given each planning commissioner a copy of who had been on the planning commission since it was formed on January 16, 1992. After discussion a motion was made by Sheila Landsverk to purchase 7 copies of the Plan Commission Handbook, 2nd by Gordon Carncross - motion carried.  Sheila Landsverk with the help of Edith Eberle will compile copies of suggested documents for the planning commissioner's approval. 
Agenda #10 – Joint Finance Committee on Comprehensive Planning (Smart Growth) possible Resolution – The town clerk gave each member of the Planning Commission a copy of a Resolution that was signed by the town board and sent to the governor and our state representatives.  This was the same resolution the Planning Commission had reviewed earlier.The town has received a letter back from Governor Doyle and Representative Eugene Hahn. Fred Madison stated he would like to be replaced as the Planning Commission representative on the Comprehensive Planning Committee, due to his time commitments. No action was taken
Agenda #11 – Election of Planning Commission Officers – The following officers are up for election:  Chairman, Co-Chairman and Secretary (if needed).
· A motion was made by Robert Ham to nominate Fred Madison for Planning Commission Chairman, 2nd by Sheila Landsverk.

· A motion was made by Kevin Kessler to close the nominates for Planning Commission Chairman, 2nd by Gordon Carncross

· A motion was made by Sheila Landsverk to nominate Kevin Kessler for Vice Chairman for the Planning Commission, 2nd by Robert Ham

· A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to close the nominates for Planning Commission Vice Chairman, 2nd by Nathan Sawyer

· A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to have Sheila Landsverk as alternate secretary, 2nd by Nathan Sawyer – after discussion Gordon Carncross withdrew his motion , 2nd by Nathan Sawyer

· A motion was made by Robert Ham to recommend to the town board the hiring of a person to take minutes if the town clerk can not be present, 2nd by Kevin Kessler – motion carried.

A motion was made by Robert Ham to approve the slate of officers (Fred Madison – chairman, Kevin Kessler – vice chairman) for a one year term to end the second meeting in May 2006, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.  The Planning Commission agreed to request the Town Board to provide a paid person to take the minutes in the absence of the Town Clerk, stating it is too difficult for a sitting commissioner to be responsible for the minutes.

Agenda #12 – Report and Update on the Lake Planning Grant – Sheila Landsverk gave the following report:  

· copies of articles from the Sauk Prairie Star, Sauk Prairie Eagle and the Lodi Enterprise on the Lake Planning Grant were given to each planning commissioner

· next week Sheila and Chairman Dean Schwarz will be meeting with Columbia County to facilitate the provision of  materials from the county to the Lake Planning Grant consultants
· there will be a visioning session for the greater Lake Wisconsin area hosted by UWEX of Columbia and Sauk counties tentative scheduled for the end of July – early August

· mapping will be done in the fall

· survey will be done in the spring

Chairman Dean Schwarz asked if any individual(s) would be interested in taking water samples for the Lake Planning Grant to contact him.

Agenda #13 – Next Meeting Agenda – CSM for Marcel Kjorlie – Wording on fence cost, Information on Anchor Ridge, present 2 plans for Ken and Lois Foss subdivision on State Highway 113, Contents for a Planning Commission members packets, and any other agenda items that may legally added by the town clerk. 
Agenda #14 Adjourn Meeting – A motion was made by Sheila Landsverk to adjourn the meeting at 9:10 p.m., 2nd by  Nathan Sawyer – motion carried.
