TOWN OF WEST POINT

PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING
Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town of West Point Planning Commission held their regular bimonthly meeting on Thursday, June 17, 2004 at the West Point town hall at 7:30 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places and posted on the website.  Doug Richmond called the meeting to order.  The members present were Dick O’Connor, Gordon Carncross,  Kevin Kessler, Doug Richmond (town board member), Sharon Richmond (Deputy Clerk).  Absent were Scott King, Cliff Lawton and Fred Madison.


Agenda Item #3 – Approval of the Minutes from June 3, 2004 – The minutes were emailed to all planning commission members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Dick O’Connor – motion carried.

Agenda Item #4 – Correspondence –  None

Agenda Item # 5 - Citizens Input - None

Agenda Item #6 – Variance for Steve Britt.  Mr. Britt handed out information regarding a variance request.  He needs a variance because the lot is less than 10,000 sq. feet.  He will also need a shared driveway agreement.  An erosion control plan will be outlined because of the slope.  This will be considered a new request and a public hearing will need to be set up.  Clarification was also requested on whether there are two or three lots.  Mr. Britt will contact the Town Clerk to have the variance request scheduled for a public hearing.  


Agenda Item # 7 – Dan Heffron Information for land on Rausch Road  

Ron Steiner, General Engineering, representing Dan Heffron, handed out a concept plan.  Concerns noted by the Planning Commission were the amount of green space in both parcels, how many acres were in each parcel, whether the land was considered prime agricultural land, and a storm water management plan.  Mr. Steiner indicated that a storm water management plan had not been worked out yet.  A question was raised on whether the owner of the land would consider deed restricting additional ag land in consideration for a rezoning of the eastern parcel.    Mr. Steiner noted the concerns expressed.  He will get back to the Planning Commission on how many acres are involved.  He will also contact the Town Clerk when ready to come back before the Planning Commission.  


Agenda Item #8 – Town Board Report   Doug Richmond updated the Planning Commission member on the June 10, Town Board Meeting.  Liquor licenses were renewed.  He noted that the Town of West Point did not have any police calls for the past twelve months.  Fred Madison and Gordon Carncross were reappointed to the Planning Commission.  The Town noted that they are opposed to the two routes proposed for Highway 12 that would come through the Town.  The Town Hall is about four days behind schedule and the brick will start going up on Monday.  There was discussion regarding development rights and how the referendum and education will be handled.  

Agenda Item #9 -  Commission Members Matters   On the Town’s Website it was questioned whether the ordinance that established the Planning Commission is current.  Concern about the process regarding the Maple Crest subdivision.  The need for a serious discussion on how this will impact the neighboring farm.
