TOWN OF WEST POINT

PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING
Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town of West Point Planning Commission held their regular bimonthly meeting on Thursday, June 3, 2004 at the West Point town hall at 7:40 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places and posted on the website.  Doug Richmond called the meeting to order.  The members present were Dick O’Connor, Gordon Carncross, Scott King, Kevin Kessler, Doug Richmond (town board member), Edith Eberle (Town Clerk) and Attorney Jeff Clark.  Absent was:  Fred Madison and Cliff Lawton.


Agenda Item #3 – Approval of the Minutes from May 20, 2004 – The minutes were emailed to all planning commission members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.

Agenda Item #4 – Correspondence - None

Agenda Item # 5 - Citizens Input - Dean Schwarz handed out copies from development meeting, question on the width of Rausch Road.

Agenda Item #6 - Consideration of a Resolution on Transitional Areas from Comprehensive Planning Committee - Each Planning Commission member had received a copy of the resolution for their consideration.  


Agenda Item # 7 - Amendment of the Land Use Plan - Kevin Kessler handed out copies of the alternative 1 and 2 to the present Land Use Plan.  Alternative 1 would list certain areas to be added to the Transitional area.  Alternative 2 would rescind the transitional area in the present Land Use Plan. Each Planning Commission members gave their opinions on each proposed alternative.  Attorney Jeff Clark gave his legal opinion on the Transitional area.  A motion was made by Dick O’Connor to recommended to the town board to adopt Alternative #2 as presented which would rescind all of the transitional area in the Land Use Plan, 2nd by Scott King – yes -  5 – no 0 -  motion carried.


Agenda Item #8 - Comprehensive Plan/Land Use Plan - postponed until June 17, 2004.


Agenda Item #9 - Okee/Harmony Grove Sewer District (Ken Foss) -  Roger Wetzel and Jim Seaton from the Okee/Harmony Grove Sanitary District (developed in 1984) came before the Planning Commission to explained that they have the capacity to accept the development  for Ken and Lois Foss, expressed that the Town of West Point needs to look at the entire picture.  They suggested that there needs to be an engineering firm hired to look at West Point.  They are currently running at 30 to 35% capacity (800 homes) and the fee is $30.00 a month for each home. Questions were asked by commission members. The treatment plant cost is 0’d out at the end of each year.  They have one full time and one part time employee.  The Town of West Point will need do a contract with Okee/Harmony Grove Sanitary District for x number of years.  


Agenda Item #10 - Information on Proposed Subdivision Maple Crest (Ken Foss) – Jim Grothman presented to the Planning Commission with the proposed Subdivision of Maple Crest (Ken Foss) - 74 lots are planned (120 housing units with 2 areas that are clustered) on 90 acres which would possible be sewed by Okee/Harmony Sanitary District.  They will be requesting a zoning change for approximately 70 acres from agricultural to residential; the remaining acres are zoned residential along Highway 113. All lots will be approximately ¾ of an acre.  10-15 acres are green space/roads.  Planning Commission is recommending that the town board consider creating a Sanitary/Utility District.  Other things that will have to be for this subdivision are:

1. to work with the developer and county on planning this subdivision

2. to talk to Okee/Harmony Grove Sanitary District about an agreement

3. should there be a community water system developed  

4. Possibly amending town ordinance for sewer subdivision. 


Agenda Item #11 - Proposed CSM for Cy Dombeck (4 lots) – Jim Grothman presented a proposed 4 lot Certified Survey Map.  There was discussion.  They will let us know when they would like to be on the agenda again.


Agenda Item #12 - Commission Members Matters – Gordon Carncross feels that there needs to have a criteria set for development.  


Agenda Item #13 - Next Meeting Agenda on June 17, 2004 - Comprehensive Plan/Land Use Plan


Agenda Item #14 - Adjourn Meeting – A motion was made by Kevin Kessler to adjourn the meeting at 11: 20 p.m. 2nd by Scott King - motion carried.
