TOWN OF WEST POINT
PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statues 19.84 the Planning Commission of West Point will hold a meeting on Thursday, NOVEMBER 18, 2004 AT 7:40 p.m., at the West Point Town Hall, N2114 Rausch Road, Lodi, Wisconsin.  The meeting was posted in three places as required by law and posted on the town’s website.  Fred Madison called the meeting to order.  The members present were: Fred Madison, Kevin Kessler, Doug Richmond, Scott King, Gordon Carncross, Sheila Landsverk and Cliff Lawton.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk.


Agenda #3 – Approve Minutes – November 4, 2004 – The minutes were emailed to all planning commission members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to approve the minutes, 2nd by Cliff Lawton – motion carried.

Agenda #4 – New Member – Sworn in – Sheila Landsverk was appointed by Town Chair Fred Thistle on November 11, 2004 as  the new planning commission member to replace Dick O’Connor. She will complete his term which expires on 4/30/06.  Sheila was sworn in by the Edith Eberle,  town clerk.
Agenda #5 – Correspondence – UW Extension 2004 and 2005 schedule on Land Use Planning.
Agenda #6 – Citizens Input – David Bartkowski gave his views on Inglewood Prairie subdivision.
Agenda #7 – Attorney Jeff Clark options available for a moratorium on rezoning of Agricultural Land – Attorney Jeff Clark gave the following options for a moratorium on rezoning of Agricultural Land – no support in the statutes – towns have adopted a moratorium – at present time no developer has sued any town that has a moratorium.  Attorney Clark recommends to the Planning Commission and Town Board the following would need to be done:

1. A moratorium would be done by Ordinance

2. A public hearing needs to be held by Planning Commission or Town Board

3. Prior to drafting a moratorium ordinance reasons for adopting must be done

4. Duration - of time for a moratorium (1 year is the average for adopting a moratorium) so the Planning Commission/Town Board can renew the moratorium after 1 year.

Attorney Clark stated the town board and the Planning Commission has no requirement to rezone any land from Agricultural to Residential Land. Planning Commission members asked questions and each Planning Commission member gave their opinions on moratoriums.  
Agenda #8 – 3 Lot CSM for James and Donna Kirner – Mr. Kirner stated that is has 35.02 acres and would like to build his residence at N1330 State Highway 188.  The proposed CSM is as follows:  l lot which is his current residence his son will be moving into in the near future, lot 2 is 35.02 acres to build his new residence, and lot 3 has a home on it that will be left as is at the present time.  A Joint Driveway Agreement needs to be drawn by Mr. Kirner’s attorney and given to Attorney Clark for review prior to December 2, 2004 meeting. A public hearing on the CSM will be held at the next Planning Commission meeting, December 2, 2004.  
Agenda #9 – Discussion and action of Topics Regarding Adequacy of Existing Subdivision Ordinance – Scott King had emailed a revised copy of the Ordinance to all members.  Scott King led the commission partly through some of the changes to date. Attorney Clark suggested separating the zoning decisions [do we want development] from the subdivision decisions [eg. Lot size]. He also suggested excluding any and all requirements that developers have all the appropriate zoning in place prior to our town consideration of a subdivision, since once the zoning change has taken place, the town has less leverage in the decision-making process. He added zoning and plats are separate rights, not to be confused. There was considerable discussion regarding the subdivision ordinance draft and what is crucial to include. Discussed were how requirements of major and minor should vary, and if there should be two public hearings for proposed subdivisions, an initial or preliminary hearing, followed by a final hearing. The Commission members will continue to review the draft for changes and put it on the agenda again for the next meeting. 
Agenda #10 – Resolution for Dick O’Connor – Kevin Kessler read a proposed resolution for Dick O’Connor for his service on the Planning Commission and for his community service to the Town of West Point.  A motion was made by Scott King to approve the amended Resolution for Dick O’Connor, 2nd by Kevin Kessler - motion carried.

Agenda #11 – Town Board Report- Doug Richmond gave the town board report from the November 11th town board meeting.[It would be nice to have the summary items listed here as they were done in past.]
Agenda #12 – Next meeting agenda – December 2, 2004 – Public Hearing on a CSM for Jim Kirner, Decision on CSM for Jim Kirner, Discussion and Possible Action on Topics Regarding Adequacy of Existing Subdivision Ordinance, Discussion and Possible Action on Moratorium on Rezoning of Agricultural Land, Discussion of definition on what is Rural Character of the Town of West Point, and other agenda items that the Town Clerk will receive.
Agenda #13 – Adjourn the meeting – A motion was made by Scott King                       to adjourn the meeting at 10:20 p.m., 2nd by Doug Richmond - motion carried.
