PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statues 19.84 the Planning Commission of West Point will hold a meeting on Thursday, NOVEMBER 4, 2004 AT 7:30 p.m., at the West Point Town Hall, N2114 Rausch Road, Lodi, Wisconsin.  The meeting was posted in three places as required by law and posted on the town’s website.  Doug Richmond called the meeting to order.  The members present were:  Fred Madison, Doug Richmond, Scott King, Gordon Carncross, and Cliff Lawton.  Absent was Kevin Kessler.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk.


Agenda #3 – Public Hearing for CSM for Roger Thistle
Agenda #4 – Approve Minutes – October 21, 2004 – The minutes were emailed to all planning commission members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross, 2nd by Cliff Lawton – motion carried.
Agenda #5 – Correspondence – the town clerk handed out a Resolution for Dick O’Connor for the planning commission to look over which included the Planning Commission members names added to the resolution if the planning commission would like – the planning commission would like their names added to the resolution.
Agenda #6 – Citizens Input – Dan Benish stated that he would like to double his livestock.  John Keith from the Ferry Bluff Eagle Council has information that would be helpful to the planning of comprehensive plan - would like to be on the agenda in the future.

Agenda #7 – CSM for Roger Thistle creating 1 building lot - A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to approve the creating of 1 building lot for Roger Thistle which is zoned residential, 2nd by Cliff Lawton – motion carried.

Agenda #8 – Report from the Smart Growth Committee – Ron Grasshoff – Ron Grasshoff presented a comprehensive plan time schedule from Columbia County and explained the activities and presented a list of proposed speakers on different elements.  Would like to start out with 4 speakers that would be with the Smart Growth Committee and the Planning Commission at a regular Planning Commission meeting.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to coordinate four meetings as a joint meeting with the Smart Growth Committee and the Planning Commission to have guest speakers on different elements for our Comprehensive Plan, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.  Ron Grasshoff explained a grant application that could be applied for to be used to hire a consultant to help with development the PDR (purchase of Development Rights) program.  This would help with element #8 Land Use.  A motion was made be Cliff Lawton to ask the Town Board for $3,000.00 to pursue Grant money to be used to conduct an outreach information and education program with residents to explore whether a PDR program is feasible and supported by the town residents, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

Agenda #9 – Transportation Elements – Vision and Goals – the planning commission had be given a copy of the proposed transportation elements – vision statement and goals at the October 21st meeting to look over for this meeting.   A motion was made by Scott King to recommend the approval of the Transportation Elements – Vision Statement and Goals to the town board, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried. 
Agenda #10 – Revision of Population and Housing Goals – Ron Grasshoff explained how the Smart Growth Committee came up with the % goals revisions for the Population and Housing Goals as follows: Population Goal #1 – Objective 1 would add (2% per year) and Housing Goal #1 – Objective 11 would add (1.2% per year).  A motion was made by Scott King to recommend to the town board approval of the % changes to the Population and Housing and, 2nd by Cliff Lawton – motion carried. 
Agenda #11 – Discussion of topics regarding adequacy of existing Subdivision Ordinance – Scott King reported that Bill Niemi would like to review the transportation in part of the subdivision ordinance and a revised copy of the subdivision ordinance will be presented to the planning commission next meeting.  The question of a moratorium on agricultural land was discussed until the subdivision ordinance is approved.  
Agenda #12 – Next meeting agenda – November 18, 2004 – Resolution for Dick O’Connor, Discussion/Action of topics regarding adequacy of existing Subdivision Ordinance, Attorney Jeff Clark to talk to planning commission on options available for a moratorium on rezoning of Agricultural Land.
Agenda #13 – Adjourn the meeting – A motion was made by Scott King                       to adjourn the meeting at 9:40 p.m., 2nd by Doug Richmond - motion carried.
