TOWN OF WEST POINT

PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING
Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town of West Point Planning Commission held their regular bimonthly meeting on Thursday, October 21, 2004 at the West Point town hall at 7:35 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places as required by law and posted on the town’s website.   Fred Madison called the meeting to order.   The members present were: Fred Madison, Kevin Kessler, Gordon Carncross, Cliff Lawton, Scott King, Doug Richmond (town board member), and Edith Eberle – Town Clerk.  

Agenda Item #3 – Approval of Minutes from September 16, 2004 – The minutes were emailed to all planning commission members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to approve the minutes, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.
Agenda Item #4 – Correspondence – Dick O’Connor has given is resignation effective immediately.  Fred Madison and Edith Eberle will work on a “thank you” for Dick O’Connor and present it to the Planning Commission at the next meeting for consideration.  A copy of the Transportation Elements for Comprehensive Plan was handed out to each planning commission member to look over and it will be on the November 4, 2004 meeting.  
Agenda Item # 5 - Citizens Input – none
Agenda Item #6 – Town Board Report – Doug Richmond gave the town board report from the October 14th and October 20th meetings.  

Agenda Item # 7 –  CSM for Roger Thistle – Creating 1 building Lot   -  Roger Thistle presented a CSM creating a 1.10 acre lot (which is zoned residential) which would leave 15.43 acres left that are zoned residential.  Roger Thistle also stated that he would like to dedicate 100 feet of land to the town as part of East Lake Drive (that section is paved).  The proposed lot will have access off East Lake Drive.  A public hearing is scheduled at the November 4th meeting.

Agenda Item #8 –  Variance for Anthony Pratt for an addition of a Garage and Boat House at W12814 Highway 188 –  Anthony Pratt presented his proposed plan to build a garage/boat house –  he is planning on moving up to the Town of West Point permanently.  The proposed plan would need a highway setback from the center of the road as he is only 36 feet from the road.  After discussion with the Planning Commission members – it was felt that he needs to go to Columbia County Planning & Zoning to see what their feelings are on the proposed plans.    

Agenda Item #9 – Information for Mike Coyle on Rezoning Land on Hanneman Road -  Mr. Coyle stated that he has 40 acres (25 acres are under water and 15 acres are dry).  20 acres are in Dane County under water and 20 acres in Columbia County 5 acres under water.  Mr. Coyle was thinking of developing 5 to 6 lots on the water (Crystal Lake).  The 40 acres are zoned agricultural.  It was the suggestion of the Planning Commission to go to Columbia County Zoning to see what their feelings on the proposed plan.  
Agenda Item #10 – Discussion of Topics regarding adequacy of existing Subdivision Ordinance – Scott King and Kevin Kessler presented the proposed changes of the Land Division & Subdivision Regulations. The Planning Commission members went over the proposed changes.
