PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING
Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town of West Point Planning Commission held their regular bimonthly meeting on Thursday, September 2, 2004 at the West Point town hall at 7:35 p.m.  The meeting was posted in three places as required by law and posted on the town’s website. Absent was Dick O’Connor.

Agenda Item #3 – Approval of Minutes from August 19, 2004  – The minutes were emailed to all planning commission members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Scott King to approve the minutes, 2nd by Cliff Lawton – motion carried.

Agenda Item #4 – Correspondence – Doug Richmond reported that Fritz Thistle is home and doing well.  Scott King stated that their maybe a fly over for the town hall dedication.
Agenda Item # 5 - Citizens Input – none

Agenda Item # 6 –  Discussion of Topics Regarding Adequacy of Existing Subdivision Ordinance –  Kevin Kessler the explained that Scott King will take notes on the suggested changes to the existing Subdivision Ordinance for the Planning Commission.  Discussion followed between the planning commission and Attorney Jeff Clark.  Attorney Clark suggested that the Planning Commission consider changing the threshold and changing the review process from 35 acres to 80 - 100 acres, the length or placement of the driveways and require aerial photos with each development.
