Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the town board of

the Town of West Point held the regular monthly meeting on Monday,

June 6, 1994 at the Town Hall at 7:30 p.m.. The town board

members present were: Fred Thistle-Chairman, Alan Treinen-lst

Supervisor(late), and A. Dave Cole-2nd Supervisor; also present

were: Edith Eberle-Clerk, and Harry Sawyer-Assessor. Absent was

Joan Bader-Treasurer.

The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise and the Sauk

Prairie Star and Posted in four places.

A motion was made by Dave Cole to table the minutes until next

month, 2nd by Fred Thistle - motion carried.

A motion was made by Dave Cole to table the treasurers report

until next month, 2nd by Fred Thistle - motion carried.

A motion was made by Dave Cole to pay the bills, 2nd by Fred

Thistle - motion carried.

Chairman Fred Thistle stated that he had received a letter

from Alan Boehmer resigning from the planning commission for

personal reasons, also stated that Sarah Boehmer was also to busy

to be the secretary. Chairman Fred Thistle asked if anyone present

know of anyone that might be interested in be on the Planning

Commission the names of Sid and Dorothy Tiedeman were given. After

discussion it was decided to advertise for interested persons to

apply.

2nd Supervisor Dave Cole stated that there wa^ no quorum at

the last meeting therefore no business was discussed. "plann/r^

Chairman Fred Thistle is to call Gardiner Appraisal to see how

the revaluation is going.

Attorney Jeff Clark gave his opinion on the Hazardous

Materials Ordinance as follows, that State and Federal regulations

were sufficient that the Town of West Point doesn't need to have

a Hazardous Materials Ordinance at this time. There should be no

cost to the Town for any clean up of a spill. Therefore the Town

Board felt that at present time there was no need to have a

Hazardous Materials Ordinance.
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A Ordinance (#6-6-94) requiring a licensee to continue in

Business was presented and explained by Attorney Jeff Clark (which

means that any License that is issued by the Town of West Point

must be used at least for one week during each calendar month

during the license term). There was three excused requirements, #1

seasonal business and #2 remodeling or repairs (fire etc.) not to

exceed 6 months, #3 business is not open and is actively and

continuously offered for sale not to exceed 6 months. On #2 & #3

on the time of 6 months, the town board has the sole discretion to

extended the time. A motion was made by Dave Cole to adopt the

Ordinance #6-6-94, 2nd by Alan Treinen, a roll call vote as

follows: Dave Cole - Yes, Alan Treinen - Yes, and Fred Thistle -

yes the Ordinance passed.

Old Sauk Road was discussed, and a motion was made by Fred

Thistle to contact Columbia County Highway to blacktop Old Sauk

Road for a cost of $4,000.00 by the new boat landing, 2nd by Dave

Cole - motion carried. (this will be part of our Highway Matching

funds)

A motion was made by Fred Thistle to have a check sent to

Columbia County for the Highway Matching funds to be used for Old

Sauk Road ($4,000.00 and Fjords Circle ($8,000.00), 2nd by Dave

Cole - motion carried.

The job description for the new Lodi Area EMS Commissioner was

presented, after discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen to

adopt the job description, 2nd by Dave Cole - motion carried.

The Clerk had made up a form to sent to persons would want to

rezone land, after discussion a motion was made by Fred Thistle to

adopt the form for rezoning, 2nd by Dave Cole - motion carried.

The letter to Columbia County Zoning to be handed out to

people when inquiring about the Town of West Point policies and

procedures was tabled.

Discussion of having Mike Ryan cut the grass along town roads,

(the cost of vegetation maintenance for 1993 was $4,600.59) it was

decided to leave the grass cutting to Columbia County.

Mr. Todd Olson came before the town board asking for a

Conditional Use Permit for his Bed and Breakfast on Hwy. 188. Mr.

Olson already has State approval. A motion was made by Dave Cole

to grant the Conditional Use Permit for Mr. Todd Olson, 2nd by Alan

Treinen - motion carried.
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The land at the recycling center was discussed about pasturing

the land around the pond. 2nd Supervisor Dave Cole explained

different options that were available to the town. Discussion was

need for written agreement, rent to adjacent landowners, line fence

maintenance etc. Attorney Jeff Clark gave his opinion as rent

needs to be at a fair rate. Chairman Fred Thistle asked each of

the board members to write down their ideas and give them to the

town clerk who in turn will give them to the town attorney to draw

up an agreement.

"The Class B liquor and beer license applications for Woodlake

Trails Entertainment, Ltd. and Brylee Corp. were presented, along

with the request of Woodlake Trails Entertainment to transfer its

existing licenses to a new location. Discussion occurred between

the Town Board, its attorney, Jeffrey P. Clark, and Attorney Hal

Harlowe for Woodlake Trails Entertainment and David Mandell for

Brylee Corp. Attorney Harlowe and Attorney Mandell informed the

Board that agreement had been reached on how to handle all of the

competing applications and requests, subject to the approval of the

Town Board, as follows:

1. Woodlake Trails Entertainment requested transfer of its

license to Brylee Corp. pursuant to section 125.04(12)(b)(4) of the

Wisconsin Statutes. Prior to acting upon the request, Attorney

Clark obtained verification from Attorney Mandell regarding the

qualifications of Brylee Corp. to hold a license as required by

statute. Motion by David Cole, second by Al Treinen, to approve

the transfer of liquor license to Brylee Corp. motion carried.

2. Attorney Harlowe surrendered the Woodlake Trails

Entertainment license so it could be reissued to Brylee Corp.

3. Attorney Harlowe withdrew the application of Woodlake

Trails Entertainment for a license for the ensuing year.
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4. The Class B liquor and beer application for Brylee Corp.

was taken up. Prior to acting on the license, Attorney Mandell

indicated on behalf of Brylee Corp. that it would be responsible

for all delinquent personal property taxes owed in connection with

the campground as well as the publication fee for both applications

(Woodlake and Crystal Lake). Attorney Mandell further indicated

that Brylee Corp. had no objection to amending the description of

the licensed premises by deleting the hanger and adjacent hill

areas. Motion by Alan Treinen, second by Dave Cole, to grant the

license, as amended by deletion of the reference to the hanger and

adjacent hill. (Application in this regard was initialed by David

Mandell and Fred Thistle), subject to Brylee Corp. paying the

delinquent personal property taxes and the publication fee for the

applications of Brylee Corp. and Woodlake Trails Entertainment.

Motion carried.
