TOWN OF WEST POINT


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, August 14th, 2003 at 7:30 p.m. at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise and the Sauk Prairie Star and posted in three places and the web site.


Alan Treinen 1st Supervisor called the meeting to order.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Alan Treinen chair the town board meeting, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


Pledge of Allegiance was said.


The town board members present were: Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor, Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk and Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.  Absent was Fred Thistle-Chairperson.


The minutes from the July 10th, 2003 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to approve the minutes, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


The Treasurer gave the following report:  General Fund - $202,771.63, Park Fund - $71,497.90 and Tree Fund - $17498.34.  The Town Clerk and Town Treasurer have reconciled July with the bank.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to accept the treasurer report, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried. 


Correspondence – the town clerk was asked to add the web site address to all notices that go in the paper or posted, notices from Public Service Commission of Wisconsin on prehearing conference and notice of investigation for Madison Gas & Electric Co, Letters from MEI sent to Howard Onsgard on private water line under Pleasant View Park Road and Septic Specialists (James Bishop) on paper that needs to be done and returned to MEI, Lodi Fire Commission Minutes, Estimated population for the Town of West Point is 1,684, Letter from Waste Management for June and July for recyclables and garbage, Letters from MATC on a vacancy on the District Board and the date of September 6th to appoint a new member, Discussion of  the notice in the paper on West Point Growth Planning Committee, Wisconsin Taxpayers Alliance asking if the Town of West Point would like to renew the 4 subscriptions, Columbia County Towns Association invitation to dinner and entertainment at Thunder Valley Restaurant in the Wisconsin Dells on Monday, August 25, 2003, Letter from UW Extension on Local Finance & Election Workshop and Current Issues Affecting Local Government Officials that at scheduled,  a copy of the application that was sent in for the Clean Sweep Household Hazardous Waste Collection Grant, Town Clerk read a copy of the report sent to Financial Advisor of Sauk School District (the 3 largest taxpayers are Lake WI Country Club, Robert Oyler and Craig Culver) (3 largest Employers are Lake Wisconsin Country Club and Badger Swim Pool), Statement of Fire Dues Payment, and the town clerk stated that the $6,307.55 that the town had paid to the county was paid by the taxpayer on July 31, 2003 to the town.


The bills were presented to the town board for approval.  There was a question on the bill to Meise Construction, which was over the bid ($19,180.95) due to the extra quantity of trucked in fill.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to pay only the bid amount of $16,810.25 and have the Town Park Committee look over the overruns-retainer as for seeding and mulching, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to pay the bills presented with the reduced amount for Meise Construction, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


Dick O’Connor asked to have “No Parking Signs put up on the south side of Golf Road on the September agenda.


Planning Commission Report was given by 2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond as follows:  July 17 meeting – Darlene Ballweg has asked to have  6 lots on Highway J rezoned – public hearing will be on August 21st, Jerry Keller is interested in building mini warehouses on the corner of Pulvermacher Road and Highway 60, Rick & Barb Kaja are interested in a Bed & Breakfast off Highway 188; August 7 meeting – Larry Lenerz is asking to have Site 1 reduce the preservation area and Mark Wickman from the Lodi Fire Department discussed driveways in the town.


Town Hall Committee report was given by Dick O”Connor as follows:  met with Mike Ryan and offered $4,500.00 per acre for up to 8 acres – the offer was rejected will not take less than $6,000.00 per acre.  If the town purchases 8 acres it would leave 23 acres left – would like to have a possible 2 residential lots.


Park Committee report was given by Bill Niemi as follows:  has a quote from Miller & Associates of $3,975.00 for a volleyball court, tetherball, picnic table, and a 32 gallon expanded Metal Receptacle with igloo top.  Asked for a quote on a picnic shelter but didn’t receive.


The web site is up and running at www.townofwestpoint.us. The town board had a question on whether the town minutes should be on the web site before they are approved.  The town clerk is to ask the town attorney and report back at the September meeting.


Minutes have been received from the first meeting of the Crystal, Fish, and Mud Lakes Rehabilitation District (CFMLRD).  Their next meeting will be on Tuesday, August 19th, 2003.


Chairman Fred Thistle has stated that Jensen Drive, Miller Road, and Miller Court have been done by Columbia County.  They did a very good job.  2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond stated that there are 2 roads (Fjords and Gastrow Road) that have wide holes that would be dangerous for bicycles and motorcycles.  The town engineer is looking into both roads to see what needs to be done to fix them.  Smith Park/Blackhawk/Trails End roads are scheduled to be started around August 11 and be finished in one month.


The town board asked to have a listing of dates (calendar) of meeting dates put on the web site.  The town needs new computer as the present one is not recommended to upgrade.  Mucciolo Enterprises LLC is recommending that if the approval were granted to purchase the computers for the Town of West Point that they are purchased through the Dell Reconditioned web site.   This will be on the September agenda.


The proposed new town hall site was brought up for discussion.  The town board members feel that the best location is on Rausch Road and Highway 188.  The town would need either a conditional use permit or to rezone for that land as it is zoned agricultural.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz have the town hall committee accept the offer of $6,000.00 per acre (purchase up to 8 acres) and to find out what other conditions the owner (Mike Ryan) would like for the remained of that section of land, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


The appointment of 1 more committee member to the Sauk Fire District was brought up for discussion.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi stated that the next meeting of the Sauk Fire Board would be on the 3rd Wednesday of September.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to postpone the 1 appointment to the Sauk Fire District Board until the September meeting, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond stated that there has no information received from the State Department of Administration or Division of Safety and Buildings on the request to sell the lot in Woodland Hills.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone the selling of the lot in Woodland Hills until the September meeting, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


The map of Columbia County in 1900 was brought up for discussion.  Mr. Harry Hank’s owner of the map stated that he would get the map appraised.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to postpone the map of Columbia County in 1900 until the September meeting as we will have a appraised value of the map, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


There were no operator licenses.


The Town of West Point has received a copy of the grant application that was sent in by the City of Lodi for Clean Sweep Household Hazardous Waste Collection.


A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone the program for Improving Nutrient Management by Linking Cash Grain and Livestock Operations until a meeting set on August 20, 2003 at 3:00 p.m. at the town hall for more information, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


A draft copy of a lease agreement between the City of Lodi, Town of Lodi, Town of West Point with Daniel Dolson for rental of the old ambulance building and a letter from the Lodi Fire Department asking that the Lodi Fire Department be allowed to use the old ambulance building for parking and storage was brought up for discussion.  County Board Chairman and a resentative on the Lodi Fire Board Dan See stated that the City of Lodi has voted to rent the old ambulance building to Daniel Dolson.  Mr. See also stated that the Lodi Fire Department will be getting more parking for the fireman on emergency calls in the near future as the Associated Bank parking lot will be relocated next to the bank were the Cook house is presenting standing.  The Cook house will be torn down in the near future and parking lot put on that property.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to sign the lease agreement to rent the old ambulance building to Daniel Dolson from September 1st, 2003 to December 31st, 2004, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


The town clerk had given copies of a proposed Town Park Ordinance to each of the town board members for consideration.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to give the proposed Town Park Ordinance to the Town Attorney to look over and report back to the town board, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi explained the quote for Selwood Park from Miller & Associates as follows: 

1. 1 Volleyball Standard Post - $420.00

2. 1 Tetherball (post, ball, cord) - $123.00

3. 1 8’ pressure treated Picnic Table - $374.00

4. 1 32 gall expanded Metal Receptacle - $218.00

5. 1 Igloo top for the Receptacle - $80.00

6. Install of the above named items is $3,975.00

Bill Niemi has also asked for a quote on a shelter house for Selwood Park.  After discussion a motion was made by Doug Richmond to go ahead and get a quote on a shelter house and to proceed the park equipment without the Metal Receptacle and Lid not to exceed $4,000.00, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to postpone the CSM for Kathy Ballweg on Highway 60, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


Larry Lenerz is requesting a 60 feet strip of land to go to each land owner with the option to plant and mow grass only - this needs to have a revision of the Declaration of Development Plan and Protective Covenants for the First Addition of Selwood Farm Plat.  The 60 feet strip of land (detention pond) will be added as a deed restriction that no trees of any nature or type would be allowed to be constructed within the detention pond area.  The lots will be 57-62 and 64-69.  The reason for the request is that the language prohibits owners from planning lawn grass in the detention pond behind their houses (beyond 120 feet from the front property line) and the sales for these lots are slow as people would like more useable lawn space behind their houses. After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the request of 60 feet be added to lot 57-62 and 64-69 as a deed restriction that no trees of any nature or type will be allowed within the detention pond area, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.  The town attorney will need to modify the protective covenants accordingly and have the modifications recorded.


4th Supervisor stated that he would be absent at the September meeting.


A motion was made to adjourn the meeting at 9:45 p.m. by Doug Richmond, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.
