Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held a special meeting on Wednesday, November 05th, 2003 at 8:30 p.m. at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was posted in three places.


The town board members present were: Fred Thistle-Chairperson, Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor, Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk.


#1 Sauk Prairie Recreation Request for Funds:  Chairman Fred Thistle presented a request for $1,800.00 from the Town of West Point.  After discussion with budget cuts etc. a motion was made by Alan Treinen to give $700.00 to the Sauk Prairie Recreation Program, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried. 


#2 Review of Licenses/Permits Fees:  With the lost of Shared Revenue the Town of West Point is looking for new revenue.  Discussion followed on all licenses/permits.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond as follows:  Dog Licenses raised from $3.00 to $5.00 and  $8.00 to $10.00; Pop License raised from $5.00 to $25.00; Cigarette Licenses raised from $5.00 to $25.00; Operator Licenses raised from $15.00 to $25.00; Provisional Licenses raised from $5.00 to $10.00; and Building Permits (town share) from 4% to 10%, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried. 


#3 2004 Town of West Point Budget:  Each town board member had a copy of the proposed budget of $539,455.36 – discussion followed.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to recommend a town tax levy of $312,984.53 a 0.13% decrease, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.  


#4 Adjourn:  Doug Richmond made a motion to the meeting at 9:00 p.m., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
