TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the town board of the Town of West Point town board will hold their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, December 9, 2004 at 7:30 p.m., at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the web site.
 
The town board members present were:  Fred Thistle-Chairman, Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor, Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk and Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.  

 
The Pledge of Allegiance was said. A moment of silence for all the veterans that have died

The minutes from the November 11, 2004 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to approve the minutes as corrected, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.
The Treasurer’s report was given by Joan Bader as follows;  General - $25,208.05, Tree Fund - $10,105.21,  Park Fund - $14,309.49, and Historical Fund - $585.75.  Joan Bader stated that the Town received a grant from Alliant Energy for $250.00 for dishes and silverware for the town hall and the Joan Bader and Edie Eberle added money to the grant and got a 96 complete piece setting of dishes.  Both the treasurer and clerk balanced their books with the bank for November.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to accept the Treasurers report, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
Correspondence - 2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond gave a report on the Sauk School Board joint meeting with municipalities.  The Recreation Department fees were discussed and how they should be funded. The following other correspondence was presented to the town board: Certificate of Insurance from Charter Communications, Inc, Recycling News, Letter from Pfeil & Millonzi introducing their law firm in Black Earth, changes of services from Charter Communications, Waste Management Recycling Activity for November, and 2004 Summary Report for 10 year Transmission System Assessment.
A copy of the bills was given to each town board member for their consideration.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to pay the bills presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
Planning Commission Report was given by Doug Richmond on November 18th and December 2nd, 2004 meetings.
Park Committee – Bill Niemi stated that they have met on November 30, 2004 and they are working on a layout and into purchasing sport equipment and fencing.
Citizens Input –  the following were presented to the town board:  Fence being build on Klamer Road, Entrance to Town Hall a safety issue, raising park fees for developers, DNR has issues with the proposed subdivision Inglewood.

Town Roads – 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi and Robert Davis reported that there are 5 culvers that are need of repair or fixing – they are: 

1. Intersection of O’Connor Road and Van Ness Road, 

2. O’Connor Road toward Highway 60,

3. Intersection of Barta Road and Schoepp Road, 

4. Intersection of Juniper and West Harmon Road
5. Golf Road

Robert Davis reported that he has purchased new equipment for brushing that will reach 14 feet.  There was discussion on when he is using that piece of equipment is that consider brushing or mowing.  Chairman Fred Thistle and 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi will get together with Robert Davis to discuss the brushing/mowing issue.  Robert Davis also reported that there is a need for a stop/yield sign on the corners of Schoepp Road, Barta Road and Fish Lake Road.


A copy of the proposed contract from Columbia County Solid Waste was given to each town board member at the November meeting to look over.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to approve the contract from Columbia County Solid Waste as presented, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


Possible change in location of the posting places in the town was brought up for discussion.  2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond stated that Lake Wisconsin Country Club has approved the town putting up a posting board.  The location is yet to be determined – possible location is on the south end of the tennis courts.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to change the location of posting town notices from Pine Vista to Lake Wisconsin Country Club as soon as a final decision on location has been made and the posted board can be put up, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

The renewal of the lease of the Old Ambulance Building to Lodi Shell Auto Sales has been signed.


Set Caucus Date was brought up for discussion.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to set Tuesday, January 18th, 2005 at 7:30 p.m. to hold Caucus, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.  The following offices are up for election:  Town Chairman, 1st Supervisor, 2nd Supervisor, Town Clerk and Town Treasurer.

The town clerk read the following names to be consider as Election Officials for 2005-2006:  Diane Kazmierczak – Chief Inspector, Polly Olson – Chief Inspector, Mary Ellen Ballweg, Margaret Wittwer, Kathy Ballweg, Rudy Oest, Esther Thistle, Yvonne Zeman, Louise Benesh, Nancy Schoepp, Pat Hook, Pat Sweet, Gay Walls, Joan Ryan, Joyce Sargent and William Aylward.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to appoint the above named persons to the Election Committee for 2005-2006, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


The following proposed contracts (one for non-profit organizations and one for residents) renting out the town hall was presented to the town board for there consideration.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi have the fee for renting out the town hall at $50.00 with a $250.00 deposit fee, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.  The contracts were approved.

A 3 lot CSM for James and Donna Kirner were presented to the town board for their consideration.  Lot 1 – Mr. Kirner present home his son will be moving into, Lot 2 is 35.02 which Mr. Kirner will be building his new home, and Lot 3 is the former (Maurice Neumeier home) will remain as is at the present time.  The Planning Commission approves the 2 lot CSM for James and Donna Kirner by a vote 6 to 0.  Attorney Jeff Clark is working a joint driveway agreement with Mr. Kirner – the reason for a joint driveway agreement is because the entrance to lot 2 is the same entrance as lot 3 off State Highway 188.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the 3 lot CSM for James and Donna Kirner contingent on the Attorney approval of the joint driveway agreement and the payment of $750.00 park fund fee for creating another lot, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


4th Supervisor Dean Schwarz stated that he is getting bids for a sound system in the town hall – but has not received all the bids and the necessary paper work on the cost of the sound system.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the Sound System for the town hall until the January meeting, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


A possible reduction of the speed limit on Golf Road was brought up to the town board for discussion.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to reduce the speed limit from 55 mph to 45 mph from the Lake Wisconsin Country Club to State Highway 188, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.

Renting of land (1/2 acre) on State Highway 188 at the intersections of Rausch Road and Selwood Drive was brought up to the town board for discussion.  2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond would like to have Department of Transportation involved in possible changes made to these corners as it is a safety issue.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone renting of land (1/2 acre) on State Highway 188 at the intersection of Rausch Road and Selwood Drive, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried. 


Discussion of putting Chevron signs on Reynolds Road was brought up to the town board for consideration.  After discussion – a motion was made by Bill Niemi to take no action on Chevron signs on Reynolds Road, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


The town clerk presented the town board with a cost of portable voting booths from Election System and Software as follows:  

Voting booth with lamp that folds up into a suitcase for $245.00 new and $100.00 for a used booth
Disabled voting booth with lamp that folds up into a suitcase for $270.00 new and a $100.00 for a used booth

After discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen to purchase 4 used voting booths and 1 used disabled voting booth at a cost of $500.00, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


Gene Harbort a resident from Selwood came before the town asking about possibly making a walking path to Lake Wisconsin on the Public Access.  The Public Access is 10 ft wide.  There is a pier and boat landing at the present time on the public access.  After discussion the town board recommended to Mr. Harbort to put together a plan and ask DNR for their opinion and/or plan and come back to the town board with a cost estimate.


Scott Ness came before the town board asking what the town board would like to have mowed at the new town hall.  It will take approximately 3 to 3 ½ hours to mow the entire area at a cost of $150.00 to $175.00 per time that it is mowed.  After discussion – the town chairman and Robert Davis will decide what should be mowed and how often to mow.  John Miller stated that he would mow the field 4 times a year when he cuts hay.

The outside bathrooms were brought up for discussion.  At the present time the bathrooms are locked and being heated with electric heat.  After discussion – a motion was made by Alan Treinen to have Tom Eberle drain the water pipes in the 2 outside bathrooms, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.  Alan Treinen volunteers to help with the draining of the water.


There needs to be rugs at the entrances of the town hall to protect the floors and to prevent someone slipping and falling do to wet floors.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to purchase non skid mats at each entrance to the town hall, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.  Dean Schwarz will purchase the mats.


The Harmony Grove/Okee Sanitary District was brought up for discussion.  The town board feels that they should leave as is until the legal issue is resolved with the Town of Lodi town board.  The Letter of Intent was signed.


Sally Guger came before the town board asking permission to have a home business of pottery and jewelry at her home at N2176 State Highway 188.  Sally would also like to put up a 5 to 6 foot sign.  It is on the January 4th Columbia County meeting.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to approve the home business and sign for Sally Guger, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

Ron Grasshoff came before the town board asking permission to proceed with applying for a Lake Planning Grant Application that is due by February, 2005.  There would be a maximum of $3,000.00 matching funding for the Town of West Point.  Mr. Grasshoff stated that there would be a firm that would be hired to help with the scope of work in applying for the grant. After discussion  - a motion was made by Doug Richmond to proceed with the Lake Planning Grant Application at a maximum cost of $3,000.00, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.  4th supervisor Dean Schwarz stated that he will be taking water samples from Lake Wisconsin for testing for clean water act.


A motion was made by Bill Niemi to adjourn the December town board meeting at 9:50 p.m., 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.
