TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the town board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, 
February 10, 2005 at 7:30 p.m., at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.
 
The town board members present were:  Fred Thistle-Chairman, Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor (late), Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk and Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.  

 
The Pledge of Allegiance was said. 

The minutes from the January 13, 2005 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the minutes, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.
The Treasurer’s report was given by Joan Bader as follows;  General - $1,158,837.79 before bills, after bills $1,378,873.58, Tree Fund - $10,116.35,  Park Fund - $16,076.72, and Historical Fund - $350.75.  The treasurer and clerk balanced with the January bank statement.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to accept the Treasurers report, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
Correspondence – Chairman Fred Thistle stated that he had taken 2 dogs to Columbia County Humane Society.  Letters received from Joe Costanza on CSM for Cy Dombeck and the number of building permits that was issued as follows:  1997–18, 1998–22, 1999–16, 2000–14, 2001-16, 2002-22, 2003-37, 2004-32, letter from  Mr. Bartkowski, and a letter from DNR approving the discontinuing a portion of a public right-of-way on East Harmon Road to Lake Wisconsin.
A copy of the bills was given to each town board member for their consideration.  Chairman Fred Thistle went over the bills including a $3,993.75 bill from Kingsware for setting up the computers and server. A motion was made by Doug Richmond to pay the bills presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
Planning Commission Report was given by Doug Richmond on January 20th and February 3rd, 2005 meetings.
Park Committee – Bill Niemi stated that they have not met.
Citizens Input – Scott King stated that he is going to review the Cable Ordinance and have some revisions by the March 10th meeting for the town board to consider.  Scott would like to revise Section 39 – the distance and to serve the town with free internet.
4th Supervisor Dean Schwarz gave a review of the meeting that he attended on Land Use Planning.
Shawn Murphy and Kerri Chrisler (recreational director) from the Sauk Prairie Recreation Department came before the town board asking for $5,000.00 for financial support.  This is a joint project with all the 2 villages and towns in the Sauk Prairie School District.  They will form a commission – which all communities will have a member on.  The following have paid there fees:  Town of Roxbury, Town of Sumpter, Town of Prairie du Sac, Sauk City and Prairie du Sac.  There were questions on user fee and the Town of West Point has only ½ of the town in Sauk School District the other ½ is in Lodi School District, therefore the town board feels we should only pay $2,500.00.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to postpone the payment to the Sauk Prairie Recreation Department until the April 14th town board meeting, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.
UW graduate student Trish Wagner presented her report on manure management in the Town of West Point.  Trish Wagner thanked the following people for all their help:  Edie Eberle, Fred Thistle, James Ryan, David Padley, Ron Schoepp, Neal Schoepp, Alan Treinen, Robert Davis, Marcel Kjorlie, Enge Family, Miller Family, Dan Benish, Mike and Carrie Ballweg, and Pat Lochner. Nutrient Management Regulation focus on the following:

1. Revision to the NRCS590 Nutrient Management Standard

2. Landscaping features: reducing nutrient runoff to surface waters

3. P-based plan:  reducing nutrient loading

Trish explained that dairy farms need 2 acres of land/cow to spread manure on phosphorus basis (P-based).  The following maps were shown:

1. Columbia County

2. Aerial photograph of Town of West Point 2000

3. Town of West Point Slope

4. Soils

5. SWQMs (surface water quality management)

6. Land cover 2003

7. Delineation of suburban development area

8. Manure spreading area and livestock farms

Livestock farms appear to be spread evenly in priority spreading areas with the exception of 1 large farm in the NE of the Town.  The stocking in the Town of West Point there is 3,833 cows/8,884 acres = a stocking rate of .43.  West Point farmers do a good job.

3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi explained that the Sauk Fire District overcharged the Town of West Point budget as they took the 2004 equalized value for the Town of Roxbury and the Town of West Point – and the 2003 equalized value for the rest of the towns in the District – therefore the town of West Point will have a reduction in the budget for 2006 and will need to borrow $10,000.00 less than previous planned for the new fire building.


An original Class B Liquor, Class B Beer, Non-Intoxicating Beverage and Cigarette License were presented for Crystal Lake RV Resort, LLC (N550 Gannon Road) for the town board consideration.  Brylee Corporation was sold in December 2004 and the licenses have been turned over to the Town of West Point.  The agent for the license is Patrick Rehwinkel.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant a Class B Liquor, Class B Beer, Non-Intoxicating Beverage, and Cigarette Licenses to Crystal Lake RV Resort, LLC, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.  


A possible rezoning/Expanding the Conditional Use Permit for Jim Meister was presented to the town board for consideration.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to refer the possible rezoning/expanding the Conditional Use Permit for Jim Meister to the Planning Commission at their February 17th meeting, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


A CSM for Kathy Ballweg (Joe & Dawn Ballweg) at W12543 State Highway 60 – parcel #491 was presented to the town board for their consideration.  Kathy would like to divide the house and 3 acres from the remaining buildings on the farm.  The planning commission approved the CSM conditioned upon the acceptable Joint Driveways (2) being signed.  After discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen to approve the CSM for Kathy Ballweg conditioned upon the signing of the 2 joint driveway agreements and the well agreement, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


A variance request for Anthony Pratt at W12814 State Highway 188 – parcel #37.D was presented to the town board for their consideration.  The Planning Commission disapproved the variance by a vote of 6 and 1 abstaining.  Mr. Pratt presented his reasons for a wanting a boathouse and gave examples of 2 properties that were very similar.  Mr. Pratt stated that he has met with DNR and that they have new rules for boathouses.  Mr. Pratt also stated the he would be removing 5 trees and replacing them with 3 willows.  Speed limit was also discussed.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to disapprove the variance request for the following reasons:  lot too small, house already non-conforming, erosion/sediment to the lake by further building on the site which is between a state highway and the lake, potential road reconstruction in the future, and that since the property was purchased in the last four years the buyer should have been aware of the limitation, 2nd b y Dean Schwarz – motion carried.  It was stated that under today’s standards this lot would not be build able.


Chairman Fred Thistle read the proposed roads to be done in 2005:

1. Boehmer Drive – 1 ½” mat, shouldering and remove V which eliminates unsafe intersection- $14,150.00

2. Wartner Drive – heavy single seal and patching - $8,750.00

3. Schneller Drive - 1 ¾” mat and shoulder - $4,800.00

4. Price Drive – 2” mat and shoulder - $6,200.00
5. Pulvermacher Drive – 1 ¼” mat overlay – 2 passes, wedge and shoulders -  $45,500.00

A total for all the roads is $79,400.00. A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the 5 roads as stated to be done in 2005, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


Resolution #2-3-04 for authorizes Fred Madison to act on behalf of the Town of West Point to submit an application for financial aid for a lake planning grant was presented to the town for consideration.  1st supervisor Alan Treinen read the resolution.  Sheila Landsverk stated that we (the Town of West Point) need to focus on sub water shed.  Sheila also stated that the estimated cost of the project is about $29,690.00.  The town clerk would do 80 hours in kind labor and Scott King would donate 20 hours in kind labor.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to adopt Resolution #2-3-04, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


Tim Burchard – Vacating East Harmon Road – Chairman Fred Thistle stated that the DNR has approved the vacating of East Harmon Road.  There is no action needed by the town board.


Chairman Fred Thistle stated that Randy Wruck who lives on Golf Road had 7 chicken killed by 2 dogs.  Chairman Fred Thistle had taken both dogs to the Columbia County Humane Society – 1 dog has been picked up and the other dog has not been picked up.  The cost of the chickens is $49.00.  The town will reimburse Randy Wruck for the lost of the chickens and bill the 2 dog owners. 


The following applications for Operator Licenses were received from Sunset Harbor Marina:  Tabitha M Steiber and Tabitha M Jorgensen.  Both have attended the alcohol awareness class and presented certificates.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the operator licenses to Tabitha M Steiber and Tabitha M Jorgensen, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


4th Supervisor Dean Schwarz presents the town board with a list of quotes for the sound system in the town hall as follows:

Mr. Kirner from Kirner Electronics was present at the meeting and stated that his bid includes 7 microphones and holders – 6 white speakers with transformers – a floor microphone with stand – microphone preamp mixer – a cordless microphone system and a dual cassette deck.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to accept Kirner Electronics bid of $1,675.00, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

The town clerk asked about putting the lights in the parking lot on the same circuit as the lights are on the outside of the building.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to look into a timer for the lights, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


The town clerk asked the town board about the Town of West Point purchasing a credit card from Amcore Bank.  There is no annual fee.  After discussion a motion was made by Dean Schwarz to approve of the Town of West Point purchasing a credit card with a $300.00 limit and to be paid each month so no interest of fees will occur, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


There is a comprehensive planning open house in Portage – February 16th from 5 to 8.


The town board will have a public hearing on March 10, 2005 on the proposed revisions of the subdivision ordinance at 7:00 p.m.


A motion was made by Alan Treinen to adjourn the February 10th, 2005 meeting at 10:00 p.m., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
