TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the town board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, June 9, 2005 at 
 7:30 p.m., at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.
 
The town board meeting was called to order by Chairman Dean Schwarz.  The town board members present were:  Dean Schwarz-Chairman, John Miller-1st Supervisor, Gordon Carncross-2nd Supervisor, and Scott King-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk.  Absent were Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.
 
The Pledge of Allegiance was said.   

The minutes from the May 12, 2005 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to approve the minutes, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.

The minutes from the June 3, 2005 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by John Miller to approve the minutes with correction, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.

There was no Treasurer’s report, but the town clerk stated that both the Treasurer and the Clerk had balanced with the May Bank Statement.  The town's bank balance after bills tonight is $2,751.95.  A motion was made by Scott King to accept the Treasurers report as presented, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.
Correspondence –  the following  have been received:  Letter from USDA office on the town's 8 acres – the town will receive $175.00; Letter from Michael Zitnick on Lawn fertilizer; Minutes from Fish-Crystal-Mud Lake Rehabilitation District meeting on May 16,2005; an Acknowledgment from Miller & Associations on park equipment that has been ordered; Letter from Columbia County on Foreclosure of Tax Liens for the Tax Year 2001; and a letter from State Representative Eugene Hahn in respond to the town's letter asking for his support for Smart Growth Comprehensive Planning Law and Grant Program there are other correspondence in the historical office for town board members.

A copy of the bills was given to each town board member prior to the meeting for their consideration.  A motion was made by Scott King to pay the bills presented including DRSM for Signs & Mowing, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.  Gordon Carncross asked some questions about different budget items – the clerk will  printout  those budget items.

Under Public Input – Robbie Buchanan stated that there is a travel trailer that is being lived in full time on County Highway J.  Mike Zitnick presented the town board with a topographical map of the water shed.


The Planning Commission Report was given by Gordon Carncross on the May 19th meeting.  There was no meeting on June 2nd.

Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that the playground equipment (swings, basketball hoops, and volleyball net) will be delivered and installed the week of June 20th.

Sheila Landsverk explained that the Town of West Point is receiving a Lake Planning Grant from Wisconsin Department of Resources for $10,000.00.  The grant is to study sedimentation and water quality.  Susan Graham representative for Columbia and Sauk Counties from Wisconsin Department of Resources presented a check display to Chairman Dean Schwarz and Sheila Landsverk.

Patsy explained that the town has a $1,000.00 deductible.  The town board had a question on vehicle liability since the town doesn't own any vehicles. A motion was made by John Miller to accept Schwarz quote for insurance for the Town of West Point of $6,273.00 for the years of 2005 to 2006, to have Patsy check on vehicle liability and to put the town's insurance out for bid next year, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.  The Old Town Hall insurance will be paid by the Lodi Agricultural Fair board.

Attorney Jeff Clark has prepared an Ordinance Regulating Removal of Personal Property from Town-Owned Land for the town board members to review and to consider adoption.  A motion was made by Scott King to postpone until the July meeting to allow the town board members time to review, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.

The Smart Growth Committee asked the town board for $500.00 for an open house on the Smart Growth elements that are completed.  The committee is thinking of a Saturday in September when there is no badger home game.  The $500.00 is for expenses for a mailing to all property owners in the Town of West Point, publication notices and refreshments.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to give the Smart Growth Committee a expense amount not to exceed $500.00, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.

The cable ordinance was brought up by 4th Supervisor Scott King to have the town board consider possible changes to the ordinance.   4th Supervisor Scott King has a copy of maps that show where cable, fiber and coax are located in the Town of West Point.  In Section 3 (g) of the cable ordinance there is a question is the town a subscriber – if the town is subscriber then we may be able to get internet service at the town hall for free.  In Section 39 – Waiver of Charges would like to add Internet and to strike one hundred and fifty (150) feet.  There was more discussion and a motion was made by Gordon to have 4th Supervisor Scott King continue with the investigation on the cable ordinance and to talk to Attorney Jeff Clark for clarification on the ordinance, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.
The hot water heater in the kitchen at the town hall was brought up to the town board for discussion.  Chairman Dean Schwarz explained the Pro Plumbing has replaced the main water heater (point of use) as it was not working.  Chairman Dean Schwarz also stated that the town needs a water softener.  After discussion a motion was made by John Miller to put in next year budget a point of use water heater in the kitchen and a water softener, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.

Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that we have not talked to anyone about the timer for town hall lights – so therefore a motion was made by Gordon Carncross to postpone timer for town hall lights, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.

Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that he has 3 quotes for computer network support.  The town needs 2 new computers with windows xp on them one in the Chairman office and one in the historical office to be able to be networked.  4th Supervisor Scott King stated he would volunteer to do the support work for computers while he is on the town board.  After discussion a motion was made by Gordon Carncross to have Scott King do the support work for the computers until it becomes a budget item, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.  Scott King abstained from voting.

Chairman Dean Schwarz asked the town board for their input of the town purchasing a cell phone.  The town has 2 quotes from US Cellular.  After discussion a motion was made by John Miller to have the quotes explained and have cell phone a possible budget item, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.

The town board members were given a revised copy of the Erosion/Storm Water Ordinance for their review.  A motion was made by Scott King to post pone the Erosion/Storm Water Ordinance to allow each town board member time to review and for codification (which the town attorney is working on for the July meeting), 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.

Moratorium on rezoning of agricultural land to residential until 2008 when the smart growth plan is completed was brought up for discussion.  The Town of West Point has a resolution in place until January 2006 not to rezone agricultural land to residential.  Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that do to added development pressure, he would like a moratorium– a long the same lines as the resolution.  He was wondering how the town board feels on doing a moratorium on rezoning agricultural land to residential until comprehensive plan in completed (2008).  The town needs to protect agricultural land – Dane County is asking towns to put in their comprehensive plan to protect agricultural land.  After discussion a motion was made by Gordon Carncross to have Dean Schwarz contact the town attorney to do a draft moratorium ordinance not to rezone agricultural land to residential until the comprehensive plan in completed, 2nd by John Miller  (4th Supervisor asked Gordon Carncross to make the following friendly amendment to his motion;

1. that the draft ordinance terminate on a specific date – rejected

2. that the draft ordinance specifically to allow the rezoning of ag land to      rural residential (2-5 acre lots) for the specific use of clustering when presented with 35 acre parcels – rejected

the motion carried.

A motion was made by Scott King to adjourn the June 9th, 2005 meeting at 9:50 p.m., 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.
