TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the town board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, March 10, 2005 at 
 7:30 p.m., at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.
 
The town board members present were:  Fred Thistle-Chairman, Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor, Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk, Joan Bader-Town Treasurer, and Joe Costanza-Town Engineer.  

 
The Pledge of Allegiance was said.   

A public hearing on the revision of the Subdivision Ordinance was presented to the people of West Point.  Public notice was published in the Lodi Enterprise, Sauk Prairie Star for 2 weeks and posted in three designated places in the town.  A summary of the changes are: more definitions added, deleted duplicate language, increased the number of acres to 80 for people building a house on agricultural land, decreased the feet for public hearings from 1000 to 500, plats will have 2 public hearings, one in the beginning of the process and the another public hearing near the end of the process.  The wording on page 16 was changed read as follows:  CONTOUR INFORMATION. Contours at vertical intervals of not more than two feet.  Areas where the slope exceeds 20% should be appropriately shaded.  Elevations shall be marked on such contours based on U.S.G.S. datum.  


The minutes from the February 10, 2005 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to approve the minutes with minor changes, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
The Treasurer’s report was given by Joan Bader as follows; General - $92,809.46 before bills, Tree Fund - $7,119.44, Park Fund - $16,084.23, and Historical Fund - $350.75.  The treasurer and clerk balanced with the February bank statement.  A motion was made by Alan Trienen to accept the Treasurers report, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.
Correspondence –  Card of Thanks from the Maurice Neumaier family; December and January Waste Management Recycling Activity;  Lodi Fire Commission Minutes; Letters from Charter Communication on increase in basic and Expanded Basic – office moving to new location; Letter from Department of Commerce on Truss; Roof; Letter from Attorney Clark to auditor; Klein Insurance Group would like to bid town's insurance; a $200.00 check from Alliant Energy Foundation for park equipment; letter from Public Service Commission of Wisconsin on preparing a biennially report on Strategic Energy Assessment; Ayres has finished the digital orthophotography and topographic Mapping project for the Town of West Point; letter of support from Town of Lodi for the Lake Planning Grant; letter from DNR that John and Janet Evert on Jensen Drive have put 45.5543 acres in a conservation easement; MATC appointment committee meeting and a letter from Attorney Reinhart stating that Attorney Varner has asked to reschedule the hearing on a motion to dismiss filed by the towns and City of Lodi in the matter of the Zieglers and the old ambulance building.  2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond gave a report on District Wisconsin Towns meeting he attended as follows:  training for Board of Review can be done on line, agricultural land is assessed differently in the southern part of the state – it is based on the use of the land by corn yield – northern part of the state – it is based on the use of the land by alfalfa yield.  
A copy of the bills was given to each town board member for their consideration.  Chairman Fred Thistle went over the bills including a $3,993.75 bill from Kingsware for setting up the computers and server. A motion was made by Doug Richmond to pay the bills presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
Planning Commission Report was given by Bill Niemi on February 17th and Doug Richmond on March 3rd, 2005 meetings.
Park Committee – Bill Niemi stated that they have not met.  Heather Hunt is working on getting quotes on Soccer nets, volleyball net, basketball hoops and baseball equipment.
Citizens Input – Mike Zitnick stated that he would like to see phosphorus banned from use on the soccer field at the town hall.  This will be put on the April agenda.
Lisa Cable and Kate Robbins came before the town board to explain that in April the Lodi Fair will start a matching grant program to move the Old Town Hall to the Lodi Agricultural Fair grounds in the fall of 2005.  They have a family that will match up to $15,000.00 dollar for dollar to move the town hall.  Lisa and Kate thanked the Town of West Point for the donation of the historic one room schoolhouse to the Lodi community.  They asked the town board if the Town of West Point would be interested in donating money to help move the old town hall.   A motion was made by Doug Richmond to put donating money to help move the old town hall on the April agenda, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.
The proposed recreated Sub Division Ordinance was presented to the town board for consideration.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to postpone the  Subdivision Ordinance until the April meeting, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

A motion was made by Doug Richmond to postpone the Cable Ordinance, 2nd by Bill Niemi– motion carried.

A letter has been received asking the Town of West Point to amend the letter of credit for Yahara Materials, Inc from $40,000.00 to $10,000.00 on Reynolds Road on the Jim Ballweg farm.  The town Engineer Joe Costanza recommended that the Town of West Point reduce the letter of credit to $10,000.00.  Chairman Fred Thistle had some concerns on the mound of gravel, and the erosion on the property.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have the town engineer Joe Costanza look at the Jim Ballweg property on Reynolds Road and recommend to the town board at the April meeting on erosion and the letter of credit reduction, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.
Chairman Fred Thistle stated that he has a 2 bids for doing crack filling in the Town of West Point.  The crack sealing would come out of the maintenance budget.

Bid #1 is from Crack Filling Service, Corp. to do Gastrow Road – Crack Sealing $2,250.00 and spot sealing $650.00, O'Connor Road – Crack sealing $1,125.00, Reynolds Road – Crack sealing $350.00, Chrisler Road – Crack sealing $2,200.00 and spot sealing $900.00  and Old Sauk Road – Crack sealing $1,500.00 and spot sealing $375.00 for a total of $9.600.00.

Bid #2 is from Columbia County Highway to do Reynolds Road – Crack sealing $6,100.00, O'Connor Road – Crack sealing $4,100.00, Chrisler Road – Crack sealing $6,800.00 and patching $800.00 a total of $17,800.00.

There was a question on Crack Filling Service, Corp not doing a good job a few years ago.  Chairman Fred Thistle stated that they are under new management.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to accept the lower bid from Crack Filling Service, Corp to be done in early Spring, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi stated that there are other roads that need to be looked at in the spring.  Those roads will be discussed later in the spring.  Robert Davis asked about cutting some brush on Lake Drive.  Chairman Fred Thistle will get together with Robert Davis and look at the brush to see if they on in the road right a way.

There has been a second party interested in mowing the town hall.  They are Bill Sellner and Scott Ness.  Joe Costanza town engineer will get the bid document to help do the specifications and then we will put a notice in the paper.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to postpone the mowing of the town hall until the April meeting at which time the town board will do the specifications on mowing, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond stated that he met with the Department of Transportation on Tuesday about the corners of Rausch Road and State Highway 188 and Highway J/Gastrow Road and State Highway 188 on making them safer.  On the corner of Rausch Road and State Highway 188 a stop sign will be put up stating right turn no stop – if going onto Rausch Road/Rausch Lane you will have to stop. On the corner of Highway J/Gastrow Road and State Highway 188 the Department of Transportation will have Verizon move the phone box and cut the bank down for better visible.

A  motion was made by Alan Treinen to adjourn the March 10th, 2005 meeting at 8:35 p.m., 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.
