TOWN OF WEST POINT   
Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the town board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, March 9, 2006 at 7:30 p.m., at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town's web site.


The town board meeting was called to order by Chairman Dean Schwarz.  The town board members present were:  Dean Schwarz-Chairman, John Miller-1st Supervisor, Gordon Carncross-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Scott King-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk.  Absent was Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said.


The minutes were emailed and copies to the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.


The following correspondence has been received:  Letter from John Fauerbach and William Boeger concerning ditch drainage at W13237 Klamer Road; Letter from John Bluemke on the following:

· develop for consideration a zoning district to be used by towns

· copy of a memo on draft language for an Agriculture Overlay District

· proposed deletion of Section 16-1-14(a)(4)(e) which exempts building used exclusively for agriculture from having to obtain a zoning permit

Letter from MATC on District Board Appointment Committee;  Lodi EMS minutes from March 2, 2006; a copy of a letter sent to Gardiner Appraisal from Crystal Lake RV Resort concerning assessment of mobile homes; letter from MEI concerning the Erosion Control and Storm Water Management for new farm building for James Uebersetzig on O'Connor Road; letter from Jayme Johnson with concerns on the Selwood public access; copy of a study of parcelization for Columbia County; Housing Survey for Department of Administration of 29 new units in 2005; a copy from Hoard's Dairymen on composting; and a law suite has been filed against the Town of West Point by the Wisconsin Realtors Association.

Citizen Input – Kevin Kessler asked to talk on Bonnie & Richard Jones rezoning; Mike Zitnick would like the town board to define the area on tax parcel 19.01 in reference to fertilizer and would like to speak on Award Contract for Field at the town hall for 3 years and zoning of town hall property (8 acres).


Chairman Dean Schwarz, 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi and Fred Thistle will look at town road to consider which roads will be resurfaced etc. later this month.  There are no weight limits on town road yet – Columbia County Highway will be letting us knew when they go on.


Action on rezoning of 5 acres of land from Agricultural to Rural Residential for a 5,000 sq ft storage/workshop building for Bonnie & Richard Jones at W12185 Slack Road, Lodi, WI. – Tax parcels 74 & 74.B.  The reason that the Jones's need rezoning is because the footprint of the proposed storage/workshop building is larger then the current buildings and will not be used for agricultural.  The exception to the Town of West Point Temporary Stay if under Section 2 - Exceptions B – Certified survey maps that does not create additional building sites. The Plan Commission approved the rezoning noting they were voting under protest.  Kevin Kessler a member of the Plan Commission stated that Columbia County Planning and Zoning need to look at their rules – as it is a bad precedence what is being stored in the building. A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the rezoning of 5 acres for Bonnie & Richard Jones from Agricultural to Rural Residential (the board felt that this is not necessary), 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.

Review and action on 2 lot CSM for Longboat Properties LLC (Angela Spahn) at W12230 Hillcrest Drive – Tax Parcel #864.  Attorney Dale Carlson and Tom Pinion from MSA presented the proposed 2 lot CSM to the town board for consideration.  A complete application for the proposed 2 lot CSM was completed prior to the temporary stay.  Angela Spahn have agreed to deed restrict lots 7 & 8 never to be subdivided.  There is a home on lot 8.  Lot 6 had a 9.600 sq ft pole building on the lot prior to the proposed 2 lot CSM – each proposed lot is 2.67 and 2.62 acres.  The Plan Commission approved the 2 lot CSM by a vote of 4 to 3 as there was no legal reason to disapprove as all the concerns have been met.  Attorney Jeff Clark has reviewed the revised Declaration & Covenants and they meet his approval.  Joe Costanza has reviewed the storm water management plan and the plan exceeds the town's requirements.  Joe will be checking the storm water management plan periodically and if the developer/owner has not completed the storm water management as approved by the town – and if the town has to do repair the cost of that will be billed on the tax bill.  2nd Supervisor Gordon Carncross stated that there is no legal reason to disapprove, but other neighbors have purchased additional lots to keep the density down and to deed restrict lot 7 – doesn't mean anything – we could see another house on that lot.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the 2 lot CSM for Longboat Properties LLC (Angela Spahn), 2nd by Scott King with the following conditions:
1. Submission of the final plans and specifications in connection with the storm water run off and erosion control, prepared by a Professional Engineer to the Town's engineer for review and approval, all in accordance with the Town's Code of Ordinances.

2. Submission of the Declaration of  Covenants and Restrictions for the Certified Survey Map in a final form satisfactory to the Town Engineer, Town Attorney and the Town Board, which, when approved shall be recorded immediately after the CSM.

3. Payment of all fees in connection with the CSM application including, but not limited to, the CSM review fees including the fees of the Town Engineer and Town Attorney and the fee in lieu of dedication to Park Land in the amount of $850.00.  All fees shall be paid current prior to the recording of the CSM.

4. Providing satisfactory evidence that Long Properties, LLC is a Limited Liability Company in good standing with the Department of Financial Institutions is still the owner of record of all the lands contained within the CSM, and that Angela Spahn has the requisite authority to bind the LLC.

5. Obtaining approval of any other agency having legal approval or objecting authority over the CSM

Motion carried.


Review and conditional approval of Preliminary Plat for Anchor Ridge Estates – 7 lots off State Highway 188 for Wayne Sadek and Jeff Zersen – Tax Parcel #25 – Attorney John Carlson and John Bilken from Bilken Engineering presented the town board with the preliminary plat for Anchor Ridge Estates which is for 7 lots.  There was an objection from Department of Transportation and Columbia County Planning and Zoning asking to have an access to adjacent and continuous lands to the west shown on the plat.  Attorney Carlson stated that the owners do not own the land to the west and have no plans on purchasing the land to the west.  Attorney Carlson will write a letter asking DOT to remove the requirement of showing a future road to the west.  Sheila Landsverk and Jim Grothman will be meeting with DOT on this concern.  Attorney Jeff Clark went over the Storm water Management plan. The permanent Components of the Storm Water Management System are:

· Storm water diversion berms/swales (on lots 2 thru 4 and Out lot 1) and side yard swales
· A rain garden on each lot

· Roof drainage chambers

· Roof gutter guard

Attorney Clark stated that the Storm Water Management Plan is very complete plan.  Joe Costanza – Town Engineer gave a brief history of the land – in the 1990's there was a proposed 21 lots – then 4 lots and now 7 lots.  The Rain infiltrations design is for 100 year storm. If the rain gardens fail a berm with direct the water to detention pond.  Joe stated that to show connectivity is good planning and should consider showing the possibly of a future road to the west.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi feels that the connectivity should be left in the plan. There was a letter from Department of Natural Resources concerning Out lot 1 which is approximately 12.5 acres that could be put in Managed Forest which would better serve wildlife and create a more aesthetically pleasing landscape.  Attorney Carlson stated that there will be a home owners association that will manage the 12.5 acres. The Plan Commission approved the preliminary plat with 9 conditions.  A motion was made by Scott King approve the Preliminary Plat with 8 conditions – no 2nd - motion failed.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to approve the Preliminary Plat for Anchor Ridge, 2nd by Scott King with the following 9 conditions:
1. Submission of final plans and specifications in connection with storm water run off, erosion control. Street improvements and any other public improvements, prepared by a Professional Engineer to the Town Engineer for review and approval, all in accordance with the Town's Code of Ordinances.

2. Submission of the Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions, Storm Water Management System Maintenance Agreement, and any other legal documents for the Plat in final forms satisfactory to the Town Engineer, Town Attorney and Town Board, which, when approved, shall be recorded immediately after the Final Plat.

3. Entering into a Development Agreement, including all exhibits thereof, prior to recording of the Final Plat with the Town, in a form acceptable to the Attorney, Town Engineer and Town Board, and submitting an Irrevocable Letter of Credit in a form acceptable to the Town Attorney and Town Board in the amount of the estimate required by the Town Engineer for the public improvements relating to the Plat, all in conjunction with the Town's Code of Ordinances.

4. Submission of the Homeowner's Association documents including the Articles in Incorporation and Bylaws in a form satisfactory to the Town Attorney and the Town Board which shall be executed and filed prior to the recording of the Final Plat.

5. Payment of all fees in connection with the Plat application including, but not limited to, the Plat review fees including the fees of the Town Engineer and Town Attorney and the fee in lieu of dedication to Park Land in the amount of $5,950.00.  All fees shall be paid current prior to the recording of the Final Plat.

6. Providing satisfactory evidence to the Town Attorney and Sadek & Zersen, LLC is a Limited Liability Company in good standing with the Department of Financial Institutions, is still the owner of record of all the lands contained within the Plat, and who has the requisite authority to bind the LLC.

7. Obtaining written approval of any other agency or department having legal approval or objecting authority prior to recording the Final Plat.

8. Submission of a written request for waivers or variances from the literary terms of the Town's Code of Ordinances with respect to the Plat, satisfactory to the Town Engineer, Town Attorney and Town Board, which shall be acted on prior to or at the time of the Final Plat is submitted for approval.

9. Connectivity is provided unless the town is successful in obtaining reconsideration from the Department of Transportation on their attempt to circumvent the Town of West Point and its planning efforts to preserve agricultural land and support development in lands unsuitable for agriculture.  The town notes the statements of the developers and their attorney as having no interest in the Lands to the West and connectivity.  The town is opposed to connectivity because through its planning process it is trying to preserve Agricultural Land.
Motion carried.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi abstained from voting on the proposed preliminary plat.


Chairman Dean Schwarz is recommending appointment of Tom Fisher to emergency Government Operation Plan Committee.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to appoint Tom Fisher to the Emergency Government Operation Plan Committee, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.


3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi stated the residents of Selwood haven gotten together and are getting ideas/costs for making the public access in Selwood more useable, with possible donations for the public access in Selwood.  A motion was made by John Miller that when the residents of Selwood are ready to come forward with plans etc that they should go the park committee, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.


Trees that at planted for memorial will be on the May agenda.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi will be bringing a letter of recommendation from the park committee.

A motion was made by Bill Niemi to award the contract for the 8 acre field at the town hall to Bill's Towing for 3 years, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.  1st Supervisor John Miller abstained from voting.  The town needs to get a copy of insurance from Bill's Towing.


The 8 acres of crop land at the town hall is zoned Agricultural.  Mike Zitnick is concerned about pollution from the crop land to no name bay.  The town board will monitor the phosphorus on the 8 acres.


Mike Bunch donated a soils map of Columbia County that was dated 1916.  The town has a quote for $149.00 to frame the map from Katy Helmer.  Chairman Dean Schwarz has donated a $40.00 gift certificate toward the framing of the map.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have the 1916 soils map framed by Katy Helmer for a cost of 109.00, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.

Town Clerk Edith Eberle presented the town board with a copy of a proposed agreement with Columbia County to purchase ADA Accessible Voting Equipment and Survey to Determine Quantities of Voting Equipment for the Town of West Point.  All municipalities must have accessible voting equipment in place no later than September 12, 2006 election.  Each municipality is allowed $6,000.00 to purchase the ADA equipment.  If the equipment is less than $6,000.00 the remaining funds will be used to purchase software or other related purchase or use of accessible voting systems.  This agreement has Columbia County coordinate the purchase of the ADA equipment.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to sign the agreement allowing Columbia County to purchase the ADA equipment required, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.

A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone the public land (accesses) use, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.


Verizon has asked the Town of West Point for permission to burrowed telephone cable on Hillcrest Drive within the Highway Right of Way.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to grant permission to Verizon to bury telephone cable on Hillcrest Drive to be buried correctly, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.


Purchasing a tape recorder at a cost of $325.00 for the town hall to be used to tape meetings to help the clerk with minutes etc. was brought up to the town board for consideration.  4th Supervisor Scott King stated that we have the capability to use the equipment that we have.  There was a question of board of review tape that is required by law needs to be a tape or can it be another device.  A motion was made by John Miller to postpone the purchase of a tape recorded to get more information, (the board will be going to the district Wisconsin Towns Association meeting on Friday and the question will be asked) 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


A copy of the Sauk Fire Protection Agreement that was amended in 1991 was given to each town board member for their information.  The town board would like to see the proposed budget presented to them prior to the final approval.

Chairman Dean Schwarz presented the town board members with a copy of a concealed frame bulletin board from Office Depot at a cost of $84.99 to consider purchasing to be put on the walls to help with the sound etc.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to purchase 1 bulletin board from Office Depot at a cost of $84.99, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.


Joan Ryan from the Historical Commission would like to have permission to purchase a locked file cabinet for the office.  1st Supervisor John Miller stated that he had a file cabinet that he is not using and will bring that to the town hall to see if that would work in the Historical Commission office.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone the purchase of a file cabinet for the Historical Commission Office, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.

A report of the Old Town Hall Schoolhouse Project was given by Joan Ryan.  Joan stated that the dedication of the Old Town Hall Schoolhouse Project will be on July 9th, 2006 and that the town board will receive a special invitation to attend.


Shawn Murphy from the Sauk Prairie Recreational Department went over the proposed agreement for the town board information.  The following have agreed to join the Intergovernmental Recreation Commission are:
· Towns of Prairie du Sac, Roxbury, Sumpter and West Point

· Villages of Prairie du Sac and Sauk City

· Sauk School District

The amount of contribution for each municipality shall be paid proportionately based on the following:

A.  Total contributions required from all municipalities

B.   Population of the individual municipality

C.   Percentage of land area of the individual municipality

D.  A sum equal to "C" multiplied by total population of municipality

E.  The equalized volume of taxable property of municipality

F.  A sum equal to "C" multiplied by total equalized value

G. The "proportionate share" that each municipality is required to contribute

The proposed agreement will take effect upon approval of the Town Board prior July 1, 2006.  The initial term of agreement shall be 3 years commencing on January 1, 2007.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi had concerns with 3.2 which is a 3 month Reserve fund that has been established and 3.1 which allow the Recreational Department to come back to the municipality for more money if needed.  This agreement can be expanded to Adult activities.  This agreement is to go the Town Attorney to review and input.

2nd Supervisor Gordon Carncross gave the Plan Commission Report from the March 2nd meeting.


3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi gave the park committee report from the March 8th meeting – the proposed cost for doing the soccer/baseball field is – seed - $525.00; fertilizer - $75.00 to $80.00 and mulch $115.00 for a total around $1,000.00.


A motion was made by John Miller to adjourn the meeting at 10:25 p.m., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
