TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the town board of the Town of West Point town board will hold their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, November 11, 2004 at 7:37 p.m., at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the web site.
 
The town board members present were:  Fred Thistle-Chairman, Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor, Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk. Absent was Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.  

 
The Pledge of Allegiance was said. A moment of silence for all the veterans that have died

The minutes from the October 14, 2004 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.
The minutes from the October 20, 2004 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Doug Richmond - motion carried

The minutes from the October 25, 2004 joint meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried


There was no Treasurer’s report.  The clerk stated that the balance after all the bills tonight is $224.24.

Correspondence – Lodi Enterprise legal notice on discontinue public access to Lake Wisconsin  -  East Harmon Road, K&M paid the erosion fine under protest, Waste Management October Recycling Activity, an invitation to a dinner meeting with the Sauk Prairie School Board is on November 29 at the River Arts Center (Doug Richmond & Dean Schwarz will attend), the clerk  asked how the town board felt about purchasing a counting machine for the Town of West Point at a cost of $5,000.00 instead of going to Columbia County for central count – the clerk is to tell the county clerk of the town wishes, a letter was received on a dispute with the old ambulance building in Lodi. 
A copy of the bills was given to each town board member for their consideration.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to pay the bills presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
Planning Commission Report was given by Doug Richmond on October 21 and November 4th, 2004 meetings.
Park Committee – Bill Niemi stated that they have not met – there needs to be a new member appointed to the park committee.
Citizens Input – Chairman Fred Thistle introduced Sheila Landsverk who will be the new Planning Commission member, residents stated that they could not here the town board members – Dean Schwarz will check into a sound system, Cliff Schweppe asked about lowering the speed limit on Golf Road to 35 mph, David Bartkowski stated to the town board that he has had correspondence with the town on Inglewood proposed subdivision, and Chairman Fred Thistle stated that he will not run again for town chairman due to health.
A revised copy of the Ordinance for Fences around Pools was presented to the town board for their consideration.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to rescind Ordinance #10-14-04, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.  After discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen to adopt the Ordinance for Fences Around Pools #11-11-04 as the presented,  2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.

Chairman Fred Thistle stated that he and Bill Niemi with look at town roads in the near future to plan for next year.  The question was asked about possible renting a ½ acre of land at the intersections of Rausch Road/ Highway 188 and Selwood Drive/Highway 188 for safety issue.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi will check into the safety issues on those 2 corners.  A resident of the town asked to chevron signs put on both sides of posts on Reynolds Road at the top of the hill.  Each town board members are to look Reynolds Road to see if chevron signs are needed coming from each direction.

A copy of the proposed contract from Columbia County Solid Waste was given to each town board member to look over for the December meeting.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone the contract from Columbia County Solid Waste until the December meeting, 2nd  by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


Possible change in location of the posting places in the town was brought up for discussion.  2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond stated that he has talked to Lake Wisconsin Country Club about putting up a posting board.  There board of directors will be meeting next week and will let the town board know their decision.  Another place was suggested was Selwood Park.  The clerk was asked to order another sign board with posts.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone change in location of posting until December meeting, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

A bid of $60.00 per time for snow plowing and shoveling at the town hall from Bill Sellner was presented to the town board for consideration.  There was a question on salt/sand and at what price.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond have Bill Sellner do the snow plowing and shoveling the walks at the town hall and to see about salt/sand could be charged by the bag, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


A bid for $600.00 for sealing and waxing the floor in the town hall was presented by Chairman Fred Thistle.  The 2 people are from Sauk School who would do the floor.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to have the floor sealed and waxed for $600.00, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


The Knox Box Key System that the Lodi Fire District presented at the joint meeting was brought up for discussion.  The town board feels it is a good idea.  The cost of the Knox Box Key System is from $180.00 to $350.00.  This could be enforced on all new homes in the town.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi will talk to Sauk Fire District to see what their feelings are on the Knox Box Key System.


A CSM for Roger Thistle creating 1 building lot (which is zoned residential) presented to the town board for their consideration.  Roger Thistle stated that there is 100 foot of road that he owns – that he will deed to the town which is at road standards.  The Planning Commission approved the 1 lot CSM unanimously.  There were questions asked.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to approve the 1 lot CSM for Roger Thistle and Roger will need to pay the $750.00 park fee, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.  Chairman Fred Thistle abstained from voting.

A copy of the Transportation Element, Vision and Goals had been given to each town board member at the October meeting for their consideration and review.  4th Supervisor Dean Schwarz stated that Highway 188 is being changed to a Collector Road.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to approve the Transportation Element, Vision and Goals, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


A revision on the Housing Element – Goal #1 - Objective 11 to read as follows - Approval of new housing permits at a maximum rate consistent with historical averages (1.2% per year), and Population Element – Goal #1 – Objective 1 to read as follows Maintaining a maximum population growth rate consistent with average growth rate since 1960 (2% per year) was presented to the town board for consideration.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to approve the changes as presented, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.

1st Supervisor Alan Treinen read the resolution for borrowing $234,697.50 from the State Trust Fund for the Sauk Fire District.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to adopt the resolution to borrow $234,697.50 from the State Trust Fund a 4% for ten years for the Sauk Fire District, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


1st Supervisor Alan Treinen read a proposed resolution for Maurice Neumaier which states that a red maple tree was planted in his memory for his dedication to the Town of West Point.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to approve the resolution for Maurice Neumaier as read, 2nd by  Bill Niemi – motion carried.  Two original copies will be made – one will be presented to the family at the December meeting and the other copy will be hung in town hall.

1st Supervisor Alan Treinen read a proposed resolution for Dick O’Connor which states that an oak tree will be planted for all his dedication to the Town of West Point.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to approve the resolution for Dick O’Connor and the Planning Commission members will also sign the resolution, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried. Two original copies will be made – one will be presented to Dick at the December meeting and the other copy will be hung in town hall.


The renewal of the Lease on the Old Ambulance Building to Lodi Shell Auto Sales was brought up for discussion.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to have the City of Lodi draw up a new contract for Lodi Shall Auto Sales, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

Chairman Fred Thistle would like to appoint Sheila Landsverk to the Planning Commission.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to approve the appointment of Sheila Landsverk to the West Point Planning Commission, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.

A motion was made by Alan Treinen to adjourn the November town board meeting at 9:15 p.m., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
