TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the town board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, November 10, 2005 at 
 7:30 p.m., at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.
 
The town board meeting was called to order by Chairman Dean Schwarz.   The Town Board Members present were: Dean Schwarz-Chairman, John Miller-1st Supervisor, Gordon Carncross-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Scott King-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk, and Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.  
 
The Pledge of Allegiance was said.   

The minutes from the October 13, 2005 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting. A motion was made by John Miller to approve the October 13th minutes with corrections that are italicized, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
The minutes from the October 19, 2005 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting. A motion was made by Scott King to approve the October 19th minutes, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried.
The minutes from the October 24, 2005 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting. A motion was made by Scott King to approve the October 24th minutes, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried.

The Treasurer’s report was as follows; General Fund - $47,936.99, Park Fund - $12,050.13, Tree Fund – has been closed  and Historical Fund - $579.81. The Treasurer and the Clerk reconciled with the October Bank Statement.    A motion was made by Bill Niemi to accept the Treasurers report as presented, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried.
Correspondence – Forest Tax & Stewardship News booklet; R&B Tech Solution, Inc has presented the town with a proposed bid for maintenance of the computers for the Town of West Point (standard hourly rate is $72.00); Letter from Lodi Woman's Club Public Library asking for a annual donation to support library operations in the 2006; The Town of West Point has received a Notice of Claim from the Wisconsin Realtors Association Inc. and Wisconsin Builders Association; Letter from Attorney Jeff Clark in answer to the Notice of Claim from the Wisconsin Realtors Association Inc. and Wisconsin Builders Association; Letter from Boardman Law Firm with concerns of Dr. Maurice J. Murphy; minutes from the October 20 Lodi EMS meeting; Letter from John Bluemke on Zoning Issues – he would like the Town of West Point to do a list of the "top ten" zoning issues for 2006 by January 31, 2006; minutes from the October 12th Lodi Fire Commission; and a Letter from Joe Costanza town engineer on driveway construction plan for William Traeger; and 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi asked to have the wayside by the ferry put on the December agenda – as DOT may be interested in deeding the wayside to the town if the town is interested. 

Each town board members had reviewed the bills prior to the meeting. The town board questions were answered by the town clerk and town treasurer.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to pay the bills presented, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried

Under Public Input – None
The Planning Commission Report was given by Gordon Carncross on the October 20th meeting and November 3rd meetings.  Gordon Carncross also read the Plan Commission decisions of completeness of the following:
· Anchor Ridge – incomplete on September 15th  – but complete before September 20, 2005

· Savanna Ridge – complete on September 15th
· Longboat – incomplete on September 15th – but complete before September 20th, 2005

· Inglewood Prairie – complete on September 15th 
· Maple Crest – incomplete on September 15th  
A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone having Diane Pertzborn Sauk Prairie School Business Manager until the December town board meeting, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.


Attorney Douglas Kammer came before the town board asking for consideration to change the October 14th town board decision for Marcel & Trecella Kjorlie from rural residential to agricultural 2.  Attorney Kammer stated that if it is rural residential Mr. Kjorlie son can not pasture cattle etc. on that piece of land where as if agricultural 2 it can be pastured.  If it is rural residential or agricultural 2 one home can be built on that parcel.  The Plan Commission on August 19th had approved agricultural 2 zoning change by a vote of 5 yes – 0 no.  Columbia County Zoning had asked the town board to consider rural residential zoning instead of agricultural 2.   Attorney Kammer also stated that if it is agricultural 2 Mr. Kjorlie would be required to fence ½ of the property and neighboring property owner would be required to fence the other half of property line.  This 20 acre parcel was owned by Mr. Kjorlie prior to November 1, 1984 which does not meet the definition of a farm for the Farmland Preservation Program.  After more discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to recommend the zoning change for the 20 acres from rural residential to agricultural 2 for Marcel and Trecella Kjorlie, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – yes 5, no 0 – motion carried.

The completeness of the following Subdivisions were presented to the town board for consideration:  Preliminary Plat for Anchor Ridge Estates; 4 lots CSM for Savannah Ridge; Preliminary Plat for Inglewood Prairie Subdivision and Inglewood Prairie Condominium; 2 lots CSM for Longboat Properties and Maple Crest.

· Sadek and Zerson, LLC, developer of the proposed Preliminary Plat for Anchor Ridge Estates plan has requested an extension of time for the Town's review up to and through January 31, 2006.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to grant the extension for town's review to January 31, 2006 and that the Preliminary Plat for Anchor Ridge Estates was complete as of  September 20th, 2005, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – Yes 5 – No 0 – motion carried.

· Savannah Ridge, LLC, developer of the proposed four lot certified survey map located off Rausch Road has requested an extension of time for the Town's review of the CSM up to and through March 1, 2006.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to grant the extension for town's review to March 1, 2006 and that the 4 lot CSM for Savannah Ridge was complete as of September 15, 2006, 2nd by Scott King – Yes 5 – No 0 – motion carried.
· Longboat Properties, LLC, the developer of the proposed two lots CSM located off Hillcrest Drive is requesting an extension of time for the Town's review of the CSM up to and through March 1, 2006.  A motion was made by Scott King to grant the extension for town's review to March 1, 2006 and that the 2 lots CSM for Longboard Properties, LLC was complete as of September 20, 2005, 2nd by Bill Niemi – Yes 5 – No 0 – motion carried.

· Ruth Neuendorf, Jayne Neuendorf, Susan Sikes, Betty Neuendorf and Timothy Neuendorf, the developers of Inglewood Prairie Plat and Inglewood Prairie Condominium have requested, through their attorney, an extension of time within which the Town may review the proposed land divisions until March 1, 2006.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to grant the extension of town's review to March 1, 2006 and that the Inglewood Prairie Plan and Inglewood Prairie Condominium was complete as of September 15, 2005, 2nd by John Miller – Yes 5 – No 0 – motion carried.
· Maple Crest – Ken & Lois Foss – developers of a preliminary plat off State Highway 113 was voted by the Plan Commission to be incomplete as of September 15, 2005.  The developer has asked that the preliminary plat be postponed until the December town board meeting.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to postpone Maple Crest – developer Ken & Lois Foss until the December town board meeting, 2nd by Bill Niemi – Yes 5 – No 0 – motion carried.

Maintenance of town roads for 2006 was brought up for discussion by the town board.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi stated that the town board should wait until the Spring break up of 2006 to look at the roads to decide which roads are in need to be repair.  The town board needs to do a survey of town roads for a 5 year plan starting in 2006 for which roads will be repaired and catalog which roads are the worst and which ones to do later and approximate cost to do each road.  Robert Davis stated to the town board that he is finishing up brushing on Trails End and will do Blackhawk next.  Robert Davis also gave the town board town roads that should be look at for culverts; Gene Bittner fence in right a way etc.
The town board has received a letter from Dr. Maurice Murphy asking to have 3 trees (2 maple and 1 walnut) removed on Slack Road.  There was a question if they were in the road right a way.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone the removing of the 3 trees on Slack Road until the December town board meeting to allow town board members to look at the trees and make sure they are in the road right a way, 2nd by John Miller – Yes 5 – No 0 - motion carried.
An application for an operator license was received for Michelle Lynn Annen who works at Sunset Harbor.  A copy of attending the Responsible Beverage Server Training course was included.  A motion was made by John Miller to grant the operator license to Michelle Lynn Annen, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


Having shelving put up in the historical office and hooks put up in the maintenance room was brought up to the town board for consideration.  The Historical Society would like to have shelving for their members to use to display books that have been donated to the town. The Historical Society would also like to have mail boxes for their members to use.  In the maintenance room we need hooks to hang up brooms, mops etc.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Edith Eberle-town clerk and Joan Ryan-historical commission president to have $60.00 to see what they can find, but not to purchase until January 1, 2006, the motion was amended to be $100.00, 2nd by Scott King – Yes 3 – No 2 – motion carried.

Joan Bader – town treasurer brought up to the town board accepting tax payments for credit card.  Last year the county rate for credit card payment was too high for most people to use – this year the user fee will pay 2.75% and e/check would be a cost of $3.00. There is no cost to the town for credit card or e/check payments. Could the town could have a link on our web site to Columbia county treasurer for tax payment by credit card or e/check.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to put on our web site a link to the Columbia County System to allow residents to pay for taxes by credit card or e/check, 2nd by Scot King – Yes 5 – No 0 – motion carried.

Snow plowing at the town hall was brought up to the town board for discussion.  Bill Sellner of Bill's Towing and Automotive Repair LLC had done the snow plowing at the town hall last year (2004/2005).  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Bill Sellner of Bill's Towing and Automotive Repair LLC do the snow plowing at the town hall for 2005/2006 at the same price as last year and to put the snow plowing out for bid next year, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.


A motion was made by Scott King to adjourn the November 10th, 2005 meeting at 9:25 p.m., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
