TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the town board of the Town of West Point town board will hold their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, October 14, 2004 at 7:30 p.m., at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the web site.
 
The town board members present were:  Fred Thistle-Chairman, Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor (arrived at 8:50 p.m.), Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk. Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.  Absent was Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.
 
The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

The minutes from the September 9, 2004 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.

The Treasurer’s report was given as follows: Tree Fund - $10,094.27, Historical Society - $520.75, Park Fund - $13,250.30 and General Fund - $105,907.14.  The town treasurer and town clerk balanced with the bank’s September statement.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to approve the treasurer’s report, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
Correspondence – Recycling Activity Report from Waste Management for August and September, Letter from Public Service Commission of Wisconsin application of Madison Gas & Electric Company for Authority to Change Electric and Natural Gas Rates, Letter from Public Service Commission of Wisconsin request by WI Power and Light Co. for authorization to disconnect residential customers pursuant to Wisconsin Administrative Code PSC 113.0304 Between November 1, 2004 and April 15, 2004; Lodi Fire Commission Minutes, Letter from Public Service Commission of Wisconsin application of Madison Gas & Electric Company and American Transmission Co. LLC for approval of a Capacitor Lease Agreement, Meeting on Nov. 3 by Transmission  System Assessment, Wisconsin Strategic Energy Assessment  Final Report (Energy 2010), and 7 Notice of Claim against the Town of West Point for lack of erosion control during the construction of the new town hall.
A copy of the bills was given to each town board member for their consideration.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to pay the bills presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
Planning Commission Report was given by Doug Richmond as follows:  The September 16th  meeting – elected officers, Scott King is working a some revision that each member of the Planning Commission as email to him, and Roger Thistle came before the Planning Commission with a proposed of a 1 lot CSM on Lake Drive.
Park Committee Report – Bill Niemi stated that the committee has not met.

Under citizens input – resident asked to have better ice control of Dave Cole’s on Highway 188.
The proposed Ordinance for Fences around Pools was presented to the town board for their consideration.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi a adopt the Ordinance for Fences Around Pools #10-14-04 as presented with a 250 # limit on covers, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.
A rezoning application from Marcel & Trecella Kjorlie was presented to the town board for their consideration.  2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond  presented an option that Columbia County Zoning would like to have Marcel Kjorlie do a CSM showing 2 to 5 acres that would be rezoned to rural residential and the remaining 15 acres be deed restricted that could not be subdivided or build on.  After discussion – a motion was made by Doug Richmond to approve the rezoning of  2 to 5 acre CSM that is contingent on the CSM be recorded at Columbia County and deed restricting the remaining 15 acres that can never be subdivided or build on, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond presented the town board members with the following operating costs at the transfer site:
Green Valley Fees present time - $16,098.52 

   Payroll - $7,500.00

   FICA - $470.00 

   Expenses - $1,500.00

   Total - $25,568.52

Waste Management – bid would be a total of $17,756.68

Columbia County – bid would be a total of $17,697.89

Columbia County – bid to operator the Transfer Site $16,147.89

If the Town of West Point goes with Columbia County 50% of the towns garbage would be composted at Portage which would cut down on the garbage that goes to the landfills.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to do a 2 year contract with Columbia County to run the West Point Transfer Site which  includes using their man power beginning January 1, 2005, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried  Columbia County Solid Waste with present the town board a contract at the November 9th meeting.

Consideration of a moratorium on major subdivisions was presented to the town board for their consideration.  Dean Schwarz presented his feelings on why he feels that a moratorium should be considered until the Comprehensive Plan is completed by 2007.  Residents (54) in attendance gave their input.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone until the November 9th meeting, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.  To have Attorney Clark give the town boards a letter on his opinion on a moratorium on major subdivisions.

A possible change in posting place in the Town of West Point due to the fact that Pine Vista is no assessable to the public 24 hours a day as required by law.  2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond will check with Lake Wisconsin Country Club to see if possible to put up a posting sign for meeting notices.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the change of posting place in the town until the November meeting, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


The town clerk presented the town board with different towns in the area and what they charge for renting out their town hall.  After discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen to have Doug Richmond look over the quotes and report back to the town board, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

Gene Harbort had requested to be placed on the town board agenda on Lake Access in Selwood.  No one was present -  a motion was made by Alan Treinen to delete from the agenda, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


The town board set October 20th for a special town board meeting at 7:00 p.m. and the board will go in close session at the end of the meeting.

Discussion of Maple Crest Subdivision having a pre development agreement was present to the town board for consideration.  After discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the pre-development agreement for Maple Crest Subdivision until the special town board meeting on October 20th, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


Sauk Fire District representative Sean O’Connor, Bill Niemi and Tom Wipperfurth came before the town board asking to put an addition/expansion of the present location.  They have been in the same location for 50 years.  The Town of West Point share of the proposed addition/expansion is $234,697.50.  The Sauk Fire District is 172 miles.  After discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone until the special town board meeting on October 20th   to give the town board check on interest rates, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.

A motion was made by Bill Neimi to postpone the town park deed in Selwood, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


A letter of intent to proceed with the investigation of providing sewer services to a portion of the Town of West Point was presented to the town board for consideration.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the letter of intent until the October 20th special town board meeting, 2nd by Bill Nieimi – motion carried.


A copy of a new contract from Gardiner Appraisal was presented to the town board for consideration.  The new contract is beginning November 1, 2004 and ending October 31, 2006 – the cost is $11,900.00 + miscellaneous expenses.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to accept the proposed 2 year contract from Gardiner Appraisal at a cost of $11,900.00, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

Pat Sheehan – application for lake planning grant was cancelled.


The Sauk Prairie Summer Recreational Program is requesting $2000.00 from the Town of West Point in 2005.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to pay ½ ($1,000.00) to the Sauk Prairie Summer Recreational Program in 2005, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


Computer System for Town Clerk and Town Treasurer was presented to the town board by Scott King.  Scott is proposing to purchase the system from Dell as a state contract price which would include a centralized server and a local version of internet with back up.  The server would be in the file room with 2 drives and tape back up.  The approximate cost is between $7,000.00 and $8,000.00.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to allow $6,500.00 for a centralize computer system, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.

A motion was made by Doug Richmond to postpone the business hours at the town hall, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to postpone the deputy clerk/treasurer, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

A motion was made by Alan Treinen to adjourn the October town board meeting at 10:50 p.m., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
