TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the town board of the Town of West Point town board will hold their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, September 9, 2004 at 7:30 p.m., at the NEW West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.
 
The town board members present were:  Fred Thistle-Chairman, Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor, Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, and Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk. Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.  Absent was Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  There were 39 people present for our first meeting in the new town hall.
 
The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

The minutes from the August 4, 2004 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

Joan Bader town treasurer gave the following report:  General Fund - $106,389.36; Tree Fund - $10,088.89; Park Fund - $59,318.42 and Historical Fund - $385.75.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to accept the treasurer report, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.  The town clerk and town treasurer reconciled with the bank statement for August.

Correspondence – Columbia County Ag Reporter, Town of West Point equalized value is 233,770,100 for 2004 and increase of 32,184,900 from 2003.  The Town of West Point is the third largest town in Columbia County.  1st Supervisor Alan Treinen reported he had picked up 3 dogs over the weekend.

A copy of the bills was presented to the town board for their consideration.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to pay the bills presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


Planning Commission Report was given by Doug Richmond as follows:  approved a rezoning for Marcel Kjorlie and are working on revising the Sub Division Ordinance.

Town Hall Committee Report was given by Doug Richmond as follows:  working on the dedication ceremony.


Town Park Committee Report was given by Bill Niemi – there is nothing to report at the present time. 


A revised Ordinance for Fences around Pools was handed out by Attorney Jeff Clark for the town board to consider adopting.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the Ordinance for Fences Around Pools until the October meeting, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


A motion was made by Doug Richmond to postpone the Sanitary/Utility District until the October meeting or until the committee asks to be put on the agenda, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


Jason Jackson from General Engineering presented the town board with a total of $493,322.69 for the town hall which is 3% over project costs.  Jason also went over the change orders and will be getting the final pay requests within the next week.


Town Roads – it was stated the Chrisler Road is still washing, Trails End needs a small patch and cracking filling and Old Sauk Road needs crack filling.  Chairman Fred Thistle and 3rd Supervisor Bill Neimi will look at the town roads and report back at the October meeting.


Discontinuing a portion of East Harmon Road from the lake to Davis Drive was presented to the town board for consideration.  Attorney Jeff Clark handed out copies of a revised resolution to discontinue a portion of East Harmon Road, and the Storm water Management Plan for the town board to consider.  The town board asked how will the Storm water Management plan be funded – the condo association is responsible for the Storm water Management.  Town Engineer Joe Costanza has approved the Storm water Management Plan.  Attorney Jeff Clark also stated that the Town Assessor had given the following assessment as follows:  161,600 for land, 1,100 for improvements (there is a reduction of 22,000 due to the public road).  If the road is vacated the land assessment would increase to 183,800.  The town would like an Easement for access for Storm water Management.  There is a dip in East Harmon Road that is not being vacated and the road needs repaving – question of who would pay for the needed repairs.  There are four options on who should be responsible for the cost of repairs to the road as follows:  1. town, 2. Condo Association, 3. Mr. Burchard, and 4. no requires.  After discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen adopt the Storm water Easement, Driveway Agreement, Resolution to Discontinuing East Harmon Road and the agreement that all fees occurred by the Town Attorney and Town Engineer are paid, 2nd by Doug Richmond – yes 3 – no 1 – motion carried.  All agreements are subject to the Department of Natural Resources approval.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to have the Town Chairman and the Town Clerk sign all agreements when they are all approved and ready for signatures, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


Rezoning for Marcel and Trecella Kjorlie was presented to the town board for their consideration.  There was no one present representing the Kjorlie’s a motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the rezoning for Marcel and Trecella Kjorlie, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


Mr. Don Miexelsperger came before the town board asking for a reduction in is fine that was issued by the Town Engineer Joe Costanza for Erosion control.  Mr. Miexelsperger presented his reasoning why his fine should be reduced.  Mr. Miexelsperger asked if the contractor that was doing the Town of West Point erosion control was also fined and Town Chairman Fred Thistle stated that he was fined.  Each Town Board member gave their opinions on the request for a reduction of fine.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to deny the reduction of the Erosion Control fine, 2nd by Fred Thistle – motion carried.

Keri Chrisler recreation director for Sauk Prairie Committee came before the town board and explained different programs that they support for people of all ages.  Keri Chrisler is asking the town board to consider putting a fee of $2.97 per person in next year budget.


Erosion and Storm water Ordinance – no action taken – the town board would like to have the Town Engineer get 2 copies of the Erosion and Storm water plans of all projects in the Town of West Point and give one copy of each plan to the town clerk.

Scott King had presented a plan/cost of proposed computer system for the town clerk and town treasurer from Dell with a server of around $8,000.00.  After discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the purchasing of computer system until the October meeting at which time we will know how much money the town has left to borrow, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the contracts for the Solid Waste to give the town board members time to review the contracts, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


The following Operator Licenses were presented to the town board for their consideration:  Amy Osgood (Sunset Harbor), Dale Bartnick (Fish Tales), and John Brennan (Lake Wisconsin Country Club).  All have attended the Alcohol Awareness Class.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Operator Licenses to Amy Osgood, Dale Bartnick and John Brennan, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

Ron Grasshoff gave a presentation on applying for a grant to do a feasibility study on Purchase of Development Rights.  The grant application would have to be in by February, 2005.


Town Hall – Patsy Baebler came before the town board to explain the increase of insurance will be $832.00 a total premium of $6,532.00 for the new town hall.  Patsy Baebler stated that the old town hall has a replacement value of 83,000 and a cost of $350.00.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to accept the changes in our insurance policy, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.  There was discussion of what to charge for renting out the town hall – after discussion the town clerk is to call the town of Dane and Town of Troy to see what they charge and report back at the October meeting.  Chuck Zeman asked to rent the town hall the first Sunday in August 2005.


The town clerk Edith Eberle asked about changing the posting of meeting notices as Pine Vista is not always open for the public to view.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone the posting of meeting notices until October, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

The town hall committee is asking the town board to consider increasing the dedication ceremony’s budget from $1,500.00 to $2,000.00.  The town hall committee would like to purchase coffee mugs with a picture of the old and new town hall on them to be handed out at the dedication ceremony.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to increase the dedication ceremony’s budget from $1,500.00 to $2,000.00, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.  A motion was made by Fred Thistle to purchase 288 mugs for the dedication ceremony, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


A motion was made by Doug Richmond to rescind Resolution #8/4/04 town chair, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


A motion was made by Alan Treinen to adjourn the meeting at 10:55 p.m., 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.
