TOWN OF WEST POINT
Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held a special meeting on Friday, June 03, 2005 at 9:15 a.m. at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was posted in three places and on the web site.

The town board members present were:  Chairman Dean Schwarz, 1st Supervisor John Miller, 2nd Supervisor Gordon Carncross, 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi and 4th Supervisor Scott King.  Also present was Town Clerk Edith Eberle, and Town Treasurer Joan Bader.
3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi had put lathe stakes up around the area that will not be mowed in 2005 to allow the grass to get established without phorosus.  The town board had concerns of soccer field not being level and not a good grass cover.  Jason Jackson from General Engineering will be handling the town board concerns with the contractor. The Town of West Point has received 3 bids for mowing of the town hall/Ryan Park lawn as follows:

1. Curtis Ryan – Hourly Rate of $28.00 and 50" mower

2. Bill's Towing & Auto Repair, LLC - $43.25 per hour 

3. Scott Ness - $60.00 per hour

A motion was made by Bill Niemi have Curtis Ryan mow the town hall lawn and to pay $28.00 per hour for mowing, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.  Curtis is to mow a 50 to 60 inch path on the south side of the hay field (parallel to State Highway 188) to adjoin Lake Drive which will be used as a bike path for children to come to Ryan park.
A motion was made by Scott King to have Scott Ness the back up if Curtis Ryan can't do the mowing, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.


The contract for the hay field (8 acres) at Ryan Park was presented to the town board for discussion.  1st Supervisor John Miller stated that the Miller's have applied for a Federal contract and that the town will receive $175.00 for that grant.  1st Supervisor John Miller also presented the town board with a cost sheet of $789.75 that the Miller's have invested in the hay field at Ryan Park.  John Miller was not a member of the town board at the time it was rented and the hay was planted in 2004.  After discussion, a motion was made by Bill Niemi to award the Miller's the contract until the next Spring (2006) for the 8 acres of hay and then put the 8 acres out for bid (agricultural rent) in January, 2006 and award the contact by March, 2006, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.

Putting fertilizer/week killer at the town hall/Ryan Park was presented to the town board for discussion.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi had been told that no fertilizer should be put on the lawn until the seeding (grass) is established.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to put fertilizer (no phosphorus) on the town hall/Ryan Park lawn if the grass is established in the fall of 2005, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried. 


A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Heather Hunt and Bill Niemi put round up on the volleyball and play ground area in Selwood (if needed) and Ryan Parks as necessary and not to exceed $30.00, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried.


Town Treasurer Joan Bader and Town Clerk Edith Eberle explained the different reports that the town board is given each month, answered questions and were given suggestions on how the town board would like to have reports presented to them.
A motion was made by Bill Niemi to adjourn the meeting, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.
