Also present was Town Clerk Edith Eberle, Town Treasurer Joan Bader and Kevin Krysinski CPA from Johnson Block and Co. Absent was:  1st Supervisor Alan Treinen, and 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi.
Chairman Fred Thistle called the meeting to order at 7:22 p.m.  Chairman Fred Thistle turned the meeting over to Kevin Krysinski to explain the audit that was done on the Town of West Point books.  Kevin Krysinski explained the following:
1. At tax time the Town of West Point should get a Collateral Investment Adjustment form signed with the bank – because of the amount on money in the account for 2 months

2. The Town of West Point only had a 7% undesignated fund balance for 2004 – Kevin recommended at 15% to 25% undesignated fund but not to increase undersigned fund to 15 to 25%  in one year 
3. There was a question on borrowing money from a bank vs the state trust fund
