TOWN OF WEST POINT
Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held a special meeting on Wednesday, October 20, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was posted in three places and on the web site.

The town board members present was:  Chairman Fred Thistle, 1st Supervisor Alan Treinen (late), 2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond, 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi and 4th Supervisor Dean Schwarz.  Also present was Town Clerk Edith Eberle.

The Pledge of allegiance was said.

#1 Charge for renting our Town Hall – 2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond presented the town board with a copy of different municipalities that have town hall and what they charge for renting out their town halls to the town board for consideration.  A copy of a rental agreement was also presented to the town board for consideration.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to charge $50.00 + the cost equal to cleaning, have a rental contract (have the town attorney look over) drawn up, rental to town residents or property owners only, and if alcohol is served it must by cans/bottles only, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.   
#2 Maple Crest Subdivision – possible pre-development agreement – Attorney Jeff Clark stated that in 2003 he had sent a predevelopment agreement to Ken and Lois Foss but it has not been signed. After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi that Ken & Lois Foss can not come back to the Planning Commission until they signed a predevelopment agreement, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.
#3 Special Assessment for Sauk Fire District – Sean O’Connor and members from the Sauk Fire District gave the town board a copy of activities report from January 2003 to December 2003.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi and Sean O’Connor the Town of West Point representatives on the Sauk Fire District gave their opinions on the need for a new facility.  After discussion a motion was made by Dean Schwarz to borrow up to $234,697.50 from the State Trust for 10 years (would like the payment to be after August 1st, 2005), 2nd by Alan Treinen – roll call vote as follows:  Dean Schwarz – yes; Bill Niemi – yes; Doug Richmond – yes; Alan Treinen – yes; and Fred Thistle – yes – motion carried.
#4 Letter of Intent to proceed with the investigation of providing sewer services to a portion of the Town of West Point - Attorney Jeff Clark stated that there is a problem with the Town Board of Lodi and the Okee/Harmony Grove Sanitary District.  The town of Lodi has adopted an Ordinance that Governs the Extension of Sewer & Water Facilities which limits the expansion outside the geographic boundaries of the Town of Lodi. Attorney Jeff Clark suggested the town board has the following 3 options:

1. Does the town board want to drop or continue? 
2. Sign the Letter of Intent – Town of West Point doesn’t pay any expense between Town of Lodi and the Harmony Grove-Okee Sanitary District 
3. The Foss’s need sign a predevelopment agreement to pay fees of from the town attorney and engineer.
A motion was made by Bill Niemi to sign the letter of intent subject to Attorney Jeff Clark’s approval, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.

 
#5 2005 town budget - 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi went over the proposed 2005 Town of West Point budget.  Each town board member is to look over the 2005 budget and call the town clerk if any questions or changes.

#6 Approval of purchase of a video camera by the Historical Society – Joan Ryan from Historical Society is asking permission from the town board to purchase a video camera at a cost of $400.00 – they have been borrowing from the schools if not in use.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Historical Society permission to purchase video camera at a cost up to $400.00, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


#7 Section 19.85(1)(g) of the Wisconsin Statutes the town board will go in closed session to confer with legal counsel concerning strategy to be adopted by the board with respect to litigation in which it is involved or likely to become involved – the town board went into close session as the town has received 7 notices of claim.


#8 Return to open session – A motion was made by Bill Niemi to return to open session, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


#9 Meeting Adjourn – A motion was made by Bill Niemi to adjourn the meeting at 10:00 p.m., 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.
