TOWN OF WEST POINT


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, January 9th, 2003 at 7:30 p.m. at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise and the Sauk Prairie Star and posted in three places.


Pledge of Allegiance was said.


The town board members present were:  Fred Thistle-Chairperson, Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor, Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Torrey Latham-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk and Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.  


The minutes from the December 12th, 2002 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to approve the minutes with corrections, 2nd by Alan Treinen - motion carried.  The minutes from the December 5th, 2002 special town board meeting had been given to each of the town board member prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to approve the minutes, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.  The minutes from the special town board meeting held on December 30, 2002 had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to approve the minutes, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried. 


Treasurer’s Report was given by Joan Bader as follows:  General account $1,799,017.24, Park Fund as $103,489.58, and Tree Fund $17,658.43.  The treasurer stated that she and the town clerk have balanced their books for December.  A motion was made by Torrey Latham to approve the treasurer report, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried.

Correspondence – A map of West Point showing the School Districts and a map of the county supervisory districts, letter from Tom & Barbara Fisher on Trails End, Lodi Fire Commission Minutes from December, Urban Nonpoint Source & Storm Water Grants for Calendar Year 2004, Municipal News letter, letter from WI Department of Transportation on Transportation Aids for Calendar Year 2003, Newsletter from Lathrop & Clark, a copy of Dog Licenses issued by the Town Treasurer, Newsletter from DOT, Letter from Columbia County Planning & Zoning to Napoleon Bourdeau on Criteria for Home Occupation, Letter that the Town Clerk had sent to Columbia County Zoning on the Change in the Transitional Area, Letter from the Wisconsin Towns Association on District Meetings, Agenda for the CCEDC, and a letter from Columbia County Planning & Zoning on the special meeting on January 7th on the 35 acres. 

A copy of the bills had been given to each town board member.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to pay the bills that were presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

Under non-agenda topics – there was nothing. 

There was no Planning Commission Report as there were no meetings.

Town Hall Committee – 2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond presented a revised drawing of the proposed new town hall.  There will be a public hearing on Tuesday, January 21, 2003 at 7:00 p.m.

Park Committee – 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi reported that he had not been able to talk to Joe Costanza  - nothing to report.

Crystal Lake Water Levels – Bud Styer reported that Vern Wendt was tracking down the Lake District application to see what needs to be done next.  There will be a Dane County Supervisor on the committee and hopefully it is Vern Wendt.  Jeff Melville has everything he needs to finish the Chapter 30 permit. Chairman Fred Thistle has two copies of the contract to request budget money for Local Project Assistance Funds of Crystal Lake Management District – the contract was signed and will be mailed back to Columbia County Land & Water Conservation.  In order to get the money – they will need proof that a Lake District was formed.  A motion was made by Torrey Latham to approve borrowing $100,000.00 for 10 years from the Wisconsin State Trust Fund at a rate of 4.50%, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.  The town clerk to fill out the paper work and mail in application.

Joe Costanza – town engineer came before the town board with the following cost estimates to do the roads:  Trails End - $78,861.20; Slack Road - $43,637.00; Hillcrest Drive - $30,056.40; Lovering Road - $43,127.70, Chrislaw Road - $12,078.00; Blackhawk Drive - $14,832.40; Morter Road - $28,354.70 and Smith Park Road - $24,098.80.  Trails End, Blackhawk Drive, and Smith Park Road the town will receive $21,000.00. After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Joe Costanza put the following 6 roads out for bid:  Trails End, Lovering Road, Chrislaw road, Blackhawk Drive, Morter Road, and Smith Park Road this year (2003) and not to do Slack Road and Hillcrest Drive until 2004, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

The West Point Historical Society has a web site done by Donna Troestler.  Donna Troestler came before the town board and gave them a proposal to do a Web Site for the Town of West Point.  The town has received 2 other persons that are interested in doing a web page.  The town clerk is to contact the other 2 persons interested in doing a web page sends in proposals of the cost.  The town board set a deadline of March for the proposals.

Joan Ryan gave a copy of the list of officers of the West Point Historical Society to the town clerk – she will make copies for each of the town board members.  Joan Ryan stated that since the Town of West Point has historical sites that they have to become a commission not a committee.  After more discussion a motion was made by Doug Richmond to have a West Point Historical Commission and to have the attorney draw up an Ordinance, 2nd by Torrey Latham – motion carried.

Chairman Fred Thistle appointed Kevin Kessler to replace Joyce Sinkule on the Planning Commission, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.  The town clerk was instructed to do a Resolution of Respect for Joyce Sinkule – as Joyce was a charter member of the Planning Commission.

Chairman Fred Thistle also stated that he has four names who would be interested on being on the Smart Growth Committee they are:  Gene Edward, Dean Schwartz, Gabe Miller and Ron Grassoff.  Doug Richmond stated that he felt that one planning commission member should be on that committee along with a town board member.


A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the town park in Selwood, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


The Resolution for Open Burning in Badger Ordinance was presented to the town board for their consideration.  Chairman Fred Thistle introduced Joan Kenney from Badger Army Ammunition Plant to explain what was happening at Badger.  Joan Kenney explained that the army doesn’t want Badger any more and they have hired PLEXUS to evaluate 900 buildings out of 1400.  90 buildings will be burned – the question is air pollution – Joan Kenney explained more and also handed out a hand out and stated that there will be public hearings.  Laura Olah a citizen for save water around Badger spoke her views – an open burn would contaminate the soil, surface water and risk to workers.  They would like to see the buildings torn down and taken to a place to decontaminate and disposed of.  Laura Olah asked that they post pone open burning.  Dr. Bruce Bartlett spoke briefly that an open burn was a very bad idea.  Dr. Bartlett stated that 4 to 8% of all babies born have lead contamination.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to post pone the Resolution for Open Burning in Badger Ordinance until the February meeting, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


An application for a Mobile Home Park License from Crystal Lake Campground (Brylee Corp.) was received by the town board for 173 mobile homes.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Mobile Home Park License to Crystal Lake Campground (Brylee Corp.), 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


An application for a Mobile Home Park License from Pine Vista was received by the town board for 68 mobile homes.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Mobile Home Park License to Pine Vista, 2nd by Torrey Latham – motion carried.

An application for a Mobile Home Park License from Schoepp’s Cottonwood Resort was received by the town board for 51 mobile homes.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Mobile Home Park License to Crystal Lake Campground (Brylee Corp.), 2nd by Torrey Latham – motion carried.

An application for a Farm Mobile Home License from Jeff & Patricia Morter was received by the town board.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Farm Mobile Home License for Jeff & Patricia Morter, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

An application for a Farm Mobile Home License from Neal Schoepp was received by the town board.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Farm Mobile Home License for Neal Schoepp, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

An application for a Farm Mobile Home License from Gasser Bros. was received by the town board.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Farm Mobile Home License for Gasser Bros, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

An application for a Farm Mobile Home License from Rolland Unke was received by the town board.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Farm Mobile Home License for Rolland Unke, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

A list of 4 mobile homes (Gasser Bros., Jeff Morter, Neal Schoepp, and Rolland Unke) in the Town of West Point used for farm labor was presented to the town board for their consideration.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to approve the list presented, 2nd by Torrey Latham – motion carried.

Copies of the Impact Fee Proposal from the City of Lodi were given to each town board member for their consideration.  After discussion – a motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the Impact Fee Proposal, 2nd by Torrey Latham – motion carried.

Chairman Fred Thistle stated that he had met with Jim Grothman at the Transfer Site to mark the line fence.  Jim Zeman fence is right on the property line – so the Town of West Point needs to build their portion of the line fence.  Alan Treinen asked about pasturing/maintenance of the Transfer Site.  After discussion Alan Treinen is to draw up an ad for the newspaper.

Diane Ebert from the Lodi EMS came before the town board to explain the every 15 minutes program that will take place on April 22 thru the 25.  Diane Ebert asked for support from the Town of West Point.  It is a very good program.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to donate $200.00 to the Every 15 Minutes Program, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.

A motion was made by Torrey Latham to delete Local Project Assistance Funds for Crystal Lake, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond will be taking pictures of each town board member – to be put up in the town hall.

A motion was made by Alan Treinen to adjourn the meeting at 10:15 p.m., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
