TOWN OF WEST POINT


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, January 8, 2004 at 7:30 p.m. at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise and the Sauk Prairie Star and posted in three places and on the web site.


Pledge of Allegiance was said.


The town board members present were: Fred Thistle-Chairperson, Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor, Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk and Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.


The minutes from the December 13th, 2003 meeting had been given to each of town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the minutes with corrections, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


The Treasurer gave the following report:  General Fund - $1,556,231.72, Park Fund - $69,772.34, Tree Fund - $10,936.39 and Historical Society Fund - $190.75.   A motion was made by Doug Richmond to accept the treasurer’s report, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried. 


Correspondence –
Letter from Department of Natural Resources on a Transfer on Managed Forest land from Larry Thompson to David Beyer, a Newsletter from Wisconsin Election Board on schedule meeting in all counties – Columbia County is January 23, 2004, letter from Columbia County Humane Society on increase on rates for animal pick up and boarding fees, Copy of EMS and Lodi Fire Department Minutes, Letter from Columbia County Highway Department asking for the opportunity to bid the mowing of town roads in 2006, Columbia County Ag Reporter, Letter from Columbia County on the 2004 fee schedule from Planning and Zoning, Letter from Waste Management December recyclables etc., Columbia County Planning is holding a Quad meeting (Lodi Town Hall on January 28, 2004, and an Irrevocable Letter of Credit for Tom and Nancy Bannan for Sandhill Ridge Plat. 

A copy of the bills was given to the town board members for their consideration. A motion was made by Bill Niemi to pay the bills presented, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


Citizens Input  - the board will receive information on non-agenda topics brought before the board by members of the public.  The board will not discuss these topics and will not take action on any of them at this meeting – Bud Styer stated that the publication of budget for the Crystal/Fish Lake District has to have a 30 day notice – if no complaints - then the Chapter 30 permit will be approved. 


Planning Commission Report was given by 2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond as follows:  a public hearing on adding transitional area.

Town Hall Committee – Dick O’Connor stated that General Engineering is doing the changes made at the Tuesday meeting – so the bids can go out by January 25, 2003.  Soil borings was a question.  Chairman Fred Thistle complimented Dick O’Connor on a good job that he is doing on the plans.  Placement of Sign for posting will be placed so people can drive by and read agendas.

Park Committee – no meeting 

Discuss and take action on the following:   Proposed New Town Hall Plans/Land – Discussion of dates to be put on pillars – date of established est. 1850 and on other pillar dedicated town hall 2004.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have the dates as follows:  Town of West Point established 1850, and Town Hall Dedicated in 2004, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.  Dean Schwarz will ask the Historical Society to do a time capsule inside the pillars.  A letter from Jeff Clark stating that the contract says that the town will  pay $6,000.00 for 6.21 acres (not including the right of way).  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to pay $6,000.00 for 6.99 acres including the right a way, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

Selling of Woodland Hills Lot – Doug Richmond has had no more interest from any buyers on the lot.  Therefore, Doug Richmond presented  3 proposed contracts for local realtors that are residents of the Town of West Point to list the property.  


#1 is Steckel Real Estate – brokers commission 4%


#2 is First Weber – brokers commission is 7%


#3 is Restaino Bunbury & Associates – brokers commission is 6%

Discussion as to the price the town should ask for the 5.99 acres.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to ask for $125,000.00 and go with Steckel Real Estate, 2nd by Doug Richmond, - revised motion to be a minimum of $125,000.00 listing price – motion carried.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have $5,000.00 as earnest money when an offer is made, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.

Discussion of Ordinance for Fences Around Pools – Dick O’Connor from Badger Swim Pools gave a report on covers for pools.  There are 2 covers that are very safe. Dick O’Connor stated that the Town needs to look at state code when doing a fence ordinance.  Dick O’Connor stated that when they sell pools and they ask if a fence is needed – they tell the people to check with local ordinances and insurance company.  Chairman Fred Thistle stated that the town engineer would issue a permit for a fence around the pool.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to have a fence ordinance around in-ground pools, and above-ground pools, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried. 

Discussion of having a second meeting month was brought up for discussion.  A motion was made to postponed the second meeting per month by Dean Schwarz, 2nd Bill Niemi – motion carried.  

A letter from the town attorney Jeff Clark asking the town to table the Ordinance on Volunteer Funds for Lodi Fire District and Lodi Ambulance District until the February meeting.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the Ordinance on Volunteer Funds for Lodi Fire District and Lodi Ambulance District, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.  

Dean Schwarz – 4th Supervisor reported that there is a problem on Gannon Road with a driveway that is not accessible for Emergency Vehicles. 1st Supervisor Alan Treinen to look at the driveway and report back at the February meeting.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the Emergency Vehicles, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried. 

A Mobile Home Application for Farm Labor was received from Jeff and Patty Morter along with the required fee.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Mobile Home License for Farm Labor to Jeff and Patty Morter, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


A Mobile Home Application for Farm Labor was received from Gasser Bros. Inc. along with the required fee.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to grant the Mobile Home License for Farm Labor to Gasser Bros. Inc., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

A Mobile Home Application for Farm Labor was received from Neal Schoepp along with the required fee.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Mobile Home License for Farm Labor to Neal Schoepp, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

A Mobile Home Application for Farm Labor was received from Rolland Unke along with the required fee.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Mobile Home License for Farm Labor to Rolland Unke, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried. 

A Mobile Home Park Application was received from Brylee Corporation along with the required fee for 176 mobile homes.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Mobile Home Park License to Brylee Corporation, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

A Mobile Home Park Application was received from Pine Vista LDT along with the required fee for 68 mobile homes.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to grant the Mobile Home Park License to Pine Vista LDT, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

A Mobile Home Park Application was received from Schoepp’s Cottonwood Resort along with the required fee for 53 mobile homes.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Mobile Home Park License to Schoepp’s Cottonwood Resort, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.

Bill Niemi presented a copy of a proposed sign design for Selwood Park.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have the proposed sign made for Selwood Park deleting the ducks, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.

Dean Schwarz gave the following report on the interest owed on the Loan to Associated Bank – Dean, Joan Bader and Edith Eberle met with the Associated Bank via  telephone conference call at which time the town respresentatives asked to split the difference that is owed.  The reason was no late notice was ever received from the bank – so the town feels that the bank and the town are at fault.  After the meeting Edith Eberle got a call from the Associated Bank that they were not going to require the Town of West Point to pay the remaining interest.  

Contract with General Engineering for New Town Hall – the Town of West Point has not heard from General Engineering on the contract – the town clerk Edith Eberle will contact General Engineering.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to postpone the contract with General Engineering until February meeting, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.   

Motion was made to adjourn the meeting at 9:30 p.m. by Dean Schwarz, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
