TOWN OF WEST POINT


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, July 10th, 2003 at 7:30 p.m. at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise and the Sauk Prairie Star and posted in three places.


Pledge of Allegiance was said.


The town board members present were:  Fred Thistle-Chairperson, Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk.  Absent were Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor and Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.


The minutes from the June 12th, 2003 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the minutes, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


The minutes from the June 16th, 2003 special town board meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to approve the minutes with correction, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.


There was no Treasurer’s Report was given. 


Correspondence – Letter from Department of Natural Resources approving the placement of waterway markers by the Ferry, Statement of the Fire Dues Payment in August, The final Statement of Assessment for the Town of West Point is 195,202,500, Letter from Department of Natural Resources on enrollment of Jerome D Keller in Managed Forest Land, E-mail from Jeanne Miller on Presidential Pref. Primary will be February 17, 2004 also voting equipment which is accessible for disabled/blind individuals – possibility of each municipality being required to have 1 machine for every 300 voters at an estimated cost of $3,500.00 to $5,000.00, Letters on foreclosure of tax liens in the Town of West Point,  Clerk did a telephone audit with insurance company,  Letter to Richard Eckstein from MEI on the parking lot/driveway erosion problems that need to be fixed to comply with the Town of West Point ordinance, Letter from Department of Natural Resources on Notice of Proposed Grading and Structure for to Zeman Home Improvements have to be published before they can proceed with processing the application, Letter from Hutchinson, Shockey, Erley & Co. offering financial services to townships, a letter from Columbia County approving the variance for Stampfli, and a email from Gabe Miller on a proposed article to go in the newspapers explaining the 9 growth issues that the Town of West Point Comprehensive Planning Committee will be working on in the next few years. 

 
A copy of the bills had been given to each town board member.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to pay the bills presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


Under Citizens input – there was no information.

The Planning Commission report was given by Doug Richmond as follows:  June 19th meeting – Darlene Ballweg presented a new concept for 230, Approved the 4 lot CSM for Paul and Diane Abley, Kathy Ballweg would like to put a lot on top of the hill on Highway 60 – no action, and Kris Hanes and Rick Lane have 4 substandard lots in Pleasant View Park – Planning Commission recommendation was to sell as 1 lot as there is only 1 building site.


Bill Niemi gave the following report for the Park Committee – need to have the lawyer draw up a Park Ordinance which would include Hours – garbage etc. purchase or possibly put in a volleyball court – garbage can – tetherball at a cost of around $1,000.00.  The finish grading needs to be done along with seeding and mulch.


Chairman Fred Thistle stated that Kathleen Falk (Dane County Administrator) was appointed 4 directors to the Crystal Lake/Fish Lake/Mud Lakes Lake Committee, which will meet in September.


Chairman Fred Thistle and 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi toured the town roads and are recommending the following:  Cattle pass under Highway 60 at the Kohlman farm is in need of repair – the estimated cost from Columbia County is $12,000.00 – Chairman Fred Thistle stated that he felt that all is needed is to have the Cattle pass tuck pointed – will check in having it tuck pointed, Miller Court – Miller Drive and Jensen Drive all need to be seal coated – an estimated cost from Columbia County is $9,600.00, Pustaver Road also needs seal coated – no quote on estimated cost, East Harmon Road has a culvert that needs repair – estimated cost is $14,000.00 (can apply for Bridge and receive ½ back), and Greimel Road needs ditching.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to have East Harmon road culvert replaced with a 6 ft. culvert at a cost of $14,000.00 and to apply for Bridge Aid, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Columbia County Highway seal coat Miller Court at a cost of $1,400.00, Miller Drive at a cost of $1,200.00 and Jensen Drive at a cost of $7,000.00 – total of $9,600.00, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.  Bill Niemi also asked about purchasing the software for the Paser Program.  Bill will purchase 1 copy of the program.  Bill Niemi also stated that he has access to a Drill rig – whenever the town needs to check core depth of town roads.  Clerk was also asked to check the snow plowing in the town budget.


4th Supervisor Dean Schwarz stated that the Town of West Point Webb Site is up and running.  The Webb Site is townofwestpoint.us.  There will be a training session/meeting on Tuesday, July 22, 2003 at 7:00 p.m. at the West Point town hall.


2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond stated that an offer has been made to Mike Ryan to purchase up to 8 acres at a cost of $4,500.00 per acre.  Mike Ryan will get back to the committee.


A motion was made by Doug Richmond to appoint Bill Niemi to the Sauk Fire District Committee to represent the Town of West Point, 2nd Dean Schwarz – motion carried.  3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi abstained from voting.


A 4 lot CSM for Paul & Diane Abley was presented to the town board for their consideration.  The Planning Commission approved the 4 lot CSM for Paul & Diane Abley.  After discussion as motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the 4 lot CSM for Paul and Diane Abley (all fees have to be paid including $2,250.00 for park funds), 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond stated that letters have been sent to Department of Commerce and Department of Administration requesting a waive of the prohibition against human habitation for Out lot 2 of Woodland Hills.


Chairman Fred Thistle is going to contact Peter Schrake from Sauk County Historical Society to have a value put on the map the Harry Hanks has of Columbia County in 1900.  It will be on the August agenda.


A motion was made by Bill Niemi to appoint Dean Schwarz to represent the Town of West Point on the Columbia County Comprehensive Planning Committee, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.  Chairman Fred Thistle stated that Fred Madison and Doug Richmond have been appoint to Columbia County Comprehensive Planning Committee.


A Resolution #7-10-2003 to join with the City of Lodi, Town of Lodi for applying for a Grant for Household Hazardous Waste Collection Program was presented to the town board for their consideration.  The cost would be $5,000.00 (the grant is for 75% and the remainder 25% would be divided between the City of Lodi, Town of Lodi and Town of West Point).  Columbia County will apply for an Agricultural Hazardous Waste Collection.  After discussion a motion was made by Doug Richmond to pass Resolution #7-10-2003 to join City of Lodi, town of Lodi to apply of a Grant for Household Hazardous Waste Collection Program, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


A motion was made by Doug Richmond to post pone the purchasing of Town Park Assessories Equipment until the August meeting, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried. 


Jim Grothman came before the town board to explain a concept for 230 acres for Darlene Ballweg as follows:  cluster 6-4 acres each building sites along County Highway J and one 35 acre parcel – they will deed restrict the remaining 167 acres to remain agricultural.  There would be a shared driveway for 4 lots.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to support the Rural Residential of 6 lots and 1 – 35 acre lot, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


Chairman Fred Thistle asked the town board to consider putting up stop signs at the intersections of Crest View and Selwood, and Crest View and Riechman.  After discussion a motion was made by Dean Schwarz to have 2 stop signs at the intersections of Crest View and Selwood and Crest View and Riechman, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


Mr. Bob Egan came before the town board asking permission to shoot of fireworks at his home on Highway 188 for his 50th birthday.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to allow Bob Egan to shoot off fireworks on Saturday July 12, 2003 no later than 11:00 p.m. – also to notify neighbors, Sauk Prairie & Lodi Fire Departments, and Columbia County Sheriff (he stated that he has home owners insurance), 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


A motion was made to adjourn the meeting at 9:50 p.m. by Dean Schwarz, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
