TOWN OF WEST POINT


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, June 12th, 2003 at 7:30 p.m. at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise and the Sauk Prairie Star and posted in three places.


Pledge of Allegiance was said.


The town board members present were:  Fred Thistle-Chairperson, Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk and Joan Bader-Town Treasurer.  Absent was Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor.


The minutes from the May 8th, 2003 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the minutes, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


Treasurer’s Report was given by Joan Bader as follows:  General account $162,411.69, Park Fund as $113,870.75, and Tree Fund $17,477.20.  The treasurer stated that she and the town clerk have balanced their books for May.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to approve the treasurer report, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried. 


Correspondence – there was 8 new homes were issued building permits, Letter from Columbia County Planning & Zoning on home occupation permit, Letter from Columbia County Planning & Zoning on Town Steering Committee Member, Vierbicher Bulletin, Letter from the Roark’s on trees bordering the road crossing that will be protected, List of Planning Commission Attendance from 2002 & 2003, map showing transport fiber locations and Coax Cable TV in the Town of West Point, Letter from Waste Management of Recycling Activity for March, April and May 2003 in the Town of West Point, Lodi Fire Commission Minutes, Letter from Department of Natural Resources on the Roark’s property(on Trail End) in Managed Forest Law, Letter from MEI to Richard Eckstein on failure to get a permit for driveway/erosion control and storm water runoff, Landscape, M&E Vision, Payne & Dolan Newsletter, Letter from MEI to Gordon Hartmann on 3 items for Storm water Management and Erosion Control Ordinance that need to be met for his expansion, Notice of Public Hearing for Chuck Stampfli on Wednesday, June 11, 2003 at Columbia County, Columbia County Economic Development minutes from March 5, 2003, Statement of Assessment, Manufacturing assessment roll for Real Estate and Personal Property, a copy of signed agreement with Columbia County on the Comprehensive Plan, a copy of a survey that the Town Clerk filled out on election technology, Copy of Rulemaking Regarding Municipal Rights-of-Way for the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin, Copy of liability Insurance for J&M Displays, Inc for Fireworks on July 5th, 2003, Letter from Dane County Planning & Development Authorizing Adoption of a Formal Order on Organization of Fish & Crystal Lake District, Note from Nicholas Voegeli who may be running for State Senator,  Newsletter from Lathrop & Clark, Letter asking for a donation for Lodi’s Susie the Duck Days, Invitation from Associated Bank on new East Madison Location, and a Pamphlet from Ruekert/Mielke on Outdoor Lighting.

 
A copy of the bills had been given to each town board member.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to pay the bills presented, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


Under Citizens input – Chuck Zeman asked why Green Valley are removing items from the dumpster.

The Planning Commission report was given by Kevin Kessler as follows:  May 15th meeting – Darlene Ballweg has 200 acres to divide into 6 – 35 acre lots – met with Darlene Ballweg on Clustering – Amend Land Use Plan to include Paul & Diane Abley property, Madison Sand & Gravel to cut into the hill to move scale – change in notice for all public notices and map to be included in notices – add citizens input and smart growth to regular agenda items; June 5th meeting – 2 public hearings (land use amendment & Rezoning for Paul and Diane Abley), Action Items – recommend to amend the Land Use Plan (reason contiguous to adjacent property) 1 oppose – recommend approval for rezoning for Diane and Paul Abley – 1 oppose – Darlene Ballweg was receptive to clustering lots along Highway J – gave different ideas – no action – CSM for Darlene Ballweg 2 lots for the existing houses to rural residential and deed restricting farm animals – Gordon Harman recommend approval subject to the town engineer erosion and storm water plan – the West Point Planning Commission asked to have the West Point Smart Growth Committee and the Town Board to have a revised Land Use Plan to be done by September 18th to show transitional district.

The Town Hall Committee is action items.

The Town Park Committee report was given by 3rd Supervisor Bill Niemi as follows:  Meeting on June 16th at 3:45 p.m. at park site to talk about – Town Park Ordinance – Town Park Name – Town Park General Construction – the site is rough and graded – question on drainage into play area. 

Bud Styer reported that Dane County is 1 month behind – as Kathleen Falk has no names of people to be on the Crystal/Fish Lake District – there has been no action – paper work has been done.  Chairman Fred Thistle will call to see what needs to be done to get the Lake District committee appointed.

Robert Davis asks the town board if they would like him to straighten road signs and repair/replace culvert markers.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to have Robert Davis do a proposal for straighten road signs and repairing/replacing culvert markers to the July meeting, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

Mucciolo Enterprises LL gave a slide presentation on a proposed West Point web site.  4th Supervisor Dean Schwarz will arrange a meeting with Geno Mucciolo and the Town Clerk to work on getting a web site.

Picking an engineer for the new town hall was brought up to the town board for discussion – each town board member has copies of the 2-engineer companies proposal.  After discussion a motion was made by Dean Schwarz to hire General Engineering from Portage to do the General and all the Business for the new town hall and Dick O’Connor will be the Town of West Point representative, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

The West Points Town Hall Committee made the following 3 sites for the town board to consider:  

#1 Current town hall site – the owner is no willing to sell 5 acres – recommendation to delete this site as it is not large enough to accommodated future expansion

#2 Fjord Road and Highway 188 – asking price of #3,500.00 per acre – could purchase 15 acres

Positives for Site – Located on major highway, natural gas available, site if fairly flat – room to expand in future

Negatives for Site – Moves town hall geographically to far West side of Town and long distance phone call to Madison

#3 Rausch Road and Highway 188 – asking price of $6,000.00 per acre – could purchase up to 8 acres – recommendation to offer $4,500.00 an acre 

Positives for Site – Located on Major highway – natural gas – site if fairly flat - room to expand – located town hall to the center of population corridor 

Negative for Site – remaining agricultural land would be less than 35 acre plat – the town may consider making a concession to allow one building site on remaining land and landowner might possible consider transferring development rights from home farm to this property

After discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen to have the town attorney offer to purchase up to 8 acres (from edge of the woods on Rausch Road to Highway 188) at a cost of $4,500.00 per acre at the Rausch Road Site #3, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried. 


Chuck Zeman came before the town board asking permission to purchase a lawn mower for the transfer site.  The cost would be approximately $800.00.  After discussion as motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Chuck Zeman purchase a new lawn mower up to $900.00 for the Transfer Site, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


The town clerk stated the Ayers will have phase 2 of our maps by the end of June – first of July.  Chairman Fred Thistle stated that there is a proposed subdivision on Highway 113 (Foss Property) being planned.


Amending the Town of West Point Land Use Plan to remove land from Agricultural and Woodland Preservation District to include in the Lakeshore Development District for Paul and Diane Abley property on Rausch Road.  The Planning Commission recommended approving the amendment by a vote of 5 to 1.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to amend the land use plan to include the Abley property for the following reasons:  


1. The parcel in contiguous to a residential area and could be considered a transitional area in the original plan

2. Parcel consist of marginal agricultural soils

3. It meets the intension to keep development along the lake looking to the future and possible sewer/utility district; and

4. The rezoning would assist in clustering development in areas of existing residential development.

2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


The rezoning application for Paul and Diane Abley for approximately 8 acres was presented to the town board for their consideration.  The Planning Commission recommended the rezoning by a vote of 5 to 1.  After discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen to approve the rezoning of approximately 8 acres from Agricultural to Single Family Residence for Paul and Diane Abley, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


The 2 lots CSM for Darlene Ballweg on Highway J was presented to the town board for their consideration.  The Planning Commission approved the CSM by a vote of 6 to 0.  1st Supervisor Alan Treinen stated that he is abstaining from voting on the CSM for Darlene Ballweg.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the 2 lots CSM for Darlene Ballweg on Highway J, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


The Town of West Point selling the park lot in Woodland Hills Subdivision was presented to the town board for consideration.  At the annual town meeting it was voted to have the Town of West Point sell the lot in Woodland Hills.  2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond had a soil evaluation and a percolation test done on the lot, which is 5.89 acres.  There were 2 perk tests that were positive.  The town engineer Joe Costanza stated the 5.89 acres could accommodate 4 to 6 houses (a drawing of the rough concept was included in his letter). After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to have the Attorney Jeff Clark to proceed to sell the lot (as one lot) with covenants of Woodland Hill Subdivision with a 1-lot deed restriction, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


Chad from Thundercat Fireworks came before the town board asking permission to have a fireworks display on June 21, 2003 at Lake Wisconsin Country Club for a wedding.  The neighbors of the Golf Course will be notified of the fireworks display.  The fireworks will be about 10 minutes and will be completed by 10:00p p.m.  Chad also presented the town with copies of the fireworks display permit and certificate of insurance.  After discussion a motion was made by Alan Treinen to allow Chad from Thundercat Fireworks to have a fireworks display on June 21, 2003 at Lake Wisconsin Country Club, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


The map from Harry Hanks of Columbia County in 1900 was brought up to the town board for consideration to buy the map.  Mr. Hanks would like approximately $1,000.00.  After discussion a motion was made to postpone the purchase of the Map to get an appraisal from the Sauk Prairie Historical Society, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


Chairman Fred Thistle brought up to the town board members that there were 2 dead trees on the Lake Access on Trails End that needed to be cut down and removed.  The cost to the town would be $250.00.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to pay the $250.00 for removal of the trees in the lake access on Trails End, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


1st Supervisor Alan Treinen was asked by Randy Herwig from the City of Lodi if the Town of West Point would like to participate in a household clean sweep joint program (City of Lodi, Town of Lodi and Town of West Point).  County Supervisor Dan See stated that Columbia County is applying for a grant for 2004 for a county clean sweep program, which would include household and agriculture.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen not to participate in the household clean sweep program, 2nd by Dean Schwarz – motion carried.


Alan Kubly from Madison Sand & Gravel would like to remove part of the hill to move the scale back and put another grain storage/building for farm use at the Gordon Hartmann property on Highway 60.  There was no action required by the Planning Commission.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the request by Madison Sand & Gravel upon the town engineer approving the erosion control, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.


Mr. David Bartkowski resident on Golf Road had written a 3-page letter, which all town board members had received prior to the meeting.  Mr. Bartkowski also asked if a town board member had social, financial, or membership at Lake Wisconsin Country Club.  Mr. Bartkowski stated his points on why the town board members should think about not renewing the liquor license for Lake Wisconsin Country Club.  Attorney Jeff Clark stated that all the licenses are renewal licenses.


An original Class B Liquor, Class B Beer License application was received from D & B Sunset Harbor, Inc. (formerly for Richard Eckstein as he Inc.) was presented to the town board for their consideration.  Chairman Fred Thistle asked if the police had ever been called to their establishment that was alcohol related, how do they handle underage drinking, does the bartender cut off a person who has had too much to drink?  The answer to these questions were no, no and to have someone else drive.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Class B Liquor, Class B Beer License, for D & B Sunset Harbor, Inc., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.


A Cigarette License for D & B Sunset Harbor, Inc was presented to the town board for their consideration.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the Cigarette License for D & B Sunset Harbor, Inc., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
