TOWN OF WEST POINT


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, March 13th, 2003 at 7:00 p.m. at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise and the Sauk Prairie Star and posted in three places.


Pledge of Allegiance was said.


The town board members present were:  Fred Thistle-Chairperson, Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor, Doug Richmond-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Torrey Latham-4th Supervisor (late).  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk. Joan Bader-Town Treasurer was absent.  


The minutes from the February 13th, 2003 meeting had been given to each of the town board members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to approve the minutes, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried.  


Treasurer’s Report was given by Edith Eberle as follows:  General account $178,209.51, Park Fund as $103,693.18, and Tree Fund $17,431.22.  The treasurer and clerk have balanced January and February with the Bank Statement.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to approve the treasurer report, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried.

Correspondence – Chairman Fred Thistle stated that at the Wisconsin Towns Association District meeting that the Governor’s is proposing to cut the Town of West Point Shared Revenue in 2003 by $1,553 and in 2004 to cut Shared Revenue by $23,297.00, letter from TMS a business that would like to township maintenance, a copy of a letter from Dick and Sally Lillie regarding Fish Lake Pumping, Municipal Clerks and Treasurers Institute, letter from Keven Kessler to Trails End Road Neighbors, Board of Review Training Session on April 17th, Columbia County Tourism Committee Kick-Off Dinner, a certified copy of Columbia County Ordinance No. Z2305-03 for Thomas and Nancy Bannan approving the rezoning, Lodi Fire Commission Minutes, copy of a letter sent to Columbia County on Haz-Mat Agreement – stating that the Town of West Point will not sign the agreement – but will pay the share of costs, letter from Wisconsin Department of Transportation stating no objection to David Mitchell CSM, Columbia Count Ag Reporter, a survey that the town chairman filled out and was faxed to WisDOT letter from Fahrner Asphalt Sealers, Inc, letter on amended Real Estate Transfer Tax Return for Darlene & Harold Nelson – copy faxed to assessor, letter from Charter Communications and Franchise fee check for $1,361.78, the Town of West Point 2002 housing survey – single family building added was 16 and 2 condominiums, letter from Waste Management on Recycling Activity for February, 2003, email from Geno Mucciolo on a meeting on March 20th at Columbia Count Courthouse on Height Modernization, copy of a letter sent to Barbara Meade to vacate the house on North Main street as agreed by the sale of the property to the municipalities of the Lodi Fire District,  Public Service Commission of Wisconsin prehearing conference is on March 20, 2003 and on March 31st at meeting at Sauk Prairie that Bill Niemi and Fred Thistle will attend.

A list of bills was given to each town board member for their consideration.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to pay the bills presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond gave the following report for the Planning Commission:  February 13th – CSM for Kathy Ballweg would like to add 1 more lot – the driveway is still a question, rezoning for Neal Schoepp (5 acres – needs CSM – Rural Zoning which will deed restrict 35 acres and limits the number of animals to 1 animal per acre), Variance for Richard Eckstein, Variance for Will Sadek; March 6th  – a public hearing for Neal Schoepp and Richard Eckstein, no variance was required for Will Sadek,  the CSM for Zeman/Heffron was approved, 20% slope was discussed – could take land away to make a flat site, discussion on revising the Erosion and Storm water Ordinance to include Rain Gardens.

2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond gave the following report for the town hall committee:  the public hearing was held on March 5th there was 15 people present – there was good and bad comments (stage and size of the building) on the proposed plan for the new town hall.

Mr. Mike Abby from Computer Technologies of Wisconsin, Inc. gave a demonstration on LaserFische Computer Program which would take of old town minutes and scan them into the program and could be categories by date etc.

Attorney Jeff Clark presented and explained the proposed Ordinance for the Historical Society.  It was suggested that some of the town board members go the March 25th meeting to talk about the proposed Ordinance.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the Ordinance for the Historical Society until the April meeting, 2nd b Doug Richmond – motion was carried.

Dane County held a meeting last Tuesday for forming a Lake District and it will go to the Dane County Board soon.

On town roads – there was a question when the weight limits will be going on the road - 4th Supervisor Torrey Latham will look check into weight limits and will move the sign on O’Connor road as it is block by trees.

A motion was made by Torrey Latham to postpone the Webb Page for the Town of West Point, as all proposals have not been received, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.

A motion was made by Alan Treinen to postpone the selection of a town Internet Service, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

The CSM for Heffron/Zeman on Trails End was presented to the town board for their consideration.  The Planning Commission approved the CSM.  The town is to remove the culvert at a cost of up to $2,500.00.  The developer is to pay $3,000.00 for Park Fee and provide a letter of credit.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to approve the CSM upon the payment of fees and documents, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.

A motion was made by Alan Treinen to have 5 people work at the April 1st election and to provide one meal, 2nd by Torrey Latham – motion carried.

Chairman Fred Thistle presented the following names of people to serve on the West Point’s Smart Growth Committee as follows:  Fred Madison – Chairman, 1 person at large per issue, Ron Grasshoff, Gene Edwards, Dean Schwarz, Bud Styer, Mike Bunch, Gabe Miller.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the above names to be on the Smart Growth Committee, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

Joe Costanza, Town Engineer presented the town board with 3 bids for 6 roads (Loverning Road, Morter Road, Smith Park, Blackhawk, Trails End, and Chrislaw Road) as follows:  D.L. Gasser Construction for $151,125.45, Tri County Paving, Inc - $184,247.94, and Madison Crushing & Excavating Co. - $185,967.15.  The Town Budget is $176,000.00.  Joe Costanza recommended that the town accept DL Gasser Construction bid for $151,125.45.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to accept the bid from DL Gasser Construction at $151,125.45, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.

Joe Costanza, Town Engineer presented the town board with 5 bids for Grading and Site Work for Selwood Park as follows:  Meise Construction Inc. - $16,810.25, DL Gasser Construction - $20,497.45, Tri County Paving - $23,072.25, Lanzendorf Transfer Inc. - $23,280.30 and Madison Crushing & Excavating Co. - $25,046.75.  Joe Costanza recommended that the town accept Meise Construction Inc. bid of $16,810.25.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to accept the bid from Meise Construction Inc. for $16,810.25, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.  It was also suggested that there be a sign put up “Town of West Point Town Park”.

Joe Costanza, Town Engineer presented the town board with 2 bids for Playground Equipment for Selwood Park as follows:  Miller and Associates Construction, Inc.  - $16,490.00 and Gerber Leisure Products, Inc. - $17,600.00.  Joe Costanza recommended that the town accept Miller and Associates Construction, Inc bid of $16,490.00.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to accept the bid from Miller and Associates Construction, Inc. for $16,490.00, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.

The final plat for Sandhill was presented to the town board for their consideration.  Attorney Jeff Clark stated that all documents have been revised and are ready for final approval.  A motion was made by Doug Richmond to approve the final plat for Sandhill upon the payment of fees, letter of credit, and all document signed, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

A copy of the Ordinance on Tax Payments in Excess of Tax Bill Amount was given to each town board member for their consideration.  After discussion a motion was made by Doug Richmond to post pone the Ordinance on Tax Payments in Excess of Tax Bill Amount, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

The following 3 operator licenses were presented to the town board for their consideration:  Sarah Jiran, Lori Strittmatter, and Laura Varney.  A motion was made by Alan Treinen to grant the 3 operator licenses, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

The Town of West Point has 2 unpaid Personal Property Taxes for 2002 and 2003.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have the Town Treasurer go to small claims court for Boardwalk, 2nd by Torrey Latham – motion carried. 

A motion was made by Doug Richmond to postpone the Rezoning for Neal Schoepp, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.

A variance application was presented to the town board for Richard Eckstein (moving of the Fuel Tank and Dispensing Unit) at Sunset Harbor on Highway 188.  The Planning Commission approve the variance.  After discussion – a motion was made by Bill Niemi to approve the variance for Richard Eckstein, 2nd by Torrey Latham – motion carried.

2nd Supervisor Doug Richmond asked the town board for permission to have Attorney Jeff Clark draft an addition to the Erosion/Storm water Ordinance for Rain Gardens. After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Attorney Jeff Clark do a draft to include Rain Gardens in the Erosion/Storm water Ordinance, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried.

Chairman Fred Thistle stated that he had talked to the Town of Portland in Dodge County (43 miles of road) and they put the mowing of town roads out for bid by the mile not the hour.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Joe Costanza make up bid documents for mowing of the town roads, 2nd by Alan Treinen – motion carried.

Town Clerk Edith Eberle stated that she had received a letter from GI Supply Company that they were giving the town a 30 day notice that they are discontinuing the contract for maintenance on the town copier do to the age of the copier.  The town board told  the town clerk to do some pricing/checking for next year budget.

4th Supervisor Torrey Latham gave his resignation effective April 30th, 2003 as he is moving out of the Town of West Point.  The town will advertise for 4th Supervisor to complete his term of office.

A motion was made by Torrey Latham to adjourn the meeting at 10:00p.m. 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
