TOWN OF WEST POINT


Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held a special joint meeting on Thursday, May 15, 2003 with the Planning Commission and the Smart Growth Committee at 7:00 p.m. at the West Point town hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise and the Sauk Prairie Star and posted in three places.


The town board members present were:  Fred Thistle – Town Chairman, Doug Richmond-2nd, Supervisor (also on Planning Commission), Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Dean Schwarz-4th Supervisor.  Also present was Edith Eberle-Town Clerk.  Absent was Alan Treinen-1st Supervisor.


The Planning Commission members present were:  Fred Madison – Chairman (also on Smart Growth Committee), Dick O’Connor, Gordon Carncross, Scott King, Kevin Kessler and Cliff Lawton (late).


The Smart Growth Committee members present were:  Mike Bunch, Ron Grasshoff, and Gene Edwards.  Absent was:  Bud Styer and Gabe Miller.  


Chairman Fred Madison and Fred Thistle called the meetings to order.   On the agenda is Columbia County Comprehensive Plan.  The meeting was turned over to John Bluemke Columbia County Planning and Zoning Director.  Mr. Bluemke explained the following guidelines that Columbia County is planning to work on with the towns on (Smart Growth) Comprehensive Plan:


9 towns have signed agreement, work together with county on a uniform plan, take 4 to 5 years to adopt new plan, better working with County as more information is available, have time line set up for each phase, cost of $10,000.00 ($2,500.00 each year), the towns will do the work with Columbia County help, if the State of Wisconsin withdraws the mandate – the county will continue with the plan. 


Question were asked on concerns members had.  The plan is not enforceable until the entire plan is finished.


A recommendation by the Smart Growth committee was to join Columbia County Comprehensive Plan – 5 yes – 0 no.


A motion was made by Dick O’Connor to recommend to the town board to join the Columbia County Comprehensive Plan, 2nd by Scott King – motion carried.


A motion was made by Bill Niemi to join the Columbia County Comprehensive Plan, 2nd by Doug Richmond – motion carried. 


A motion was made by Doug Richmond to adjourn the special town board meeting at 8:03 p.m., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.
