Foster Trust.  A public hearing on January 5, 2016 regarding a proposed amendment to the Columbia County Comprehensive Plan 2030. A motion was made by Matt Zeman to hold the Town Caucus on Thursday January 14, 2016 at 6:30pm, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.

Ron Grasshoff, Chair of the Open Space Committee, gave a presentation evaluating the annual donation to Fish, Crystal, Mud Lake District. The Open Space Committee had these recommendations: the district informs and educates the people about the plan and purpose of the district; the district re-evaluates the revenue stream; develop a  detailed lake management plan with public participation-bylaws require approval by members; keep the Town informed by providing us with notices and minutes for meetings.
