
TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, December 13, 2012 at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.  


The Town Board meeting was called to order by Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman at 7:00 p.m.  The town board members present were: Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman, John Miller-1st Supervisor, Gordon Carncross-2nd Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Matt Zeman-4th Supervisor.  Also present were Edith K. Eberle-Town Clerk and Lonna Zeman-Town Treasurer. 


The Pledge of Allegiance was said.


A motion was made by Matt Zeman to move agenda items around when the Town Attorney arrives, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.


Citizen Input:  None
Copies of the November 8, 2012 meeting were emailed to each town board member prior to the meeting for their review. A motion was made by John Miller to approve the November 8,  2012 minutes as presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried.  

Copies of the November 13, 2012 meeting were emailed to each town board member prior to the meeting for their review. A motion was made by John Miller to approve the November 13,  2012 minutes as presented, 2nd by Bill Niemi  – motion carried.  

Treasurer Lonna Zeman had prepared the following report: General Fund as of November 30, 2012 - $247,661.17; Park Fund $3,286.82 ($89.78 in separate account in Quick Books and $3,197.04 is in a six month CD Park Fund at the Bank of Prairie du Sac); Historical Society is $2,633.18; and Savannah Tree is $2,124.28 it was converted to a 1 year CD.  The Town Treasurer and Town Clerk balanced the bank accounts for the month of November.

Correspondence – A signed copy of the Ryan Park Management Agreement between the Friends of Scenic Lodi Valley and the Town of West Point; a reminder notice for Paul Olson and Kimberly Derra that need a Conditional Use Permit  for excavating and landscaping business; received  checks from Charter in the amounts of $2,990.93 and $507.71; a civil summons by the State of Wisconsin (Plaintiff) and Crystal Lake RV Resort, LLC, Morgan RV Resorts LLC, Morgan Management LLC (Defendants) for the following 7violations:  1. Failure to monitor flow wastewater treatment lagoons, 2. Failure to keep adequate records; 3. Failure to submit annual Land Treatment Report, 4.Failure to timely submit daily monitoring results, 5. Unscheduled bypass, 6. Failure to mitigate, 7. Failure to sample; a signed Memorandum of Understanding between Columbia County and Town of West Point on statewide voter registration system; email from Tom Lorfeld, Columbia County Highway Commissioner with comments from the November 8th Town Board meeting, a letter from Columbia County Planning and Zoning seeking feedback from town by Friday, February 1st, 2013 on Farmland Preservation, and a request to cut timber and pulp on the Larry Sawyer property.
A copy of the 2012 budget was given to each town board member with highlighted categories that are over budget for their information.  After discussion a motion was made by Bill Niemi to use all the contingencies and the remaining funds needed to come out of highway maintenance, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.

The bills were reviewed by each town board member prior to the town board meeting.  A copy of the bills, deposits, budget for 2012 were given to each town board member for their information.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to pay the Lake District the $5,000.00 that was in this year budget; 2nd by Dean Schwarz – yes 4; no 1 – motion carried.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to pay the bills as presented including the Alliant bill that was received today, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried unanimously.  

An application was received from Pine Vista for a Mobile Home Park License for the Town Board consideration.  Pine Vista has 66 mobile homes in the park that are taxable.  A motion was made by John Miller to grant a Mobile Home Park License to Pine Vista LLC for 66 mobile homes, 2nd by Bill Neimi - motion carried unanimously.


An application was received from Crystal Lake RV Resort, LLC for a Mobile Home Park License for the Town Board consideration.  Crystal Lake RV Resort, LLC has 233 mobile homes in the park that are taxable.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to grant a Mobile Home Park License to Crystal Lake RV Resort, LLC for 233 mobile homes, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.

An application was received from Schoepp’s Cottonwood Resort for a Mobile Home Park License for the Town Board consideration.  Schoepp’s Cottonwood Resort has 45 mobile homes in the park that is taxable.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to grant a Mobile Home Park License to Schoepp’s Cottonwood Resort for 45 mobile homes, 2nd by Gordon Carncross - motion carried unanimously.

An application was received from Gasser Bros., Inc. (W11066 County Highway J) for a Mobile Home License for Farm Labor for the Town Board consideration.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to grant a Mobile Home License for Farm Labor to Gasser Bros. Inc., 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.

An application was received from Jeff and Pat Morter (W12059 State Highway 113) for a Mobile Home License for Farm Labor for the Town Board consideration.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to grant a Mobile Home License for Farm Labor to Jeff and Pat Morter, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.

A variance request for Edward & Kimberly Mondek to remove existing west-end of house and replace with a slightly larger addition to cottage at N2435 State Highway 188 – tax parcel 729.A; the variances required ate Section 16-110-030 (a) (1) b Class A Highway Setback; Section 16-5-40 Water Setback; and Section 16-5-80 Expansion of Nonconforming Structure of the Columbia County Shoreland-Wetland Ordinance was presented to the Town Board for their consideration.  The Plan Commission recommended approval of the variance showing a hardship through findings of fact regarding that they are moving the septic tank farther from the lake, the new addition is not going any closer to the lake, and squaring off the house.  Scott Frey from Frey Construction was present at the meeting representing the Mondek’s.  Scott Frey stated that it will bring  the cottage up to code.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to recommend to Columbia County approval of the variance for Edward & Kimberly Mondek, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.
A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to postpone action on possible violation in Town right-a-way in Selwood Subdivision and to have the Town Engineer take picture of possible violations, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.  Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that when a Driveway permit is granted there may need to have a culvert put in to benefit storm water.

Attorney Jeff Clark had presented a revised copy of the Non Metallic Mining Ordinance for the Town Board consideration.  The Plan Commission recommends approval of the Non Metallic Mining Ordinance with revision in Section 14.09.  Lanzendorf Transfer agreement with the Town of West Point was made on 9-13-2007 for a 15 year term and Yahara agreement with the Town of West Point was made on 02-12-2010 for a 10 year term.  The intent of the ordinance is to “grandfather” any site in operation under a current agreement.  The Town of West Point will need to consider the permit fees to be applied in a variety of circumstances from an initial application, renewal application and the fee for converting an agreement to a permit.  The Town of West Point will need to decide what the “deposit” amounts are in the event of a violation of the ordinance.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to schedule a public hearing on the Non Metallic Mining Ordinance on January 10, 2013, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.  A letter will be sent to each Yahara and Lanzendorf informing them of the ordinance and date of public hearing.
Attorney Jeff Clark has presented a revised copy of Chapter 6 – Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance for the Town Board consideration.  The Plan Commission recommends approval of the Chapter 6 – Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance with revision in Section 6.04 adding a new paragraph (D)  a land division of four (4) lots or parcel may not be require a preparation of a plat  but the use of a Certified Survey Map in certain instances with the discretion of the Plan Commission.  The Plan Commission (not Town Clerk) will now review all lot line adjustment by a Certified Survey Map and approval.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to schedule a public hearing on Chapter 6 – Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance on January 10, 2013, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.  

Chairman Dean Schwarz asked if the Town of West Point needs to add to the Code of Ordinances and ordinance that establishes a fee for renting out the town hall.  The Attorney Jeff Clark suggested that we do all fees as a resolution, as we do not have amend each ordinance when we change fees.  After discussion a motion was made by Matt Zeman to lease as is, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.  

Attorney Jeff Clark stated that in his opinion a prevailing wage does not apply to the Ryan Park Shelter Project, but the competitive bidding process does apply to the Ryan Park Shelter Project; and there is no problem with an interest free loan.
Attorney Jeff Clark had prepared a Promissory Note stating that it is a 10 year promissory with no interest; and a Resolution regarding the Ryan Park – Park Shelter Project for the Town Board consideration.   A motion was made by John Miller to have the Park Committee Chairman (Bill Niemi) take the Promissory Note and Resolution for the Ryan Park shelter project to the borrower for his consideration, 2nd by Dean Schwarz.  
Quotes for refinishing the Town of West Point/Ryan Park Sign are as follows:  Openwood Studios, Inc - $2,765.00 and Bernie Signs - $3,000.00 was presented to the Town Board for their consideration.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Openwood Studios, Inc. refinish the Town of West Point/Ryan Park Sign, 2nd by Matt Zeman – the motion was removed.  A motion was made by John Miller postpone action on the refinishing the Town of West Point/Ryan Park Sign to allow each town board member to look at the sign and to put it on the January 10, 2013 meeting, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that the Town Engineer, Chuck Bongard has received the following bids for mowing:

· Alan Treinen & Scott Davis - $17,600.00

· Buchanan’s Mowing & Maintenance - $20,000.00

· Columbia County (Estimate) - $26,774.54

Brushing:
· Alan Treinen & Scott Davis – Hourly Rate $115.00 (brush, chipping sweeping and auto cutting unit

· Buchanan’s Mowing & Maintenance – Hourly Rate $487.00) brush, chipping, sweeping, auto cutting, truck and bobcat.  Emergent Cutting of $250.50 (man, truck, bobcat)

· Columbia County (Estimate) - $1,665.00.

The Town Engineer is recommending the brushing contract be award to Columbia County Highway and the mowing contract be awarded to Alan Treinen & Scott Davis.  There was discussion.  A motion was made by John Miller to award the brushing and mowing contract to Alan Treinen & Scott Davis for one (1) year  with a possible extension of three (3) years, proof of Insurance and Town Board to give the contractor a budgeted amount to do the brushing, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – motion carried unanimously. 

MSA would like to scan the maps of MEI and keep them on file.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to have MSA scan the maps at a cost not to exceed $500.00, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Dean Schwarz stated that Chrislaw Road guard rail has been put in and the large rocks have been removed for the Lake Drive boat landing.
A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to set January 22, 2013 for town caucus at 7:00 p.m., 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.
A motion was made by Dean Schwarz (Town Chairman) to contact Son Electric to get a cost for replacing the emergency lights at the Town hall, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously. 

Renewal of Cropland contract was brought up to the town board for consideration.  Discussion followed – soybeans would be the cheapest, needs lime, use the soil sample as bench mark up for standards and a 3 year contract.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to put the renewal cropland contract out for bid which would include maintain soil standard and be careful not to spray on the natural area boarding the cropland, 2nd by John Miller - motion carried unanimously.  

Contract with Johnson Block to audit the Town books for 2012 at a cost of $5,500.00 and $450.00 for Form C was presented to the Town board for their consideration.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Johnson Block audit the 2012 town books at a cost of $5,500.00 and $450.00 for Form C, 2nd by Matt Zeman - motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on setting up an Ad Hoc Committee to look into Broadband in the Town of West Point.  Darrell Lehman stated that he has been IT person for many years and would like to be on the Broadband committee.  2nd Supervisor Gordon Carncross stated that Ashley Nedeau-Owen and he would also like to be on the committee.  A motion was made by John Miller to postpone action on setting up an Ad Hoc Committee to see if anyone else in the Town of West Point is interested in being on the committee, 2nd by Bill Niemi - motion carried unanimously.
Chairman Dean Schwarz gave an update of the Ferry Landing Park as there may be funding to get a handicap pier with a walkway.  No action.

A motion was made by John Miller to adjourn the December 13, 2012 town board meeting at 9:45 p.m., 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.
