Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, January 8, 2015 at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.  

	The Town Board meeting was called to order by Dean Schwarz, Town Chair, at 7:06 p.m.  The town board members present were: Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman, John Miller-1st Supervisor, Gordon Carncross-2nd Supervisor, Ashley Nedeau-Owen -3rd Supervisor, and Matt Zeman -4th Supervisor.  Also present was Taffy Buchanan-Town Clerk and Lonna Zeman-Town Treasurer.  

	The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

	A motion was made by Matt Zeman to approve the agenda and move items around if needed, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.

Copies of the December 11, 2014 minutes were emailed to each town board member prior to the meeting for their review. A motion was made by John Miller to approve the December 11, 2014 minutes with a change, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.  

Treasurer Lonna Zeman had prepared the following report: General Fund as of December 31, 2014 - $2,791,096.82; Park Fund $3696.16; Historical Society is $3,132.43 and Savannah Tree is $2,143.44 is in a 1 year CD (matures 5/24/15).  The Town Treasurer and Town Clerk reconciled the bank accounts for the month of December.  

Correspondence – Local Government Center- UW Extension workshops on Current Issues Affecting Local Government Officials.  Dean Schwarz received an invitation to a dinner at the Dorf Haus for the Lake Wisconsin Chamber of Commerce on January 15, 2014. The Town received approved minutes from the Lodi EMS November meeting and crew minutes from September 15, 2014 meeting also the EMS Directors Report from October 14, 2014.  We received a letter from WTA Urban Towns Committee asking the Town to become a member.  We received a letter from a concerned citizen about the condition of Golf Road and he recommend to the Town to redo the road.  Agricultural Community Engagement Education Seminar is February 24 in the Wisconsin Dells.
