The proposed highway expenditures for 2012 are $325,524.39.  A motion was made by John Miller to approve $325,524.39 for highway expenditures for 2012, 2nd by Bill Niemi – yes 6 - no 0 – abstained 1 – motion carried.


A motion was made by John Miller to adopt the Town of West Point tax levy of $506,617.80 for 2012, 2nd by Bill Niemi – yes 6- no 0 – abstained 1 – motion carried.  
A motion was made by Bill Niemi to adjourn the special town meeting at 7:10 p.m. and to set April 10, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. for the annual town meeting, 2nd by Gordon Carncross – yes 7 - no 0 – motion carried.
