TOWN OF WEST POINT



A public hearing for the 2013Town of West Point Budget was held on Tuesday, November 13, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall.  The public hearing was published in the Sauk Prairie Star and the Lodi Enterprise, posted in three places and on the Town’s web site.  


A copy of the summary of the proposed budget was also posted in three places. 25 residents were present.


Copies of the 2013 proposed budget were handed out to residents.  


The Public Hearing was closed at 7:25 p.m.



The special town meeting was called to order at 7:26 p.m. by the Town Chairman Dean Schwarz.  The meeting was published in the Sauk Prairie Star and the Lodi Enterprise, posted in three places and on the Town’s web site.



A motion was made by Matt Zeman to vote by a show of hands, 2nd by John Miller – yes 25 – no 0 – motion carried.


The minutes were read by town clerk Edith Eberle from the Special November Town meeting held on November 8, 2011.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to approve the minutes as read, 2nd by Kevin Kessler – yes 25 – no 0 – motion carried.


Consider raising the salary for the Town Chairman from $8,000.00 to $10,000.00 starting in May of 2013 was presented to the Town residents.  A motion was made by Gordon Carncross to raise the Town Chairman salary from $8,000.00 to $10,000.00, there was no second – motion failed.  A motion was made by John Miller not to raise the Town Chairman salary (to leave at $8,000.00), 2nd by Herman Miller – yes 22 – no 3 – motion carried. 


The proposed highway expenditures for 2013 are $375,226.00.  A motion was made by Fred Thistle to approve $375,226.00 for highway expenditures for 2013, 2nd by Herman Miller – yes 23 – no 0 – abstained – 2 - motion carried.


A motion was made by John Miller to adopt the Town of West Point tax levy of $508,698.01 for 2013, 2nd by Doug Richmond – yes 25 - no 0 – motion carried.  
A motion was made by John Miller to adjourn the special town meeting at 7:35 p.m. and to set April 16, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. for the annual town meeting, 2nd by Herman Miller – yes 25 - no 0  – motion carried.
