
TOWN OF WEST POINT

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.84, the Town Board of the Town of West Point held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, September 13, 2012 at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was published in the Lodi Enterprise, the Sauk Prairie Star, posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.  

The Town Board meeting was called to order by Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman at 6:50 p.m.  The town board members present were: Dean Schwarz-Town Chairman, John Miller-1st Supervisor, Bill Niemi-3rd Supervisor and Matt Zeman-4th Supervisor.  Also present were Edith K. Eberle-Town Clerk and Lonna Zeman-Town Treasurer. Absent was Gordon Carncross-2nd Supervisor.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.


A motion was made by Matt Zeman to move agenda items around as needed, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.


Citizen Input:  None
Copies of the August 13, 2012 meeting were emailed to each town board member prior to the meeting for their review. A motion was made by John Miller to approve the August 13, 2012 minutes with one name change, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.


Treasurer Lonna Zeman had prepared the following report: General Fund as of August 31, 2012 - $333,990.11; Park Fund $3,281.19 ($89.78 in separate account in Quick Books and $3,191.41is in a six month CD Park Fund at the Bank of Prairie du Sac); Historical Society is $2,530.81; and Savannah Tree is $2,124.28 it was converted to a 1 year CD.  The Town Treasurer and Town Clerk balanced the bank accounts for the month of August.

Correspondence – Final estimate for Shared Revenue payment in November is $17,406.00; Preliminary Population is 1,970; Notice of Public Service Hearing on September 18, 2012; Columbia County Community Development Block Grant Information; A resolution passed by City of Lodi on per diem rate for City of Lodi Representatives on Lodi Area Fire Commission and Lodi Area EMS Commission;  Letter from Kevin Kessler on Requirement for Posting Emergency Numbers;  Letter from MSA to Lanzendorf Excavating and Landscaping and Bob’s Digging and Landscaping for quotes to do excavation work near Town Hall property; Letter from DNR on owners of private woodlands enrolled in Managed Forest Law; Public Hearing for Dane County Farmland Preservation Plan; and 2012 Equalization Value for the Town of West Point is: real estate – 318,724,900 (decrease -1.19); personal property – 1,292,200 (decrease -9.45) a total decrease of  3,984,700 or -1.23; Notice from Dane County on Town of Vienna and Town of Berry adopting  Comprehensive Plan; and pamphlet on a residential property that is being rented which has been given Columbia County Planning and Zoning.

The Town Clerk Edith Eberle had given each Town Board member a copy of the 2012 Town Board Budget with highlighted items that are over budget that need to be revised.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to move $662.84 from Engineer Road #53101 to Miscellaneous Engineer expenses #51301, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously. 


A motion was made by Bill Niemi to move $1,025.00 from Reserve Contingencies #59900 to Insurance #51932 and Humane Expense #54105, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.


A motion was made by Bill Niemi to move $25,000.00 from Snow Plowing #53312 to Highway Maintenance #53311, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.


The bills were reviewed by each town board member prior to the town board meeting.  A copy of the bills, deposits, budget for 2012 were given to each town board member for their information.    A motion was made by Bill Niemi  to pay the bills as presented , 2nd by John Miller  - motion carried unanimously.  
Conditional Use Permit for Todd Olson at W13172 State Highway 188, Lodi, WI 53555 Tax Parcel #24.1A was presented to the Town Board for consideration.  Todd Olson explained to the Town Board that the CUP would allow the structure to be used as a two family dwelling. The Plan Commission recommended to the Town Board approval contingent upon the conditions that Columbia County is recommending and that a copy of the shared driveway document be provided.  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to recommend approval of the Conditional Use Permit contingent upon the following conditions:

· a complete evaluation of the septic system to determine if it is in proper working condition and has the capacity for the number of bedrooms associated with the proposed use
· the door between the two units be removed and the space sealed such that it is an unpierced wall – sec. 16-140-020 H
·  new address be assigned to the adjacent property 11040-24.I
·  obtain or show DOT approval for shared driveway
·  A separate document be recorded that is approved by the Town which explains the shared driveway easement and the maintenance responsibilities for the easement as well as provides a legal description of the easement.
2nd by Matt Zeman – Yes 3 – No 0 – Bill Niemi abstained.


Discussion on Ordinance for Retention of Records was brought up to the Town Board for discussion.  Chuck Bongard, Town Engineer explained that he was organizing the records from MEI as follows:

· Scan the original plans for building; 
· Building permits need to be kept forever but they need to be filed in categories;

· Correspondence can be destroyed after 7 years.  
A motion was made by Bill Niemi to allow Chuck Bongard destroy correspondence after 7 years, scan original plans and organize building permits to make them easy to find, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.


A motion made by Matt Zeman to postpone action on setting up a memorial account for donations to the Town of West Point for the park shelter, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously. 


Chuck Bongard, Town Engineer did a presentation to the Town Board on Park Improvements including a Handicap Pier at the Ferry Landing.  There were photos of different options that could be installed at the DOT Ferry Landing.  The potential Park Costs was $410,000.00 to $575,000.00.  The project could be done in sections not all at one time to save money. The Ferry Landing Park is located on Lake Wisconsin, near the Merrimac Ferry, the Ice Age Trail and State Highway 113 and 188, the Ferry Landing is ideal candidate for an application for public grant funding.  The cost of the grant application would be $6,500.00 ($3,500.00 would be for completing the application forms, narratives, compiling the support documentation and $3,000.00 would be for the preliminary conceptual engineer plans). There could be a combined funding, for the grant with LACE, Town of Lodi, City of Lodi and Town of West Point.  The grant application is due by May 1st.   The Ferry Landing is a historical landing.  In the Town of West Point Outdoor Open Space Plan recommended improving the Ferry Landing, to have it accessible for Handicap people to allow them to go fishing etc.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone action until DOT stated that they would along with the concept and address the funding at budget time, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.

Brushing Contract was presented to the Town Board for consideration.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to put Brushing of Town Roads out for bid, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.  


A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have Chuck Bongard, Town Engineer help with the bid notice for Brushing of Town Roads, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.


Mowing Contract was presented to the Town Board for consideration.  A motion was made by Matt Zeman to put Mowing of Town Board out for bid, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously. 

A motion was made by Matt Zeman to have Chuck Bongard, Town Engineer help with the bid notice for Mowing of Town Roads, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.


Snowplowing Contract was presented to the Town Board for consideration.  Brian Schmidt from Brian Schmidt Enterprises stated the price is the same as it has been for 3 years with the exception of sand price.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to award the snowplowing contract to Brian Schmidt Enterprise for 3 years at the same price as it is presently with the exception of sand prices, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.


A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to postpone donation for Park Shelter on interest Free Loan as there is some concerns with the loan and prevailing wage, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.


A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to postpone action on appointment to the Historical Commission, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.


Edith Eberle, Town Clerk presented a copy of a price quote of $605.00 from S.S.E. Floor Care, LLC (Lars Schwenn) for stripping, scrubbing, sealing and finished the tile floors in the Town Hall.  They have not been finished since the Town Hall was built in 2004.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to have S.S.E. Floor Care, LLC (Lars Schwenn) to strip, scrub, seal and finish the tile floors for a cost of $605.00, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.


Consider changing the faucets in the outside bathrooms to automatic shut off.  There are four faucets in the outside bathrooms.  The reason being is there are faucets that are left running and if no one is around to shut them off they run for a very long time which is bad for the Town septic system.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to get a quote for replacing the faucets and put it in the 2013 Budget, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.  Matt Zeman will get a quote for replacing the faucets.

 
Edith Eberle, Town Clerk asked the Town Board to consider upgrading the internet speed for the computers from 5 mg to 20 mg (the cost for 20 mg is $79.99 and present cost for 5 mg is $49.99) and to consider putting call forwarding on the phone for an additional cost of $6.00 per month.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to upgrade the internet speed for the town computers to 20 mg and to put call forwarding on the town phone, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.


The Town of West Point contract for the copier is up in November, 2012.  G-I Office Technologies has given the following cost for a 60 month contract for a black and white copier (206L) with fax for 81.23 per month or a color copier (2040c) with fax for 121.36 per month for the Town Board consideration.  The reason we are adding a fax is that the Town’s fax machine (purchased in December of 2001) is not working.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to contract with G-I Office Technologies for a black and white copier (206L) with fax for 60 months at a cost of $81.23 per month, 2nd by Matt Zeman – motion carried unanimously.


Gordon Carncross had a soil test done on the Town of West Point field for the Town Board consideration.  A motion was made by Bill Niemi to postpone action on the soil test and to see if the Town could find the first test that was done a few years ago to compare,  2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.


The following resolutions of service was presented to the Town Board for their consideration: Alan Treinen (#09-13-2012-2TB); Douglas Richmond (#09-13-2012TBPC); Scott King (#09/13/2012-1-TBPC); and Torrey Latham (#09-13-2012-1TB).  A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to approve the resolutions of service for Alan Treinen (#09-13-2012-2TB); Douglas Richmond (#09-13-2012TBPC); Scott King (#09/13/2012-1-TBPC); and Torrey Latham (#09-13-2012-1TB), 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Dean Schwarz to do resolutions of service for all Town Board members, Plan Commission members and Historical Commission members since 2004, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Dean Schwarz had presented the Town Board with what it is costing the Town of West Point for the following single use roads which the Town is considering vacating:
· Boehmer Road - $1,098.11 for one year

· Price Road - $506.82 for one year

· Greimel Road - $1,224.81 for one year
There was discussion on vacating Boehmer, Price and Greimel – a motion was 
made by Matt Zeman to drop vacating Boehmer, Price and Greimel Roads, 2nd by John Miller – motion carried unanimously.

Chuck Bongard, Town Engineer presented proposal/estimate for ditching and culvert from the following:
· Columbia County Highway for Chrislaw Road for guard and culvert for $2,427.07
· Lanzendorf Excavation & Landscape for West Point Town Hall site grading for $5,104.00

· Bob’s Digging & Landscaping Inc. for West Point Town Hall site for grading for $4,230.55

· Columbia County Highway for West Point Town Hall site for grading for $1,563.39

The Town Board discussed the different proposals, a motion was made by Matt Zeman to confirm the estimated cost from Columbia County Highway and if correct to have Columbia County Highway do both Chrislaw Road ($2,427.07) and West Point Town Hall site ($1,563.39) and to use the dirt that is removed at the West Point Town Hall to fill in by Dave Cole’s home were a culvert needs to be replaced on State Highway 188, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion was carried unanimously.  Chuck Bongard, Town Engineer is going to contact Bill Statz from Columbia County Highway to go over the contours and cost.

A motion was made by Matt Zeman to get a bid for redoing the south side entrance with a culvert and to budget it for next year, 2nd by Bill Niemi – motion carried unanimously.  The construction dumpster is not filling up as usual.  Chairman Dean Schwarz will contact Alan Treinen on fixing the fence as the Transfer Site.
