


WEST POINT AREA HISTORICAL SOCIETY
MINUTES

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statutes 19.84, the West Point Area Historical Society held a meeting on Tuesday, January 8, 2103, at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.  It was also placed on the Historical Society web site, Facebook and Twitter.

Agenda #1 – Call to Order – Acting President Mary Ann Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:14 pm.  Members present were Mary Ann Johnson, Karon Hamilton, Kristine Lehman, Della Ryan, Chris Ryan and Sharon Richmond.

Agenda #4 – Public Input or future agenda items not a discussion item – None.

Agenda #5 – Approval of Minutes for October 2, 2012 – The minutes had been emailed to the Historical Society members prior to the meeting for their review.  Copies were also available for review at the meeting.  A motion was made by Karon Hamilton to approve the minutes of October 2, 2012, second by Kristine Lehman – motion carried unanimously.  

Agenda #6 – Treasurer’s Report – There is a balance of $2,773.47 which is through December 14, 2012.  A motion was made by Chris Ryan to approve the amount of $2,773.47 for the treasury balance, second by Sharon Richmond – motion carried unanimously.  

Agenda #7 – 2013 Calendar Report - It was noted that all of the 2013 calendars have been sold.  Mary Ann has reviewed all deposits regarding the calendar sales.  There may be two or three calendars available if someone really wants one.  

Agenda #8 – 2014 Calendar – Categories for research for the 2014 calendar were Al Ray Sub-division, Lake Wisconsin Ski Team, Fred Madison historical items, Eagle Watch, Ferry, Wollersheim, Lake Wisconsin Flooding, Vietnam war veterans, Lake Wisconsin Boat Club and further research regarding the schools located in the area.  Everyone took a couple of items and will report on their research at the next meeting.  

Agenda #9 – Pick a date for Headstone Cleaning Program – Tuesday, April 2 or Tuesday, April 9, 2013.  Kristine Lehman will check with Edie regarding election dates and make contact regarding the available date.  Karon Hamilton made a motion for Kristine Lehman to book the program, second by Chris Ryan, motion carried unanimously.  

Agenda #10 – Discuss proposed Historical Ride through West Point – Kristine Lehman informed the group that she had contacted Diana Karls regarding what it would take to organize a bike ride through West Point highlighting historical points that have been included in the Calendar.  Kristine then let the group know that she has also been contacted by teachers with the Summer School Program that would like to use the West Point Historical Calendar and the historical information as class projects.  They could use the locations in the calendar as day trips for the class.  Everyone was very excited about the prospect of the calendars being used in class projects.  Della Ryan made a motion that the Historical Society continue to pursue the opportunity to share the historical information in the calendars with the Lodi School Summer Program, second by Karon Hamilton, motion carried unanimously.
