
WEST POINT AREA HISTORICAL SOCIETY

MINUTES

Pursuant to Wisconsin State Statutes 19.84, the West Point Area Historical Society held a meeting on Tuesday, May 7, 2013, at the West Point Town Hall.  The meeting was posted in the three designated places in the town and on the town’s web site.  It was also placed on the Historical Society web site, Facebook and Twitter.

Agenda #1 – Call to Order – Acting President Mary Ann Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:07 pm.  Members present were Terri Hancock, Mary Ann Johnson, Kristine Lehman, Della Ryan, Chris Ryan, Joan Ryan and Sharon Richmond.  
Agenda #2 – Approval of Minutes for March 5, 2013 and April 16, 2013  The minutes had been emailed to the Historical Society members prior to the meeting for their review.  Copies were also available for review at the meeting.  The date for the March meeting should be March 7, 2013.  No further corrections.  A motion was made by Joan Ryan to approve the minutes for March 7, 2013 and April 16, 2013, with corrections, seconded by Della Ryan – motion carried unanimously.  
Agenda #3 – Treasurer’s Report  There is a balance of $2,923.86.  An additional $400 from the Town’s budget has to be allocated by the end of the year.  A review of equipment will be completed to see if anything needs to be purchased or updated.  Motion by Mary Ann Johnson to approve the report as presented, seconded by Kris Lehman – motion carried unanimously.
Agenda #4 – 2014 Calendar Report  Discussion was held on whether the price could remain at $6.00 per calendar.  It is anticipated that the printing cost will increase.  It was requested that a price quote for full color be obtained to see what the cost difference would be.  Updates were given on each page.  Information should be forwarded to Terri Hancock when it is completed.

Agenda #5 – Schoolhouse Volunteers for Fair Week  July 12, 13 and 14, 2013 will be the Lodi Fair.  The Fair Board has again requested the Historical Society’s help in manning the Schoolhouse for tours.  Equipment needs will be discussed and gathered before the first time slot so that parking and unloading will not be a problem.  A sign up sheet was passed around.  A request will go out to the full membership to see if any members would be available to help with any time slots not covered.  

Agenda #6 – Interview Edie Eberle by Patti Schuknecht  Patti Schuknecht will do the interview and Mary Ann Johnson will help with equipment.  An appointment will be set up within the next couple of months.

Agenda #7 – Purchase small tables for programs  It was noted that when having programs members have been bringing card tables or small tables to put brochures, etc. on.  Mary Ann Johnson and Kris Lehman will keep an eye on sales at Menards for prices of 4ft tables or card tables to have available.  They will also check on lawn chairs and fans for the Schoolhouse tours.  
Agenda #5 (8) – Next Society Meeting – June 4, 2013   Have the calendar pages completed by June 4.  This will be the annual meeting.  Reports should be ready to present.  

Agenda #6 (9) – Next Commission Meeting – July 2, 2013  It was noted that a meeting is scheduled for July 2 for the Commission.  Any change will be communicated to the members.
Agenda #7 (10) – Adjourn  A motion was made by Kristine Lehman to adjourn the meeting at 8:16 p.m., second by Joan Ryan, motion carried unanimously.
